All automobiles parked on the school grounds must be registered with the school and must visibly
display the current permit.

Parking is strictly limited to the student parking area. Parking in staff parking or blocking service
areas will be subject to fines.

All students must be licensed and covered by insurance. The school is not responsible for the
automobile or its contents.

There is to be no loitering in the parking lot or visitation of car without permission.

There will be no driving over 10 miles per hour, or any form of reckless driving on school grounds.
Student vehicles may be subject to search if there are reasonable grounds to believe that drugs,
alcohol, stolen property or other contraband might be present in that vehicle.

Parking regulations are strictly enforced. It is considered a privilege to park on school grounds.
Suspension of driving privileges, towing/ticketing of vehicles and/or suspension from school may
occur when violations of these regulations occur. Ticketing and/or towing will be at the student's
expense.
