For adults 
living with a disability, a simple task like filling your tank at 
a gas station can be a challenge. An app called fuelService 
is now available to help. Individuals can use the app to see 
find a gas station that can assist them, then fuelService 
tells the station when the individual has arrived, and lets 
the driver know the wait time for assistance. The 
fuelService app is free of charge for the user, both to 
download and use. All costs are paid by fuel companies, 
and proceeds benefit research into curing paralysis from 
spinal cord injuries.
