On October 10, 2021, we began as the Catholic 
Church the Synod on Synodality, which is a two 
year process of listening and dialogue at the parish, 
diocese, Episcopal Conference, and Universal 
Church levels. 
 

At Blessed Trinity we opened the Synod on October 
17th and began our process of consultation in       
November. During the following months our Synod 
team worked on attending meetings at the deanery 
and diocesan level, facilitating consultative meet-
ings here at Blessed Trinity, compiling the results, 
and providing a report to the Archdiocese of Miami. 
I am grateful to Martha Lera, Kathy Bustamante, 
and  Willie Cueto for undertaking this enterprise. 
 

I would also like to thank all the parishioners who 
participated in the consultative session. During 
these meetings the individuals who participated 
were asked to respond to three questions. Our   
Synod team went through all the responses, looked 
into commonalities, themes, and compiled them into 
a report. The report with the main responses and 
highlights collected from the consultative meetings 
we had at Blessed Trinity is available at https://
www.blessed-trinity.org/news-events/
synod20212023. 
 

During the next 4 weeks we will publish a summary 
of the findings in our bulletin. It will be grouped in 
the following categories: Formation, Community, 
Evangelization, Youth. They will contain a summary 
of these topics and the manner that Blessed Trinity 
Church is responding to them. 
 

I invite you to read the full report and the bulletin 
summary, but most especially to be part of the     
response as a Parish Community.  I eagerly         
encourage you to get involved in the many activities 
we offer, to continue to grow in our relationship with 
Jesus Christ and His Church, and above all to fulfill 
our mission to Bring Christ to All and All to 
Christ.
