UPDATED INFORMATION REGARDING SYMPTOM SCREENINGS:

Dear Families,
NCDHHS guidelines have adjusted in regards to daily symptom screenings for

students entering our building each day. The North Carolina Strong Schools

Tool Kit no longer recommends daily symptom screening (temperature checks
and symptom questions); however Falls Lake Academy is requiring all parents/
quardians to complete their own daily screening before sending your stu-

dent to school in person. If your student has been exposed, tested positive for
COVID or shows any of the following symptoms, they will have to stay home.
Please note: if they show any of the following symptoms, your student will need
a negative PCR COVID test or alternate diagnosis.

-Fever

-Coughing

-Sore throat

-Shortness of Breath/Difficulty Breathing
-Loss of Taste or Smell

-Diarrhea or vomiting

-New onset of severe headache

Spring Break / Intersession April Sth - 9th

If your student or anyone in your household has any of these symptoms they should not be present
at school: Cough, Fever, Shortness of breath /difficulty breathing, loss of taste/smell, sore throat,
Diarrhea or vomiting, new onset of severe headache. (Note they have updated new symptoms to
the toolkit)

They must do one of the following things to return:

Quarantine for 10 days or Receive a Negative PCR Covid-19 test or Receive an alternate diagnosis
and the health care provider determines no Covid-19 testing is needed.

Exposure refers to being within 6 feet of someone diagnosed with Covid-19 for 15 minutes or more
cumulative in a 24 hour period.

If your student is truly exposed they must quarantine at home for 14 days EVEN IF THEY HAVE A
NEGATIVE PCR COVID TEST WITHIN THE 14 DAY PERIOD.

When we do contact tracing we have to look back at 48 hours of the positive person’s activities be-
cause this is when they are most likely to have been spreading the virus to others. So if you doubt
any symptoms they may have please rule out Covid-19 before sending them to school.
