Parent-Student Handbook, 2022-2023

Welcome to Red Cedar Elementary School, established
August, 2009. Please review our Parent-Student Handbook.
Everything in this handbook is designed to ensure that
everyone here is safe, is learning, that everyone and
everything is respected, and that we are complying with
district, state, and federal rules governing schools. We hope
that this answers your questions about life at Red Cedar
Elementary School. If not, please feel free to contact your
child’s teacher first if it is a homeroom issue, a special area or
special needs teacher if they can better address it, or one of
the administrators if it is a school-wide issue.

We try to be as communicative as possible and hope that you
will do the same. We are all here to help your child stay safe,
learn at the highest levels possible, and if we are all very
lucky, begin the road to finding his/her passion — the thing or
things your child feels most competent, happy, and fulfilled in
doing over all others.

Things that help us do this are below:

e Students perform better when school personnel and
parents work together. Sharing your disagreement with a
teacher in front of your child makes it difficult on your
child.

o Please be on time. Arriving at least 5 minutes before the
start time is highly suggested and requested. This one
goes beyond your child, because when your child arrives
late, that arrival interrupts instruction, putting everyone,
not just your child, behind.

e Have your child in school every day. We only get 180
days each year with children. We do everything to make
use of every minute. When children are absent they are
obviously not at school learning more in class. Especially
for those who are behind, this makes our work and theirs
far more difficult.

o Attend parent conferences, programs, Kids' Club,
curriculum nights and ESOL nights as often as you can.
When you show an interest in school as an important
place to be, your child will show more interest as well.

o Please read and sign the agenda book. Please also join
your student's teachers’ ClassTag accounts, it is our
quickest form of communication.

e Ask questions. We have reasons for what we do, but
sometimes there is a mistake, miscommunication or it's
not very clear. Point it out, ask the question, and we will
explain and fix whatever needs explaining and fixing. If
you're doing this in front of your child, please help them
learn the respectful way to question and to disagree with
someone.

« Please do not pick up your child early unless it is
absolutely necessary. Again, this steals time, not only
from your child’s education, but from the students in

his/her class who are interrupted every time someone in
the class is called out of it. Early dismissals and late
arrivals are meant only to occur in situations where you
cannot get the appointment for your child at any other
time. If you absolutely must pick up your child early, it
needs to occur at least 30 minutes prior to dismissal.

e Ask about what your child is learning. Asking specific
questions, like “What exactly did you do in math today?
Was it about multiplication? Was it geometry?” That
elicits a far more thoughtful answer than the question,
“What did you learn today?” It is way too easy to answer
that one with, “Nothing.” If you do get that unfortunate
answer call or email the teacher. We will need to
straighten that out right away.

e Students perform better in school when they eat
breakfast. Arrange for them to have it here or have it at
home, but please make sure they have it.

e Help your children understand that it is our job to
challenge them. We try very hard to suit the level of
challenge to the child. We don’t miss often, so when we
say, “He can do it,” please first support that notion by
encouraging your child to rise to the challenge, not buckle
under it. When a child knows we are all behind him
believing that he can do it if he tries (and we do) it is a
very powerful support to help him succeed. Add the most
important people in his life to that team (you) and
amazing things will happen.

Security

Our building has a state-of-the-art security and entry system.
Card readers afford keyless entry to all staff members. The
first and second sets of the main doors near the office are
unlocked to allow student entry for the 30 minutes between
the opening of the building and the start of the day. Outside
the first set of doors a camera transmits the visitor's image
when he/she presses a doorbell to request access. Entrance
is gained when the Administrative Assistant releases the
outside doors remotely from her desk. The second set of
doors remains locked. The visitor then passes through the
reception area after checking in at the desk and, if wishing to
gain access to the school for any reason, will show a valid 1D
and discuss his/her business at the school. The valid ID is
critical. ID’s are scanned through a system that checks it
against multiple databases that list individuals whose criminal
records are such that you would not want them near your
children. The visitor then is issued a sticker indicating that
he/she has been cleared through the office. Without a
sticker, visitors are asked if they have stopped by the office
prior to entry to the hallway. The checking of ID also takes
place when you or someone you send on your behalf comes
to pick up your child who does not have a car tag. Please
insure that anyone who might pick up your child is aware of
this fact. This is district policy.
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We do not allow entrance to the building from any doors
other than the main ones (and the pre-k pod for pre-k
students). The security measures listed above are rendered
useless if we allow access through other doors.

Security cameras cover most of the interior and exterior of
the building, including right over the bicycle rack. We still
highly recommend bike locks. These cameras are accessible
to school personnel at school and remotely. Digital images
can be saved and used as necessary to examine the footage
of an event of interest that might require further examination.

If your children are part of a restraining order or exclusionary
custody arrangement, it is important that the decree be on file
with us. We will uphold it as it is stated.

Morning Drop Off

Drop off of students may begin at 7:15. Even if you are not
sure of the time, you will have clues in the form of fellow
parents. There is always a line of about eight or ten cars
waiting for it to be 7:15. Those folks wouldn’t be waiting if it
was time to release students. Further, the person directing
traffic will appear at 7:15 on the dot. Do not drop off
students prior to 7:15 at any time. It is not safe. We can
only supervise students beginning at 7:15.

Please pull up in the lane closest to the building to let them
exit your car. Never get out of your car while in the drop off
line as it is a safety risk. Children must be able to get out of
your vehicle unassisted from the passenger side of your car.
If your child is unable to do this please park in the parking lot
and walk your child to the crosswalk. Please do not drop
your children off in the parking lot and allow them to
cross traffic by themselves.

The biggest traffic back-up occurs from about 7:35 to about
7:45. If you want to beat the rush, drop off around 7:25 for
the smoothest sailing. Class begins at 7:45. Students are
counted tardy after 7:45. (We need every minute we can

get.)

Please do not expect to have a word with a teacher at 7:30 or
after, because that is “student time.” We discourage walking
students to class for this reason and for their independence.
(Pre-k students walking with mom or dad or big brother is
fine, but please use the outside pre-kindergarten pod doors
where the pre-k assistants are waiting to receive the
students.) Little people begin to become independent risk
takers who welcome new learning adventures when they are
not tied to their parents to move down a safe, supervised
hallway.

Car Tags and Other Pick Up Issues

Only a parent/guardian listed on the approved pick-up list will
be issued car tags free of charge upon request after
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providing a valid ID. Extra car tags are also free of charge,
this is new this year. The notion of the car tag is to allow the
holder to efficiently pick up his/her child without having to
show a valid ID each time. (This is why we needed to check
ID and your listing in our database with regard to pick up of
your child.)

When you obtain your tag you will note that one or more
colored dots have been placed on the tag, one for each child.
This is part of a system that helps us separate where
students will exit the building. (It is important, with as many
students as we have being picked up, that we release
students safely from multiple points in an organized fashion.)
Yellow indicates pre-k, kindergarten, or first grade. Red is for
second or third grade, and blue for fourth or fifth. If you have
any combination of dots on the tag that includes yellow, you
should get in the line closer to the building (if you choose to
pick up from your car) and continue around the circle until
you get to the pre-k discovery center pod doors (just before
the main doors). All of your children should be waiting for you
in that pod. Please be aware of the fact that it is much easier
for the little people to get to that spot than it is for the older
students, who might be walking all the way from the second
floor, farthest room at the end of the hall. If you are among
the first of the cars in the line and your child is coming from
the farthest point in the building, you might be waiting a bit for
him to get there.

If your children do not include one younger than second
grade, they will be waiting for you in the stairwell halfway
down the long hallway. You should pull up as far as you can
along that long wing of the building. You are welcomed to
use the second lane to get around waiting in that first lane
with the parents of the little people. Just make sure to get
back into the close-to-the-building lane when you get to your
part of the line. When the line gets too long, the person
directing traffic will hold you up a bit at the crosswalk to allow
the “yellow dot line” cars to exit without being boxed in behind
the other line. It will only be a few minutes before you will be
able to move up.

In both cases, a teacher will read the names of your children
from the car tag to other waiting teachers on the other end of
radios (different frequencies) so that your children can be
called to come outside to meet you. The little folks are
shepherded to waiting cars. Older students are watched, but
not handed off in that manner.

Please do not ever leave your car in the lane, even just
for a minute. Unbelievable back-ups occur when we
have to begin directing traffic around a now parked car.
This also goes for stopping to drop something off during
the day. The drive is a fire lane. It is never considered safe
or legal to leave a car unattended even if just for a minute.

Please do not try to pick up your child or let someone out of



your car from the second lane. It is a safety issue because
either your child or the person you release from your car
must cross a lane of traffic that moves (even if just a little at a
time).

If you are walking up or biking to get your child the process is
the same; you still need that tag, and the students are held in
the places as described.

For students who walk home unescorted or ride their bikes in
the same way, the exit is out the far south doors near the
basketball court. They are watched by a teacher. Those
heading toward Hidden Lakes walk or ride on the sidewalk
near the courts and head west to their neighborhood without
the need to cross a street or driveway at school. Those
heading toward Bluffton Park are crossed at the crosswalk by
the basketball courts by a crossing guard. Please help them
do their work by being attentive to their instructions. They
tend not to stop traffic, but sometimes need to insist upon
drivers’ attention (cell phones, etc.).

Please note that pre-k and kindergartener students are not
permitted to walk home alone, unescorted. They may walk
home with a responsible older sibling as their escort.

After working through the first few days of pick up to teach
everyone our system, the picking up of students concludes at
about 3:00 (During the first few days it takes a bit longer.).
Many folks arrive well before dismissal (which is fine as long
as everyone stays in their cars or stands outside after
parking). Arriving after 3:00 is problematic because students
who are sent to their dismissal areas must now be brought to
the office. We begin calling parents at 3:00 to be certain
someone indeed plans to make the pick-up.

If you walk from the parking lot to the main doors, please use
the crosswalk. It's the safest way to go.

Buses and Daycares

You will find the rules for riding the bus and consequences
for violating the rules as part of the Beaufort County Code of
Conduct. They are just what you would expect them to be —
be reasonably quiet, always sit down on the bus; in effect,
students should do their part to make the bus trip as safe as
possible. If they cannot or will not do so, they are at risk of
losing the privilege to ride the bus anywhere from a day to
permanently. Safety is of the greatest importance on the bus,
and bus rules are enforced. If your child has an issue on the
bus, he/she should report it to the bus driver as soon as it is
safe to do so.

Suspensions are rare, but when they do happen, school
administrators, not the bus driver, suspend students from the
bus. Parents will be contacted when bus suspensions occur.

Those who are picked up by daycare vans are supervised
until all of the students traveling to that facility are present
and the caretaker is ready to proceed to that facility’s van.

Because changes in transportation of students present
opportunities to make mistakes, the only way we can
make such changes is if the request is in writing.

The best way to communicate a change is using the
transportation email: goinghomechange@gmail.com. Notes
written in the agenda book, Classtag messages, or emails to
your student’s teacher are also acceptable. Further, please
make these changes prior to 1:45pm. After 1:45pm the
chances of locating the teacher and the class, not interrupting
the class, and making the rest of the arrangements get to be
slimmer. Teachers and assistants share responsibilities for
the movement of students to buses, daycares, walkers, car
riders, etc. and would have to coordinate that with whom they
share such duties. We do not want to make a mistake.
Please help us with that. Please be sure to clearly identify the
date and time for the change.

Absences, Tardies, and Leaving Early

When students are taken out of school for less than once-in-
a-lifetime events, they start to get the message that their
parents do not value school. Even if this happens at the very
youngest ages, it is noted by children and is very hard to
undo at a later date.

Vacations during school time are considered “unlawful
absences” by the state of South Carolina. More than ten
days of absences — excused or unexcused - can result in
retention, as specified by the state of South Carolina.
Students have been, and will continue to be, retained due to
excessive absences coupled with below grade level
academic performance.

When students are removed from school for anything other
than illness or a death in the family, make up work is not
prepared by teachers. Requests for this work cannot be
honored because the absences are unlawful and cannot be
encouraged. If you must be gone during school time, please
consider having your child keep a journal to share upon
return. Students may be permitted to make up the work
missed upon return.

Student attendance is an individual family issue as well as a
school issue and a state issue. A student’s absence affects
academic performance as well as their overall performance
on state academic measures. Our South Carolina School
Report Card ratings are determined in part by student
attendance. Students who accrue more than three
consecutive days or five total days of unlawful absences
(including vacations, family reunions — anything that is not an
iliness or death in the family) will be required to develop, with
administration and the social worker, an attendance plan to
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remediate the problem. While some families do not regard
absences from school an issue, our school, our school
district, and the South Carolina Department of Education all
do regard unlawful absences as a concermn.

Appointments, especially recurring appointments, should
occur at times other than during school. This is especially
important for students who have IEP’s. It is very important
that students attend school whenever they are not ill.
Though it might be challenging to obtain non-school hour
appointments for therapies, doctors, and dentists, our parents
who are persistent about it always seem to get those
appointments, thereby allowing our teachers to teach our
students without having to catch students up who miss
school.

As mentioned previously, please make every effort to handle
appointments outside of school time. If that is impossible and
you must schedule an appointment during schools hours, we
ask the following: please send a note to alert the teacher of
the appointment; please be aware that we do not release
students for any reason between the hours of 2:15 and
2:45pm. (It is disruptive, invites more students’ leaving
early, and can cause confusion when multiplied by many
students. Please do not expect to check out your child
between 2:15 and 2:45 at any time.)

In regards to attendance, your child must be present in
school for at least 50% of the day to be considered present
for the day. Anything less than 50%, the child will be counted
absent for the day.

Rules for School Choice Students

School Choice students are expected to not accumulate

ten (10) or more unexcused absences, tardies, or early sign
outs. They must consistently demonstrate appropriate
behavior. They must pass seventy-five (75%) of their courses
in a given year. In the event that any of these expectations
are not met, you will be notified in writing with a warning that
your child’s school choice status is in jeopardy to be
withdrawn. If the attendance/behavior issue does not improve
after the warning, your child will be returned to his/her
residential school. Any future request for a second choice
transfer to a school shall be denied. If you move out of the
district, your child’s status may be subject to change.

Lunch and Such

There are six lunch periods. That means that some students
have lunch in the morning and some have it in the afternoon.
Those in the morning will have a snack in the afternoon;
those who eat lunch in the afternoon will have a snack in the
morning. Please provide a healthy snack for your child,
which they (more likely than not) will eat while working in
class. Please avoid sugary juices or foods that stick to
tables, papers, and the floor and draw ants.
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Full price lunch is $1.75 and the cost for breakfast is $1.00.
The best way to pay for school meals is to use
www.paypams.com. This can be found on the school
website.

As a Title One school, having every family complete the Free
and Reduced lunch application is vital to us remaining a Title
One school. Title One funds many programs and staff
positions. Please fill out the form regardless of whether you
qualify or not.

When sending in food for your child, please keep in mind that
Beaufort County School District has mandated only healthy
food may be brought in. Please do not send sodas or fast
food.

If your child is celebrating a birthday and you would like to
send in a treat for the class, sending it at morning drop off is
the best time to do that. We do ask that it is something that is
an individual treat that can be finished during the students’
lunch period. For example, a cookie, cupcake, fruit snack or
freezer pop are just a few suggestions.

We are suggesting that all students bring a water bottle to
school to ensure that they stay hydrated. Please put your
child’s name on their water bottle. Also, please be sure to
have your child bring it home each week to keep it nice and
clean! Absolutely NO glass bottles.

Things to Leave At Home

While we all know that school is a place for learning, there is
a wide variety of items that students like to bring to school
that detract from learning. Regardless of the promises made,
such as, “Honest Mom, | won't take it out of my book bag
until recess,* toys and other items find their way into the
classroom during class time and cause disruptions. Further,
when items are lost at school, students’ attitudes about the
loss of the items frequently shut down our educational
process until they are found. The following is an incomplete
list of items we do not wish to see at school and will take from
the child, holding them until parents can claim them: toys,
electronic games, mp3 players, other electronics, (unless part
of a class project approved by the teacher), trading cards,
matches, tobacco, guns (including toy guns or water guns of
any type) knives, anything that is considered a weapon or
can become a weapon, fireworks, inappropriate books,
magazines, or internet downloads, anything else that would
cause a disruption through its use or its loss at school.

Sometimes a fad takes over life as we know it at school. If
learning and the fad can get along well, we're fine. If the fad
becomes so distracting that we can’t teach, we take action.
We don’t know the nature of the next fad, but we will handle it
in the same way when it happens. When something
becomes a disruption by its wearing, sales, theft, or general



preoccupation to the point that we can'’t “do school” when the
item arrives here, expect it to be banned. The banning might
be by a single teacher, a grade level, or for the whole school.
Communication on this will be very clear should it happen.
It's something new every year, so it is hard to list everything
that might fall into this category here.

If you send birthday party invitations to school with the
expectation that they are to be distributed by the teacher or
by the child under the supervision of the teacher, the only
way we can do that is if you plan to invite everyone in the
class. The downside to inviting some students and not
others, as you might imagine, is it's very difficult for the *have
nots” to accept, therefore very difficult for the teacher to
finesse. Please do not attempt to put the teacher in such a
situation.

At Red Cedar, we encourage students to leave cell phones*
at home. In the case that a family chooses to send a cell
phone to school with a student, a Cell Phone Consent Form
must be on file. A parent must come into the school to
request the Cell Phone Consent Form. Even with the
consent form on file, the phone must be off and in the
backpack at all times until the student has been dismissed
(car riders) or completed transportation home (bus riders). If
a cell phone is found in any other place other than the
owner’s backpack or if a phone is found to be left on, that
phone will be confiscated and can only be returned to a
parent. Please also note that Red Cedar nor its employees
are liable for any damage or loss of cell phones.

*Cell Phone is defined as any cellular device whether it be a
smart phone, flip phone or phone worn on the wrist.

It should be noted that we are not encouraging the use of cell
phones in general. In fact below is some information on
ways to think about making the decision to give your child a
cell phone.

The first activity in which we participated together: parents,
students, and staff, was the evening we spent together at the
end of May, 2009 determining what attributes we wanted
most to see exhibited in our children.

Playground RESPECT

Since the way in which students interact with each other on
the playground sometimes presents special challenges, we
have developed guidelines for playground behavior. They
are as follows:

“Playground Respect’
1. Walking feet only on the sidewalks, blacktop and
permanent playground equipment.
2. Running should happen in grassy and turf areas only;
except the garden area outside the music room.
Do keep your hands and feet to yourself.
No jumping on or off the web/slide apparatus.
Stairs are used to go up or down.

Slides are to be used only for going down, on your
bottom, feet first. Ladders are for going up.

Climbing wall is to be used to go up only, not down.
It is unsafe to play under the web and bridge.

9. Balls, hula hoops, bean bags and such should be
used in the grassy areas, turf areas and hard surfaces
but never under permanent playground equipment.

10.  Tagis NOT allowed.

11. When playing Gaga Ball, please follow all posted
rules.

12.  Every time the whistle blows, freeze immediately and
wait for instructions.

13.  Stomp your feet before walking back inside the
building.

14. Do share, take turns, play fair and

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If students violate these rules, assistants or teachers who
observe it happening more than once with the same issue will
report it to the student’s classroom teacher, who will talk with
parents about eliminating the problem. When students show
that they cannot or will not be safe on the playground, we are
compelled to make other arrangements for them.

Special area teachers have developed a parent notification
system that is based upon the RESPECT expectations, but is
tailored to their circumstances.

More serious behavior issues must be handled through the
Beaufort County Schools Code of Conduct. You can access it

Library Books and Textbooks

Students and parents are responsible for books that belong
to the school. When books are lost or damaged, parents are
responsible for reimbursing the school to replace them.
Whatever books are checked out to a student should be
returned by that student. Please help your child understand
the need to treat books, like other items, with respect. Some
library books were damaged by water, crayons, and ink
within the first week they were distributed to students though
we took great pains to teach appropriate care of books.

Lost and Found ltems

Students frequently misplace items of clothing and
lunchboxes at school. When parents and students label
these items, we can easily return the item to them. Lost and
Found items are featured on our daily news program. They
are housed across from the media center. After three or four
months on display and lots of reminders, we give the items to
Bluffton Self Help.

Medication and Other Medical Information

Our nurse is happy to administer prescription medications
delivered to us by an adult in the original container with a
signed medication form giving us permission to administer it.
No over-the-counter medications without a doctor’s
prescription. District policy prohibits us from using any other
method. Children cannot have any medication whatsoever in
their possession. You will need to give written permission to
the nurse for over-the-counter medications that she has on
hand that can be dispensed to your child with your
permission.

From time to time, children arrive at school with lice in their
hair. While this is an unpleasant issue, it is one with which we
need to deal promptly and thoroughly. Because of the
contagious nature of the condition, children who have live lice
in their hair must be sent home from school and treated
before they return. The nurse will then check any children
returning to school to clear them to return to class. This is
where most lice-related issues get to be frustrating for
parents and school personnel. Treating lice completely is
sometimes fairly involved. The child may return to class after
being checked by the nurse if there are no longer live nits
present. We do everything at school to prevent the spread of
lice. We do everything we can to work with families who
experience it.

We do screenings on health related issues at school, such as
height and weight with body mass Indicators for third and fifth
graders, hearing and vision for all pre-kindergarteners thru
fifth graders. The Ronald McDonald Care Mobile will be at
RCES for 1 week for eligible students.



Guidelines for Appropriate Exclusion from Childcare
Settings to Prevent Communicable Disease Spread-
State Law 1976 code Sections 44-1-110, 11-1-140 and 44-
29-10

THE FOLLOWING CONDITIONS REQUIRE THE CHILD
NOT BE ALLOWED TO ATTEND SCHOOL.:

e Flu - must be out for 5 days and be fever free
o Feverof 100 or greater
e Uncontrolled Diarrhea or stools with blood or mucus

o E-coli, Shigella, Typhoid fever- stool infections — until
negative cultures

o Rash with fever — until physician has determined safe
e Purulent Conjunctivitis —pink or red eyes with white or
yellow discharge, until 24 hours after the first treatment

e Tuberculosis — until Health Dept. clears

o Strep Throat — until after 24 hours of antibiotic treatment

o Head Lice — until treated, and checked by staff

e Scabies - until the first treatment

o Chickenpox — until all lesions have dried (about 6 days)

o Pertussis — until 5 days of antibiotic treatment

e Mumps — until 9 days after gland swelling

e Measles — until 4 days after start of rash

e Rubella (hard measles) — until 7 days after start of rash

e Hepatitis A — until 1 week after onset of illness or
jaundice

In addition - these conditions are listed by Beaufort County

Schools for exclusion:

Impetigo — until treated and nurse consulted

Ringworm — until treated and nurse consulted

Other issues-

If you are concerned with the state of your child’s health in

the morning and are encouraging the child to attend school

with the thought that the child will improve - please call the

nurse and advise to evaluate. Please do NOT tell your child

that you'll likely or possibly pick him/her up. It plants the

notion that today is a sick day whether the child needs it or

not.

Some students are considered “frequent flyers” to the health
office without chronic conditions (attention-seeking, avoiding
a class the student does not like, etc.) Some parents
adequately extinguish this behavior by setting and enforcing
the family rule that if a child visits the nurse’s office for
anything other than a bandage for a cut, the child will
automatically stay inside to rest after school. When
presented in this way, students tend to be more serious
about “being ill”. Extra visits to the nurse’s office for no
apparent reason take her away from children who really need
her. Please work with your child to avoid this happening.

Asthma — each child with an asthma condition must have

access to the same prescription medication here in school
that is available at home.

Phone numbers — work and home numbers may change
frequently — please ask yourself each day —‘if my child
needed me, does the school have the phone number in the
computer?” Send a note with your child or an email directly
to Michaela.sykes@beaufort.k12.sc.us. Change of address
requires a proof thereof.

Short Term medication schedule — if your child is to receive
medication 3 x a day — please do so before school - just after
school and at bedtime at home. If the physician is requesting
specific times or 4 or more times a day — please provide the
school with a labeled container that may stay at school with
correct dosage. It is a safety and compliance issue if the
medication must travel back and forth.

Photographs and Videos

From time to time our students are photographed and filmed
for school productions, student teaching, National Board
Certification projects, and more.  Those photographs
sometimes appear in local newspapers, on our website, and
are used for school board presentations. If you have an
objection to your child’s image being recorded in this
way, please make us aware of it in writing. Your note will
be kept on file and shared with the staff so that your child will
not be photographed in this way in either still or moving
shots.

Homework

Homework is viewed as an extension of classroom activity.
We recognize that home and outside activities have
educational value and therefore do not overburden students
with homework. We value time for students to read for
pleasure at home nightly, so that is the largest part of a
student’s nightly expectation.

Pre-Kindergarten — There is no homework expectation for
prekindergarten. Families should encourage real-world
experiences as learning experiences and read aloud daily.

Conferences

In the fall, generally in October, parent-teacher conferences
are scheduled. Each and every family is expected to attend
a conference. Our teachers are flexible with the scheduling
in order to accommodate parent/guardian work schedules.
We need you to meet with teachers to discuss your student’s
school-life and academic achievement. In  some
circumstances, when communication breaks down between
the school and home, we may schedule home visits in order
to hold the conference.

Please note that a parent/guardian may request a conference
with a teacher during any non-instructional time.
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It should also be noted that for any student with an
Individualized Education Plan (IEP) or a 504, a meeting may
be requested at any time during the year.

Communication

We produce a newsletter each week for all of our parents in
English and Spanish. It is posted to our Facebook page. We
would like to email it to as many families as possible so we
attach it to our weekly Robo call/email.

Our two best forms of communication are agenda books and
ClassTag. Teachers and parents are expected to sign the
agenda book each day.

Our second best form of communication has become the
School Messenger service (also known as “robo” or
automated calling service). It is an important resource that
we have used a number of times to inform parents of
meetings and other events. Please make sure we have your
correct phone numbers so that you will be included in our
calls. Email Mrs. Sykes if you have changed any numbers
(michaela.sykes@beaufort.k12.sc.us).

Red Cedar has a website. The URL is:
http://rces.beaufortschools.net. You will find updated
information there like never before — links to sites like Exact
Path , Everyday Math and more.

Red Cedar has a Facebook Page. It is “Red Cedar
Elementary Foxes”. This is the place to find the most up to
date information and pictures, it is updated daily and
sometimes multiple times a day. If you “Like” us you will see
our posts right on your news feed.

Uniforms

The Board of Education for Beaufort County Schools enacted
a uniform policy that began in 2009-2010 in all elementary
and middle schools and was implemented in all high schools
in 2010-2011. The elementary schools in Bluffton have been
“uniform schools” for some years. However, there are some
notable differences in the board’s rulings with regard to
uniforms.  The four most notable differences are these:
Shirts are to be tucked in at all times, any shirt worn under
the uniform is to be white, regardless of the length of the
sleeve, and anything worn over the uniform needs to be the
school uniform top colors; a plain sweater or sweatshirt or
spirit sweatshirt. For those in 2nd through 5™ grades, a belt
must be worn if the attire has belt loops. Jackets are to be
hung up upon entering the building; no jackets are to be worn
in school.

Our school colors are red, yellow, and white. When
translated to uniform shirts, the yellow is really gold, not
yellow. The bottom of the uniform color is navy blue. Pants,
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capris, shorts, skorts, skirts, and jumpers are all fine. Plain,
one-piece dresses are not permitted. The stitching on the
uniform bottoms should only be navy blue. Uniform bottoms,
like tops, should have no additional decoration on them (extra
stitching, etc.). Knit bottoms, sweatpants, jeggings or athletic
pants are not permitted. Stretchy, legging-type fabrics are not
considered a uniform pant even if pockets and/or belt loops
are present. There is no distinction about the color of socks,
the color of shoes, or the color of belts. There is no distinction
about the color of tights or leggings, however, we do not
allow anything resembling jeans or athletic pants. We ask
that shoes be rubber soled, completely covering the foot (not
boots, not sandals, not Crocs)

Students should be well groomed in both their hygiene and
their physical appearance.

Parent Teacher Organization (PTO) and School

Improvement Council (SIC)

The PTO engages in fund raising for the school and attempts
to meet the needs of students and teachers beyond regular
district funding. PTO also promotes school spirit throughout
the school year hosting various activities for students,
parents and staff. All are welcomed to participate. Meetings
are held via Zoom on the 3rd Tuesday of each month.

Read To Succeed

South Carolina law states beginning with the 2017-2018
school year, a student must be retained in the third grade if
the student fails to demonstrate reading proficiency at the
end of the third grade as indicated by scoring at the lowest
achievement level on the state summative reading
assessment that equates to Not Met 1 on the SC Ready
assessment. Some students may be granted a “good cause
exemption” in order to be promoted to the fourth grade under
the law.

Por favor revise nuestro Manual de los
Padres de Familia y el Estudiante. Todo en este Manual esta
designado para asegurar que todos aqui estan protegidos,
estan aprendiendo, que todos y todo son respetados, y que
estamos cumpliendo con las reglas que gobiernan las
escuela a nivel del Distrito, del Estado y Federal.
Esperamos que esto responda a sus preguntas acerca de la
vida en la Escuela Primaria Red Cedar. Si no, por favor
siéntase libre de contactar al maestro de su nifio primero si
es un asunto de la clase, al maestro de area especial o
necesidades especiales si ellos son los mas adecuados para
el asunto, o uno de los administradores si es un asunto a
nivel de la escuela en general. Dentro de estas paginas
usted también encontrara personal que puede responder sus
preguntas acerca de asuntos especificos.

Tratamos de comunicarnos tanto como es posible y
esperamos que usted haga lo mismo. Estamos aqui para
ayudar a su nifio a estar protegido, aprender a los niveles
mas altos posibles, y si todos tenemos mucha suerte, iniciar
el camino para descubrir su pasion — la cosa 0 cosas en que
su nifio se siente mas competente, feliz, y satisfecho cuando
las hace por encima de otras.

En la lista de abajo usted encontrara lo que nos ayuda a

alcanzar todo esto:

e Los estudiantes realizan mejor su trabajo cuando
personal escolar y padres de familia trabajan juntos.
Compartiendo su desacuerdo con un maestro en frente
de su nifio hace las cosas mas dificiles para el/ella..

o Por favor venga a tiempo. Llegando por lo menos 5
minutos antes del empiezo es muy sugerido y solicitado.
Esto va mas alla de su nifio porque cuando el/ella llega
tarde, esa llegada interrumpe la ensefianza, atrasando a
todos, no solamente a su nifio.

« Haga que su nifio este en la escuela todos los dias. Solo
tenemos 180 dias cada afio con nifios. Hacemos todo lo
posible para hacer uso de cada minuto. Cuando los
nifios estan ausentes obviamente ellos no estan en la
escuela aprendiendo mas en clase. Especialmente para
aquellos que van atrasados, esto hace nuestro trabajo y
el de ellos aun mas dificil.

o Asista las conferencias de padres, programas, Kid's
Club, noches de curriculo y noches de ESOL como sea
posible. Cuando usted demuestra interés en la escuela
como un lugar importante, su nifio también demostrara
mas interés.
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Por favor, lea y firme el libro de la agenda. Por favor,
Unase también a las cuentas classtag de los profesores
de su estudiante, es nuestra forma mas rapida de
comunicacion.

Haga preguntas. Hay razones por las cuales hacemos lo
que hacemos, pero algunas veces hay un error, mala
comunicacion, o simplemente pasamos por alto algo.
Haganoslo saber, haga la pregunta, y nosotros
explicaremos y arreglaremos lo que necesite ser
explicado o arreglado. Si usted esta haciendo esto en
frente de su nifio, por favor ayudele a aprender la
manera correcta de preguntar y de estar en desacuerdo
con alguien.

Por favor no saque a su nifio de la escuela antes de la
hora de salida a menos de que sea absolutamente
necesario. De nuevo, esto roba tiempo no solo de la
educacion de su nifio pero también de los estudiantes en
su clase quienes son interrumpidos cada vez que alguien
en la clase tiene que salir. Salidas temprano y llegadas
tarde solamente deben ocurrir en situaciones cuando
usted no puede conseguir la cita para su nifio a ninguna
otra hora. Si usted absolutamente debe sacar a su nifio
temprano, debe hacerlo por lo menos media hora antes
del despido.

Pregunte acerca de lo que su nifio esta aprendiendo.
Haciendo preguntas especificas como “Exactamente que
hiciste en Matematicas hoy? Fue multiplicacion?
Geometria?” Eso facilita una respuesta mas elaborada
que la pregunta,, “Que aprendiste hoy?” Es muchisimo
mas facil contestar esta pregunta con “Nada”. Si recibe
esa llamada desafortunada, llame o envie un correo
electronico al maestro. Solucionaremos eso en seguida.
Los estudiantes realizan mejor su trabajo en la escuela
cuando han desayunado. Haga arreglos para que ellos
desayunen aqui o en la casa, pero asegurese de que
coman.

Ayude a su nifio entender que es nuestro trabajo
desafiarlo. Trabajamos muy duro para establecer el nivel
de desafio adecuado para el nifio. No nos equivocamos
con frecuencia, asi que cuando decimos, “El puede
hacerlo,” por favor primero apoye esta idea alentando a
su nifio a alcanzar el desafio, no a pasar por debajo de
este. Cuando un nifio sabe que todos estan detras de
el/ella creyendo que el/ella puede hacerlo si el/ella trata (
y nosotros lo creemos) es un apoyo poderoso que le
ayudara a tener éxito. Agregue las personas mas
importantes en su vida a ese equipo (ustedes) y
maravillosas cosas sucederans.



Seguridad

Nuestro edificio tiene un sistema de seguridad de los mas
modernos. Lectores de tarjetas evitaran el uso de llaves para
la entrada de todos los miembros del personal. El primer y
segundo juego de puertas principales cerca de la oficina
estara sin llave para permitir la entrada de estudiantes por 30
minutos en medio del abrir del edificio y el empiezo del dia.
A las 7:45 ambas puertas tendran llave automaticamente.
Afuera de las primeras puertas una camara transmitira la
imagen del visitante cuando el/ella toque el timbre para pedir
acceso. La entrada es concedida cuando la gerente de la
oficina quite llave por control remoto desde su escritorio. Las
segundas puertas, permanecerén con llave. El visitante
pasara entonces por el area de recepcion después de
chequear en la oficina y, si desea ingresar a la escuela por
alguna razon, deberd ensenar una identificacion valida y
discutir el motivo de su visita. La identificacion valida es
crucial. La identificacion es pasada a través de un sistema
que las chequeara en varias listas que nombran a
transgresores sexuales infantiles y otro tipo de ofensas que
usted no desea tener cerca de sus nifios. El visitante obtiene
entonces una etiqueta indicando que el/ella ha pasado por la
oficina. Sin esta etiqueta, el visitante sera cuestionado si
paso por la oficina para poder entrar en la escuela. Este
chequeo también se realiza cuando usted envia a alguien a
recoger a su nifio y no tienen la tarjeta del carro. Por favor
déjeles saber esto a cualquiera que pueda recoger a su nifio.
Esto es regla del distrito.

No permitimos la entrada al edificio a través de ninguna otra
puerta mas que la puerta principal ( y la puerta de pre-k para
los estudiantes). Las medidas de seguridad descritas arriba
sera inadecuado si permitimos la entrada a través de otras
puertas.

Céamaras de seguridad cubren la mayor parte del interior y
exterior del edificio, incluyendo la parte que cubre el
estacionamiento de bicicletas. Seguimos recomendando
candados para bicicletas. Estas camaras son accesibles a
personal de la escuela en la escuela y a distancia. Imagenes
digitales pueden ser archivadas y usadas si es necesario
para examinar la grabacion de un evento de interés que
pueda requerir un mayor examen.

Si sus nifios son parte de una orden de la corte o arreglo de
custodia exclusiva, es importante que el veredicto este es
nuestro archivo. Nosotros nos apegaremos a lo que ello
establece.

Llegada en la mainana

La llegada de los estudiantes puede comenzar a las 7:15.
Incluso si no esta seguro de la hora, tendra pistas en forma

de comparieros padres. Siempre hay una fila de unos ocho
o diez coches esperando a que sean las 7:15. Esas
personas no estarian esperando si fuera el momento de
liberar a los estudiantes. Ademas, la persona que dirige el
trafico apareceré a las 7:15 en el punto. No deje a los
estudiantes antes de las 7:15 en ningin momento. No es
seguro. Solo podemos supervisar a los estudiantes a partir
de las 7:15.

Por favor, deténgase en el carril mas cercano al edificio para
que puedan salir de su automovil. Nunca salga de su
automdvil mientras esté en la linea de entrega, ya que es un
riesgo para la seguridad. Los nifios deben poder salir de su
vehiculo sin ayuda del lado del pasajero de su automdvil. Si
su hijo no puede hacer esto, estacione en el estacionamiento
y camine a su hijo hasta el cruce peatonal. Por favor, no deje
a sus hijos en el estacionamiento y permitales cruzar el
trafico por si mismos.

La mayor copia de seguridad del trafico se produce desde
aproximadamente las 7:35 hasta aproximadamente las 7:45.
Si quieres superar la prisa, deja alrededor de las 7:25 para
una navegacion mas suave. La clase comienza a las 7:45.
Los estudiantes se cuentan tarde después de las 7:45.
(Necesitamos cada minuto que podamos conseguir).

Por favor no espere poder hablar con el maestro a las 7:30 o
después, porque ese es tiempo de los estudiantes. No
promovemos caminar a los estudiantes a clase por esta
razon y por ganar independencia. (Pre-k caminando con
mama, papa 0 hermanos mayores esta bien, pero por favor
use las puertas de entrada para pre-k donde las asistentes
de pre-k estan esperando para recibir a los estudiantes.
Personas pequefias comienzan a ser independientes y a
aceptar desafios que incluyen nuevas aventuras para
aprender cuando no estan atados a los padres de familia
para caminar por un pasillo supervisado y seguro.

Tarjetas para el carro y otros asuntos relativos a recoger
niinos de la escuela

Solo a un padre / tutor que figure en la lista de recogida
aprobada se le emitiran etiquetas de automoévil de forma
gratuita a pedido después de proporcionar una identificacion
valida. Las etiquetas de automoviles adicionales también
son gratuitas, esto es nuevo este afio. La nocién de la
etiqueta del automévil es permitir que el titular recoja
eficientemente a su hijo sin tener que mostrar una
identificacion vélida cada vez. (Es por eso que
necesitabamos verificar la identificacién y su listado en
nuestra base de datos con respecto a la recogida de su hijo).
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Cuando usted obtenga su tarjeta usted notara que uno o
mas circulos de color han sido colocados en ella, uno por
cada nifio. Esto es parte de un sistema que nos ayuda a
separar los lugares por los cuales los estudiantes saldréan del
edificio. (Es importante, por el gran numero de estudiantes
que son recogidos, que dejemos salir a los nifios de una
manera segura y organizada desde multiples puntos).
Amarillo indica pre-k, kindergarten, o primer grado. Rojo es
para segundo o tercer grado, y azul para cuarto o quinto. Si
usted tiene una combinacion de circulos en la tarjeta que
incluye Amarillo, usted debe estar en la linea mas cerca al
edificio (si usted viene en carro) y continuar al rededor del
circulo hasta que llegue a la puerta de pre-k (justo antes de
la puerta principal). Todos sus nifios deberan estar
esperando por usted en esa area. Por favor dese cuenta del
hecho de que es mucho mas fécil para las personitas llegar a
ese lugar que para los nifios mayores quienes pueden estar
caminando desde el segundo piso, en el ultimo salon al final
del pasillo. Si usted es uno de los primeros carros en la linea
y su nifio viene del lugar mas lejano en el edificio, usted
podra estar esperando un poco hasta que el/ella llegue.

Si sus nifios no incluyen uno menor que segundo grado,
ellos estaran esperandolo en la salida de las gradas a la
mitad del pasillo mayor. Usted debe adelantarse hasta
donde pueda en esa area del edificio. Usted puede usar la
segunda linea y pasar al lado de los que estan esperando a
los nifios pequefios. Solamente asegurese de volver a la
linea cerca de la acera cuando llegue a su linea. Cuando la
linea sea muy larga, la persona que dirige el tréfico le pedira
que se espere un momento a la altura del paso de peatones
para permitir el paso de los carros con el circulo amarillo sin
que sean atrapados detras de la otra linea. Sera solamente
unos minutos y usted podré moverse hacia adelante.

En ambos casos, un maestro leera los nombres de sus nifios
impresos en su tarjeta a otros maestros que estan esperando
al otro lado con radios (diferente frecuencia) para que sus
nifios sean llamados a salir y encontrarse con usted. Los
nifios mas pequefios son acompafiados a los carros. Los
niios mas grandes, son observados pero no son
acompafados de la misma manera.

Por favor nunca deje su carro en la linea, ni siquiera por
un minuto. Congestionamientos increibles ocurren
cuando tenemos que dirigir el trafico al rededor de un
carro parqueado. Esto también se aplica para cuando
paran para dejar algo durante el dia. Esta es una linea de
acceso para cuando hay incendio. No es seguro ni legal
dejar un carro sin atencion ni siquiera por un minuto.
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Por favor no trate de recoger a su nifio o bajar a alguien
desde la segunda linea. Es un asunto de seguridad porque
ni su nifio ni la persona que baja de su carro deben cruzar la
linea de trafico que esta en movimiento (ni siquiera por un
ratito).

Si usted viene caminando o en bicicleta, el proceso es el
mismo; usted necesita su tarjeta, y los alumnos estan en los
mismos lugares descritos.

Para los estudiantes que caminan a casa sin escolta 0 andan
en bicicleta de la misma manera, la salida es por las puertas
del extremo sur cerca de la cancha de baloncesto. Son
observados por un maestro. Aquellos que se dirigen hacia
Hidden Lakes caminan o viajan en la acera cerca de los
tribunales y se dirigen hacia el oeste a su vecindario sin la
necesidad de cruzar una calle o camino de entrada en la
escuela. Aquellos que se dirigen hacia Bluffton Park son
cruzados en el cruce peatonal por las canchas de baloncesto
por un guardia de cruce. Por favor, ayudelos a hacer su
trabajo estando atentos a sus instrucciones. Tienden a no
detener el trafico, pero a veces necesitan insistir en la
atencién de los conductores (teléfonos celulares, etc.).

Tenga en cuenta que a los estudiantes de pre-kinder y
kindergarten no se les permite caminar solos a casa, sin
escolta. Pueden caminar a casa con un hermano mayor
responsable como acompafiante.

Después de los primero dias para ensenarles a todos
nuestro sistema, la salida concluye a las 3:00 en punto.
(Durante los primeros dias toma un poquito mas). Muchos
llegan bastante antes de la salida (lo cual esta bien si todos
estan en sus carros o parados al lado después de parquear).
Llegar después de 3:00 es problematico porque los
estudiantes quienes son enviados a sus lugares de salida
respectivos deben ser entonces llevados a la oficina.
Empezamos a llamar a los padres de familia a las 3:00 para
asegurarnos de que alguien planea venir a recogerlos.

Si usted camina del parqueo hacia la puerta principal, por
favor use el paso de peatones. Es la forma mas segura.

Buses y quarderias

Como parte del Cddigo de Conducta del Condado de
Beaufort usted encontrara las reglas para viajar en el
autobus y las consecuencias por quebrar las reglas. Son
justamente lo que usted esperaria que fueran — estar
callados razonablemente, siempre estar sentados en el bus;
en efecto los estudiantes deberian hacer su parte para hacer




del viaje tan seguro como sea posible. Si no pueden o no
quieren hacerlo, estan en riesgo de perder el privilegio de
viajar en el bus desde un dia hasta permanentemente. La
seguridad es de la mayor importancia en el bus, y se velara
porque las reglas se cumplan. Si su hijo tiene un problema
en el autobus, debe reportarlo al conductor del autobus tan
pronto como sea seguro hacerlo.

Suspensiones suceden raramente, pero cuando suceden, los
administradores de la escuela suspenden los estudiantes, no
el manejador de bus. Padres seran contactados cuando una
suspension de bus ocurra.

Los que viajan en la camioneta de guarderia son
supervisados alli hasta que todos los estudiantes que van a
ese establecimiento estan presentes y la persona a cargo
procede al transporte.

Ya que cambios en el transporte de estudiantes presenta
oportunidades para cometer errores, el (inico medio por
el cual podemos aceptar hacer esos cambios es por
escrito. Aun mas, no hay manera de poder verificar su voz
en el teléfono. Notas, faxes, mensajes en la Agenda o
correo electronico son requeridos para hacer los cambios
que usted solicite en los arreglos de transporte de su nifio .
Por favor haga estos cambios antes de las 1:45. Después
de las 1:45 las posibilidades de localizar al maestro y la
clase, de no interrumpir la clase, y hacer el resto de los
arreglos (maestros y asistentes comparten responsabilidades
en el movimiento de estudiantes hacia los buses, guarderias,
caminantes, pasajeros en carro, etc., y tendrian que
coordinar con los que comparten tales obligaciones) llegan a
ser minimas. No queremos cometer errores. Por favor
ayudenos con ello. Asegurese de identificar claramente la
fechay el tiempo del cambio.

Ausencias, llegadas tarde y salidas temprano

Cuando los estudiantes son sacados temprano de la escuela
para eventos que no son Unicos en la vida, empiezan a
recibir el mensaje de que sus padres no valoran la escuela.
Aun si esto sucede a una temprana edad, es notado por los
nifos y es muy duro deshacerlo mas tarde .

Vacaciones durante tiempo de escuela es considerado
“ausencias injustificadas” por el estado de Carolina del Sur.
Mas de diez dias de ausencias — excusadas o sin excusas -
pueden resultar en retencion segun especificado por el
estado de Carolina del Sur. Estudiantes han sido, y seguiran
siendo, retenidos por ausencias excesivas en conjunto con
rendimiento académico bajo el nivel escolar.

Cuando los estudiantes son retirados de la escuela por
cualquier otra cosa que no sea una enfermedad o una
muerte en la familia, el trabajo de maquillaje no es preparado
por los maestros. Las solicitudes para este trabajo no
pueden ser atendidas porque las ausencias son ilegales y no
pueden ser alentadas. Si debe haberse ido durante el
tiempo escolar, considere la posibilidad de que su hijo lleve
un diario para compartir a su regreso. A los estudiantes se
les puede permitir recuperar el trabajo perdido a su regreso.

La asistencia de los estudiantes es un asunto individual
familiar asi como un asunto escolar y un asunto estatal. La
ausencia del estudiante afecta su rendimiento académico y
también su rendimiento total en las medidas académicas
estatal. La tarjeta de calificacion de Carolina del Sur en parte
es determinada por la asistencia de los estudiantes.

Estudiantes que acumulan mas de tres dias consecutivos o
cinco dias en total de ausencias injustificadas (incluyendo
vacaciones, reuniones familiares — todo lo que no sea
enfermedad o muerte en la familia) necesitara desarrollar,
con la administracion y la trabajadora social, un plan de
asistencia para solucionar el problema. Mientras algunas
familias no consideran las ausencias escolares como un
problema, nuestra escuela, nuestro distrito escolar, y el
Departamento de Educacion de Carolina del Sur todos
consideran las ausencias como una preocupacion.

Citas, especialmente citas repetitivas, deben ocurrir en
tiempos fuera del tiempo de la escuela. Esto es
especialmente importante para estudiantes que tienen IEP’s.
Es muy importante que estudiantes atiendan la escuela
cuando no estan enfermos. Aunque puede ser dificil obtener
citas fuera del tiempo escolar para terapias, doctores, y
dentistas, nuestros padres que son persistente siempre
agarran estas citas, dejando nuestras maestras ensefar
nuestros estudiantes sin tener que ponerlos al dia debido a
sus ausencias.

Como mencionado anteriormente, por favor haga todo
esfuerzo de agarrar citas fuera del tiempo escolar. Si es
imposible y usted tiene que hacer cita durante las horas
escolares, pedimos lo siguiente: por favor mande una nota
notificando la maestra de la cita; por favor tenga en cuenta
que no soltamos estudiantes por cualquier razén durante
las horas de 2:15 y 2:45p. (Es disruptivo, invita mas
estudiantes salir temprano, y puede causar confusion
cuando multiplicado por muchos estudiantes. Por favor
no espere sacar su hijo durante las 2:15 y 2:45pm en
cualquier tiempo).
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Conforme atendencia, su estudiante debe de estar presente
en la escuela por lo menos 50% del dia para ser considerado
presente por el dia. Algo menos de 50% hara su estudiante
ausente por el dia.

Reglas de Eleccion de Escuela

Se espera que los estudiantes de Eleccion Escolar no
acumulen diez (10) o mas dias de ausencias injustificadas,
llegadas tarde o salidas temprano. Deben demostrar
consistentemente un comportamiento apropiado. Deben
pasar setenta y cinco (75%) del los cursos en el debido ano.
En el caso de que algunas de estas expectativas no se
cumplan se le notificara por escrito con una advertencia de
que el estado de eleccion escolar de su hijo esta en peligro
de ser retirado. Si el problema de asistencia/conducta no
mejora después de la advertencia, su hijo sera devuelto a su
escuela designada segun su residencia. Cualquier solicitud
futura para una transferencia de segunda opcion a una
escuela sera denegada. Si se muda fuera del distrito, el
estado de su hijo puede estar sujeto a cambios.

Almuerzos y demas

Hay seis periodos de almuerzo. Eso significa que algunos
estudiantes almuerzan por la mafiana y otros lo tienen por la
tarde. Los de la mafiana tendran una merienda por la tarde;
los que almuercen por la tarde tendran una merienda por la
mafiana. Proporcione un refrigerio saludable para su hijo,
que (lo mas probable es que no) coma mientras trabaja en
clase. Por favor, evite los jugos azucarados o los alimentos
que se adhieren a las mesas, los papeles y el suelo y dibujan
hormigas.

El almuerzo a precio completo es de $ 1.75 y el costo del
desayuno es de $ 1.00. La mejor manera de pagar las
comidas escolares es usar www.paypams.com. Esto se
puede encontrar en el sitio web de la escuela.

Como escuela de Titulo Uno, hacer que cada familia
complete la solicitud de almuerzo gratuito y reducido es vital
para que sigamos siendo una escuela de Titulo Uno. El
Titulo Uno financia muchos programas y puestos de
personal. Por favor, complete el formulario
independientemente de si califica 0 no.

Al enviar alimentos para su hijo, tenga en cuenta que el
Distrito Escolar del Condado de Beaufort ha ordenado que
solo se puedan traer alimentos saludables. Por favor, no
envie refrescos 0 comida rapida.

Si su hijo esta celebrando un cumpleafios y le gustaria enviar
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un regalo para la clase, enviarlo a la entrega de la mafiana
es el mejor momento para hacerlo. Pedimos que sea algo
que sea un regalo individual que se pueda terminar durante
el periodo de almuerzo de los estudiantes. Por ejemplo, una
galleta, un cupcake, un bocadillo de frutas o un congelador
son solo algunas sugerencias.

Estamos sugiriendo que todos los estudiantes traigan una
botella de agua a la escuela para asegurarse de que se
mantengan hidratados. Por favor, ponga el nombre de su hijo
en su botella de agua. Ademas, jasegurese de que su hijo lo
traiga a casa cada semana para mantenerlo agradable y
limpio! Absolutamente NO botellas de vidrio.

Cosas que dejar en la casa

Mientras que todos sabemos que la escuela es un lugar para
aprender, hay una amplia variedad de articulos que los
estudiantes gustan traer a la escuela que les distrae el
aprendizaje. A pesar de las promesas hechas, “De verdad
mama, no lo voy a sacar de mi mochila hasta el recreo,”
juguetes y otros articulos encuentran el camino a la clase
durante el tiempo de clase y crea interrupciones. Aun mas,
cuando estos articulos son perdidos en la escuela, las
actitudes de los estudiantes acerca de la perdida de los
articulos frecuentemente apaga nuestro proceso educativo
hasta que se encuentran. La siguiente es una lista completa
de articulos que no deseamos ver en la escuela y que
confiscaremos de su nifio, devolviéndolos hasta que los
padres los reclamen: juguetes, juegos electronicos, mp3,
otros electronicos, (a menos que sean parte de un proyecto
de clase aprobado por el maestro), cartas para coleccionar,
fésforos, tabaco, pistolas (incluyendo de juguete o0 agua o de
cualquier tipo), cuchillos, cualquier cosa que sea considerada
como arma o que pueda ser convertida en arma, cohetes,
libros inapropiados, revistas, “internet downloads”, todo lo
que pueda causar interrupcion a través de su uso o su
perdida en la escuela.

Algunas veces una moda absorbe la vida en la escuela. Si el
aprendizaje y la moda se llevan bien, no hay problema. Sila
moda se convierte en una distraccion de tal manera que no
podemos ensefar, tomamos accion. No sabemos la
naturaleza de la siguiente moda, pero la manejaremos de la
misma manera cuando suceda. Cuando algo se convierte en
interrupcion por su uso, venta, robo o preocupacion en
general al punto de que no podemos “tener escuela”, cuando
el articulo aparezca aqui, sepa que seré prohibido. Es algo
nuevo cada afo, asi que es dificil hacer una lista de todo lo
que puede caer en esta categoria aqui.



Si envia invitaciones de la fiesta de cumpleafios de su hijo
con la esperanza de que la maestro distribuirlos debe invitar
a todos los alumnos de la clase. La desventaja de invitar
algunos estudiantes y no otros, como puede imaginar, es
que es muy dificil para los “no invitados” aceptar, y hacienda
muy dificil para la maestro manejar.

En Red Cedar, animamos a los estudiantes a dejar su celular
* en casa. En el evento en el que la familia elija enviar el
celular a la escuela con su estudiante, debemos tener la
Forma de Consentimiento de Celular en el archivo. Los
padres deben ir a la escuela y solicitar el Formulario de
Consentimiento. Aun teniendo la forma de consentimiento
en el archivo, el teléfono debe estar apagado y en la mochila
en todo momento hasta que el estudiante haya salido de la
escuela (por carro) o haya completado el transporte a casa
(por autobus). Si el celular se encuentra en cualquier otra
parte que no sea la mochila del duefio o se encuentra
prendido, ese teléfono sera confiscado y solo se entregara al
padre de familia. Tenga en cuenta que Red Cedar y sus
empleados no se hacen responsables de ningun dafio o
perdida de celulares.

*Un teléfono celular es definido como cualquier dispositivo
celular, ya sea en teléfono inteligente, teléfono plegable (flip
phone) o un teléfono puesto en la mufieca.

Dado que la forma en que los estudiantes interacttan entre
si en el patio de recreo a veces presenta desafios
especiales, hemos desarrollado pautas para el
comportamiento en el patio de recreo.

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Si los estudiantes rompen estas reglas, las asistentes que
observan esto mas de una vez con el mismo incidente lo
reportara al maestro de clase, quien hablara con los padres
de familia acerca de eliminar el problema. Cuando los
estudiantes demuestran que no pueden no se mantendran
seguros en el campo de juegos, necesitaremos hacer otros
arreglos para ellos.

Los maestros de areas especiales han desarrollado un
sistema de notificacion a los padres de familia que esta
basado en las expectativas de RESPETO, pero que esta
adecuado a sus circunstancias

cada trimestre para aquellos que demuestran RESPETO.
Los estudiantes que han demostrado los atributos (de una
manera apropiada a la edad” menos expectativas en
prekinder, kindergarten y primer grado) seran reconocidos en
asambleas al final del trimestre. Los de tercero a quinto
grado que reciben el reconocimiento y obtienen A'y B en
todo, recibirdn su reconocimiento con Honores. Aquellos
que tienen A en todo recibiran RESPETO con Altos Honores.
Esta es nuestra lista de Honor. (Ver la lista de eventos
especiales para el calendario de estas celebraciones.)

Los padres de familia estan invitados a asistir a estas
asambleas, y se les motiva a hacerlo ya sea que sus nifios
sean reconocidos en ellas 0 no. Algunos de los mas
poderosos comentarios son hechos por padres que asisten
sabiendo que el desarrollo de sus nifios no recibira
reconocimiento ese trimestre, pero que opta por asistir para
enviar un mensaje a su nifio diciendo que espera que el
resultado sea diferente el proximo trimestre.

Asuntos de comportamiento mas serios deben ser
manejados a través del Codigo de Conducta de las Escuelas
del Condado de Beaufort. Puede accederlo a través de la
pagina web del distrito en http://beaufortschools.net.

Libros de la biblioteca y libros de texto

Los estudiantes y Padres de Familia son responsables de los
libros que pertenecen a la Escuela. Cuando libros son
perdidos o dafados, los padres son responsables de pagar a
la escuela por ellos. Cualquier libro que es chequeado por
un estudiante debe ser regresado por el estudiante. Por
favor ayude a su nifio comprender la necesidad de tratar los
libros, asi como cualquier articulo, con respeto. Algunos
libros de la Biblioteca han sido dafiados por agua, crayones y
tinta durante la primera semana en que fueron distribuidos a




los estudiantes a pesar de que nos esmeramos en
ensefarles el cuidado apropiado de los libros.

Articulos perdidos y encontrados

Los estudiantes frecuentemente pierden articulos o ropas y
loncheras en la escuela. Cuando los padres y estudiantes
marcan estos articulos, podemos facilmente devolverlos.
Articulos que han sido perdidos y encontrados estaran en el
gimnasio. Después de tres o cuatro meses de estarlos
ensefiando y de muchos recordatorios, donamos los
articulos a “Bluffton Self Help”.

Medicina y otra informacion médica

Nuestra enfermera se complace en administrar los
medicamentos recetados que nos entregd un adulto en el
envase original con un formulario de medicamento firmado
que nos da permiso para administrarlo. Sin embargo, no se
administaran medicamentos de venta libre sin receta médica.
La politica del distrito nos prohibe usar cualquier otro
método. Los nifios no pueden tener ningun tipo de
medicamento en su posesion. Usted debera dar un permiso
por escrito a la enfermera para medicamentos de venta libre
que tenga a mano y que se le puedan entregar a su hijo con
Su permiso.

De vez en cuando, los nifios llegan a la escuela con piojos
en el pelo. Mientras este es un asunto no agradable, es uno
de los que necesitamos enfrentar prontamente y de manera
total. Dada la contagiosa naturaleza de la condicidn, los
nifios que tienen piojos vivos en el pelo deben ser enviados a
la casa de regreso y tratados antes de que los piojos
regresen. La enfermera entonces chequeara cualquier nifio
que regrese a la escuela para dejarlos ingresar a la clase.
Aqui es donde la mayoria de asuntos relacionados con
piojos resulta frustrante para los padres y el personal de la
escuela. Tratar los piojos completamente es algunas veces
tedioso. El nifio puede regresar a clase después de ser
chequeado por la enfermera si no hay “larvas” presente.
Hacemos todo lo posible en la escuela para prevenir la
propagacién de piojos. Hacemos todo lo posible para
trabajar con las familias que tienen esta experiencia.

Hacemos evaluaciones de problemas relacionados con la
salud en la escuela, como altura y peso con indicadores de
masa corporal para estudiantes de tercer y quinto grado,
audicion y vision para todos los estudiantes de pre-kinder
hasta quinto grado. EI Ronald McDonald Care Mobile estara
en RCES por 1 semana para estudiantes elegibles.

o Tuberculosis — hasta que el Departamento de salud lo
indique

» Infecciones de garganta(strep throat)-hasta después de
24 horas de tratamiento con antibiético

o Piojos-hasta que sea tratado y revisado por el personal

Otros asuntos-Si usted esta preocupado por el estado de
salud de su nifio en la mafiana y le esta motivando a asistir a
la escuela con la idea de que se mejorara-por favor llame a
la enfermera y pidale que lo chequee. Por favor NO LE
DIGA a su nifio que posiblemente usted lo ira a recoger.
Esto les da la idea de que hoy es un dia de estar enfermo ya
sea que el nifio lo necesite 0 no.

Algunos estudiantes son considerados “viajeros constantes”
a la oficina de la enfermera sin condiciones cronicas
(buscando atencidn, evitando una clase que no le gusta al
estudiante, etc.) Algunos padres extinguen este
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comportamiento adecuadamente estableciendo o reforzando
la regla familiar de que si un nifio visita la oficina de la
enfermera por algo mas que una curita para una cortada, el
nifio automaticamente se quedara adentro para descansar
después de la escuela. Cuando se le presenta de esta
manera , los estudiantes tienden a ser mas serio acerca de
‘enfermarse”. Visitas extra a la oficina de la enfermera sin
razon aparente le resta tiempo para atender a los nifios que
realmente la necesitan. Por favor trabaje con su nifio para
evitar que esto suceda.

Asma-cada nifio con una condicion de asma debe tener
acceso a la misma receta medica en la escuela y en la casa

NUmeros telefonicos-numeros del trabajo y de la casa
pueden cambiar frecuentemente-por favor preguntese cada
dia-“si mi nifio me necesita, tiene la escuela el numero
telefonico en la computadora?” Envie una nota con su nifio o
un email directamente a Michaela.sykes@beaufort.k12.sc.us
Cambio de direccién requiere una prueba.

Horario de medicina para corto tiempo-si su nifio debe tomar
medicina 3 veces al dia-por favor hdgalo antes de la escuela-
después de la escuela y a la hora de ir a la cama. Si el
doctor especifica horas 0 4 o mas veces al dia-por favor
provea a la escuela un frasco con etiqueta para dejarlo alli
con la dosis correcta. Es un asunto de seguridad y
cumplimiento si la medicina viaje de ida y vuelta

Fotografias y Videos

De vez en cuando nuestros alumnos son fotografiados y
flmados para producciones escolares, proyectos de
estudiantes de magisterio y de la Junta Nacional de
Certificacion, y demas. Estas fotografias aparecen algunas
veces en los periodicos locales, en nuestra pagina de
internet, y son usadas para presentaciones de la junta de la
escuela. Si usted tiene alguna objeciéon a que su nifo
sea fotografiado o filmado, por favor haganoslo saber
por escrito. Su nota sera guardada en nuestros archivos y
compartida con el personal para que asi su nifio no sea
fotografiado de esta manera.

Tarea

La tarea es vista como una extension de la actividad en el
aula. Reconocemos que las actividades en el hogar y al aire
libre tienen valor educativo y, por lo tanto, no sobrecargan a
los estudiantes con la tarea. Valoramos el tiempo para que
los estudiantes lean por placer en casa todas las noches, por
lo que esa es la mayor parte de la expectativa nocturna de
un estudiante.

Pre-Kindergarten — No hay expectativa de tarea para

Conferencias

En el otofio, generalmente en octubre, se programan
conferencias de padres y maestros. Se espera que todas y
cada una de las familias asistan a una conferencia.

Necesitamos
que se reuna con los maestros para hablar sobre la vida
escolar y el rendimiento académico de su estudiante. En
algunas circunstancias, cuando la comunicacion se rompe
entre la escuela y el hogar, es posible que programemos
visitas al hogar para celebrar la conferencia.

Nuestra segunda mejor forma de comunicacién ha sido el
servicio de Mensajero Escolar (también conocido como
‘robo” o llamadas automaticas). Es una fuente importante
que hemos usado un numero de veces para informar a los
padres de familia acerca de reuniones y otros eventos. Por
favor asegurese de que tenemos su numero correcto para
que lo incluyamos en nuestras llamadas.

Uniformes

La Junta de Educacion de las Escuelas del Condado de
Beaufort promulgo una politica de uniforme que empez6 en
2009-2010 en todas las escuelas primarias y medias y en
todas las escuelas superiores en 2010-2011. Las escuelas
primarias en Bluffton han tenido “uniformes escolares” por
algunos afos ya. Sin embargo, hay algunas diferencias
notables en las juntas directivas acerca de los uniformes.
Las cuatro diferencias mas notables son estas:
Camisas/Blusas deben estar metidas a todas horas (dentro
del pantalon, falda, etc.) cualquier playera debajo de la
camisa del uniforme debe ser blanca, sin importar el largo de
la manga y todo lo que sea usado sobre el uniforme necesita
ser del color del uniforme (camisas/blusas); un suéter de
color liso o sudadero o sudadero “spirit” (con el logotipo de la
escuela). Para 2do. A 5to. Grado, un cinturdn debe ser
usado. Chaquetas deben ser colgadas en cuanto entren al
edificio; no se deben usar chaquetas en el edificio.

Los colores de nuestra escuela son rojo, amarillo y blanco.
Cuando se traduce en camisas uniformes, el amarillo es
realmente dorado, no amarillo. La parte inferior del color
uniforme es azul marino. Pantalones, capris, pantalones
cortos, skorts, faldas y jerseys estan bien. Los vestidos
sencillos de una sola pieza no estan permitidos. Las
costuras en los fondos del uniforme solo deben ser azul
marino. Los fondos uniformes, como las tapas, no deben
tener decoracion adicional (costuras adicionales, etc.). No
se permiten pantalones de punto, pantalones de chandal,
jeggings o pantalones deportivos. Las telas elasticas de tipo
legging no se consideran un pantalén uniforme, incluso si
hay bolsillos y / o lazos de cinturon. No hay distincién sobre
el color de los calcetines, el color de los zapatos o el color de
los cinturones. No hay distincion sobre el color de las medias
0 los leggings, sin embargo, no permitimos nada que se
asemeje a los pantalones vaqueros o pantalones deportivos.
Pedimos que los zapatos sean con suela de goma,
cubriendo completamente el pie (no botas, ni sandalias, ni
Crocs)

El problema mas grande el afio pasado fue el no usar

cinturén. Por favor asegurese de que su nifio use un
cinturon al venir a la escuela todos los dias. En el pasado,
los estudiantes han cortado la hebilla del cinturdn para evitar
usar un cinturén. Esto no se permitira mas en Red Cedar.
Una idea que puede ayudar es traer un segundo cinturon en
la mochila.

Los estudiantes deben venir bien arreglados en apariencia
fisica e higiene.
