Undershirts, long or
short-sleeved, should
be one of the following
solid colors: white, red,
navy, or black and not
extend lower than the
uniform shirt.

Shirts must not fall past
the front pockets of
the uniform pants or 3”
past the waistband, if
they do, they need to
be tucked in.

Pants, shorts, jumpers,
skirts, and skorts are to
be properly fitted at the
waist and in length.
Shorts, skirts and skorts
must be no higher than
2” above the knee.
Joggers are not an
approved uniform pant
option.

Uniform shorts can be
worn April 1st — Oct. 31st
but not on chapel days.

All students should
wear standard
athletic/conservative
dress shoes.

Leggings must reach
the ankle and should
be a solid color (red,
white, green, navy, or
black), same shade as
uniform apparel, no
embellishments.

IN CLASS OUTERWEAR

RCS logo fleece jackets, vests, and
sweaters.

Non-uniform coats and jackets can be
worn outside only.

RCS sweatshirts must be worn with a
collared uniform shirt underneath.

OUTSIDE OUTERWEAR (NOT TO BE WORN IN
BUILDING)

Non-uniform coats and jackets (may be
worn outside building only), RCS Spirit
wear and other RCS branded athletic and
team gear are not considered uniform
dress and can only be worn outside or on
specified spirit days.

Hats are not to be worn in the building
anytime including hoods.

e Neatly groomed and out of the eyes.
e Extreme styles that bring attention to
oneself are not acceptable.
APPEARANCE

No writing on skin with markers.

Clothing must promote an image of pride
and school spirit and to honor God,
honor others and honor ourselves.
Wording on t-shirts or other garments
should be limited and convey a positive
message.

Shirts must have sleeves.

Clothing must not be too revealing or
immodest, show midriff or back and
should fit properly.

Pants may be ripped as long as it is at the
knee or below.

Hats or hoods are not to be worn in the
building.

Shorts, skirts, and dresses must be no
higher than 2” above the knee.

RCS Spirit wear tops can be worn on
Fridays with uniform bottoms

Please come to the RCS office for location
of uniform closet.

You may donate to the Uniform Exchange
any pieces that are clean and in good
condition that your child has outgrown.
Please feel free to utilize any needed
items from the uniform closet.
