International Baccalaureate Diploma Programme
Our open enrollment policy allows any student to study for the full IB Diploma.

Since 1993 over 94% of our high school students have taken the full IB Diploma, and over 96% have
successfully completed the programme.

All DP candidates in 2022 successfully passed the IB Diploma, with an average score of 37 points
(compared to the world average of 32 points).

Almost one third (30%) of the DP candidates in 2022 received a bilingual Diploma.

Over 40% of the cohort scored 40 points or more, placing them in the top 10% of IBDP candidates
worldwide.

COVID-19 IMPACT

The campus has been open and all lessons conducted in person since August 2020. Students do have the option of
studying from home if health concerns necessitate it. Approximately 95% of students continue to study on campus.

In May 2021 and May 2022, IB Diploma exams were held on campus, and all candidates were assessed on the exam
route.
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CLASS OF 2023
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Representing nine countries, the Class of 2023 comprises twenty-two seniors from OIS and five from SIS,
making it the second largest DP cohort in our history. All 27 cohort members are multilingual, and ten students
consider English their first language. Each student plans to pursue university studies within a year of
graduation. Known as a cooperative, compassionate, and ambitious cohort, the Class of 2023 is bound to make
its mark on the world.

Community and Service

In addition to a full and varied sports programme, a wide range of after-school clubs, and our popular Spring camps, OIS
hosts a series of annual school events that bring the communities of our two schools together. Students take the lead in
organising the School Festival in spring, Sports Day in fall, and the All School Production in winter. All these events offer
excellent opportunities for students to learn cooperation, teamwork and leadership skills.

Beyond the school community, high school students participate in a number of national and international activities,
including Model United Nations conferences, Global Issues Network: Global Ambassadors Program, service trips to help
build and supply schools in Cambodia and Cebu, and homeless support networks in Osaka city.
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Shared Campus with Senri International School

OIS shares a campus, purpose, and mission with Senri International School of Kwansei Gakuin (SIS). Students enrolled in
SIS study for the Japanese middle school and high school diplomas, following a curriculum approved by the Japanese
Ministry of Education.

The shared 'SOIS' campus means that OIS and SIS students can spend plenty of time together. PE, art, music classes and

selected language options are shared by students from both schools, whilst the concert bands, orchestras and choirs, the

sports teams, and student government are also drawn from students from both schools. This creates a rich and

stimulating learning environment for students from both schools.
