Greetings in the Lord!  

The next category from the Synod consultations is Community. 

One of the joys expressed in the Synod sessions was the ability 

to celebrate the Sacraments, especially the Eucharist, where we 

come together as a community and build friendships and     

fellowship. The celebration of the Mass is a sign of             

communion and unity with Jesus Christ and one another. All 

other community activities and events flow from and lead to 

the celebration of the Eucharist.  

As reflected in the responses, personal invitation is at the core 

of bringing people together, connecting with parishioners that 

have fallen away, and inviting them back or seeking 

(reconciliation with them if  something caused them to leave. 

These are signs of humility and openness to the grace of God 

in our lives.  

People also indicated their desire to have events like meet and 

greet with ministries and parishioners, with feedback as to how 

they are doing and the value they are providing. Creating the 

opportunities for people to build fellowship through a variety 

of gatherings to worship, pray and share life experiences, as 

well as increasing the presence of the Sisters of the Pierced 

Hearts.  

Ways Blessed Trinity is Responding to the Desire for  

Community  

During this year we had many opportunities to come together 

as a community. The Annual Festival stands as the event which 

brings people together in Faith, Family, Friends, and  

Community in Christ. For Hallows Eve we had the Trunk & 

Treat, organized by the school for all the parish community. 

Thanks to the generosity of the Knight of Columbus we also 

had the Fish Fry during Fridays of Lent. As is customary  

during Holy Week we had the Simple Supper on Holy 

Wednesday. During Easter Season we had Pancakes &  

Mimosas for the Blessed Trinity Solemnity, and the  

Eucharistic procession for Corpus Christi. This coming year we 

will offer many of these events as well as the Cenacle from the 

Servants of the Pierced Hearts of Jesus and Mary, including 

their Eucharistic Congress in October. We will also have  

movie nights, couple’s night, a pig roast competition, and  

different activities through the parish and school to strengthen 

our bonds as a Christian community. Additionally, many of our 

ministries come together as a community to feed the poor with 

the Camillus House casserole, PB&J Sandwiches, and helping 

St. Ann Mission. St. Vincent de Paul Society helps those in 

need in our parish boundaries. Through the school we were 

able to provide non-perishable food for people in need and 

shoes for the people in Camillus House. Community is one of 

the greatest gifts we have at Blessed Trinity. With the  

Pandemic some people lost the habit and sense of priority to 

attend Mass, which is the one event that unites us with Christ 

and one another and leads us to enjoy all other aspects of  

ministry, outreach, and life in communion. I pray that we can 

all work together to invite people back to the Eucharist and to 

the many events we have at Blessed Trinity.
