Greetings in the Lord! 

Young people help keep the Church young. They can keep her 

moving forward, prevent her from being proud and sectarian, 

help her to be poorer and to bear better witness, to take the side 

of the poor and the outcast, to fight for justice and humbly to 

let herself be challenged. Young people can offer the Church 

the beauty of youth by renewing her ability to rejoice with new 

beginnings, to give unreservedly of herself, to be renewed and 

to set out for ever greater accomplishments (Christus Vivit, 37)

There is much work to do when it comes to children, young 

people, and young adults in the life of the Church. The report 

for the consultative sessions brings out the concern that there is 

not enough focus on reaching and encountering the youth. It 

shows the need to provide attractive marketing invitations for 

youth; structure youth groups to be engaging, and content rich 

with subjects that are of need and of interest to them. 

The voice of the youth indicates that some find themselves as 

the source of faith in their homes and therefore need and seek 

strong support in the community to strengthen and reinforce 

their faith. 

Ways Blessed Trinity is Responding to the Youth 

If one asks anyone in our parish community, we all agree that 

we love when young people are active and seen in our church. 

The youth is the present and the future of our church. If one 

asks parents, they will probably tell you that they want their 

children to grow knowing that Jesus Christ lives and acts in 

their lives; parents and some young people have already seen 

the devastation that a life without God produces. At the same 

time, in today’s world, God competes with so many activities 

like sports, music, dance, robotics, etc. All of them good,  but 

at the same time demanding in time at the expense of our  

relationship with Jesus Christ within the Church and parish 

community. 

After the pandemic we have been blessed that our Edge Middle 

School Group has steadily grown and is actively bringing  

together young people from public, charter, home-school, and 

Catholic school together. Our Young Adult Group also met 

consistently and shared and grew in their faith with the 

Metanoia & Wild Goose series. Our Life Teen group has been 

through ups and downs. God has put into the heart of a young 

man ways to revitalize it and hopefully we can start again this 

year with new ideas and participation from our own young 

people.   

Back in February we brought back the Sunday evening Mass 

focused on the youth, and catered to the youth. It is a blessing 

to see young people serve at that Mass as Welcome ministers, 

Extraordinary Ministers of  Holy Communion, Lectors, Altar 

Servers, and music. 

I invite all parishioners to support the youth and their parents in 

our parish with your prayers. I also invite young people to  

persevere in their efforts to grow in your relationship with  

Jesus Christ within Blessed Trinity. Your ideas, participation, 

and enthusiasm are welcome!
