CLASSROOM HIGHLIGHTS

7TH/8TH GRADE MATH-MS. SHARP
In 7th grade math, we spent the first half of the week converting between unit rates. For example, students compared the
speeds of an eagle and peregrine falcon and determined the difference between the distance they would fly in 3 hours.
Students also compared the top speed of a cheetah with a racecar and determined the difference between their distances
after racing for 3 hours. Students persevered on this topic and worked very hard. We spent the remaining days of the week
using scale drawings to solve for proportions and ended the week reviewing our first unit: Proportional Relationships. 7th
graders will be taking a test early next week.

6TH GRADE LANGUAGE ARTS-MS. KORZENDORFER
Sixth grade students reflected on their time in the woods at Deep
Portage this week through poetry. They focused on images, light,
sounds, questions, and feelings associated with their favorite class.

6TH GRADE MATH-MR. PETROSKI
This week was all about Deep Portage. Was there some math taking place? … a
little bit. Will there be a connection to Deep Portage in future math problems?
... definitely! Deep Portage experiences will be connected in math over the
course of the year in number sense, algebra, geometry, and probability. In the
meanwhile, enjoy a few more pictures of our awesome experience!!!
