Every Middle School student studies both visual arts and performing arts
(drama, band, choir, orchestra) each year, learning the fundamentals of a range
of art forms. Faculty and coaches support students at all levels of artistic
ability, and classes grow more challenging as students mature.

Choice and exploration — between and within different artistic disciplines —
are at the heart of the Upper School arts program. Students can choose
among beginning and advanced classes in ceramics, drawing and painting,
photography, sculpture, drama, theater production, choir, band, jazz band, and
orchestra.

For example, for students who quailify for financial aid,
the loan of music instruments and private lessons are supported by financial
aid.
