DIRECTOR’S NOTES

One of the most important things we learn in the arts is flexibility. Due
to the collaborative nature of our craft things are ever-changing and
we have to become comfortable with the necessity of things constantly
shifting. If there is anything Covid has reinforced is that this ability to
pivot has been integral to keeping our community’s artistic traditions
alive. In 2020 operetta became a recorded soundtrack, in 2021 it
became a movie, and in 2022 we finally return to the stage with a
group of students most of whom have never been in a full theatrical
production until now.

The amazing thing is that this group of students has taken to putting on
a show as if they’ve been doing it for years. In rehearsal they have been
enthusiastic and diligent in learning choreography, blocking, music, and
even dialects (shout out to the Shreks!). Behind the scenes they have
been designing costumes, make up, wigs, sets, props, posters, shirts —
and learning everything from managing a budget to how to paint

bald caps.

It is a testament to their work ethic that this group has put together
an elaborate spectacle in just over two months. They have given up
recesses and lunches for rehearsals and meetings and recorded more
singing tracks then they probably ever dreamed they would.

We hope the result of all of this will not only be a joyful event that they
remember for years to come — but something that gives them pride and
ownership. In the finale of our show the words that keep being repeated
are “This is our story.” We sincerely hope as they go out into the world
from Bernard Zell our students will take this message to heart and
remember that no matter what challenges come their way this is THEIR
story, and they have a say in what it becomes.

Putting on a musical is like putting together a puzzle. It takes a lot of
time, and you have to have the right mix of personalities for everything
to fit together! Tremendous thanks to Mr. Mather and Ms. Sherman for
their tireless contributions and leadership. A huge debt of gratitude to
the eighth-grade team four their supervision, help backstage, and being
an incredible (and magical) group of educators. Many thanks to the
families of these students for their donations, helping their kids learn
their lines, and their encouragement! A special thanks to Mr. Casper

for helping build the structures you see on the stage and Mr. Barron for
his wizardry with lighting the show. Extra special gratitude goes to

Ms. Bloom for her constant support, Gilberto and the entire maintenance
staff for literally putting everything together, Dr. Fornero and Ms. Coyle
for their patience and logistical help, and Ms. Solomon for getting us the
materials that we needed on time!

NOTES ON SHREK
FROM THE MARKETING TEAM

Shrek was first published as a picture book in 1990 by William Steig.
Mr. Steig was most well known for being a cartoonist at the New Yorker
starting in 1930 but he began to write/illustrate children’s books in the
1960’s. He was Jewish and spoke Yiddish, in fact—the word “shrek” in
Yiddish means “fear” which is where Steig got his idea for the name
and the story.

In December of 2008, Shrek: The Musical was first performed on
Broadway until 2010. At the time, it was one of the most expensive
musicals to open on Broadway, at an estimated $25 million, and despite
generally good reviews, it failed to recoup its initial investment [Healey,
New York Times 10-1-2009]. The show went on to do a North American
tour, UK tour, and a tour of Ireland. The show was put on Netflix in 2013,
and people continue to watch and enjoy Shrek: The Musical. The show is
loosely based on the movie Shrek, but many scenes are quite different
from the movie. Countries all over the world have performed Shrek:

The Musical. including Israel, Poland, Spain, France, Brazil, Italy, and
many more.

The Shrek movie franchise is one of the most successful movie
franchises having made over $487.9 Million dollars. There are four
movies with a fifth one in development, as well as a Puss in Boots spin
off which also spawned a sequel coming out this fall (Puss in Boots, The
Last Wish). The first movie, Shrek, came out in 2001. Shrek 2 (2004)
came out just two years after the first one and Shrek 3 in 2007. The
fourth movie is called Shrek: Forever After (2010). The fifth Shrek is not
out yet but is rumored to be ready for release as early as fall of 2023.

¢ Nicolas Cage turned down the role to be Shrek because he didn’t
want to be an ogre

* Before his tragic 1997 death, “SNL” star Chris Farley was cast to voice
Shrek in the film. Before his tragic death in 1997, he recorded about
90% of the movie. The film had to be re-recorded by Mike Myers —
twice. Myers originally gave Shrek a Canadian accent, which was
eventually changed to a Scottish accent.

 Cameron Diaz wasn’t the original voice for Princess Fiona — it was
comedian Jeanine Garofalo, who was fired without explanation
