New Student Application Fee
A $25 nonrefundable fee is due at the time of application for new students.

Parish/Church Tuition Credit 
Families may receive a Parish/Church Tuition Credit of up to $100 per student if the family is an active, 
registered, and contributing member of their parish/church. The family must submit the completed 
Parish/Church Tuition Credit form and have it signed by the parish/church pastor. 
Parish/Church Tuition Credit is not applicable to Elementary Level students.

Admission Criteria
• Open to individuals of any race, national/ethnic origin, gender, or religion
• Interview with the Principal
• Required registration materials: report cards, immunization records, & standardized test results
• A certified birth certificate

Family Discount Rates 
If two or more students from an immediate family are enrolled, the family may be eligible for a 
multi-family discount on the annual tuition. The full tuition applies to the first student.
