Subject: Motion to approve the Superintendent’s request to City Council for use of carryover
funds.

Background:

At the close of Fiscal Year 2022, there were excess funds totaling $879,313, which was primarily
a result of receiving additional, unanticipated sales tax revenue, as well as significant savings in
operating costs primarily due to vacancies that were unfilled throughout the year.

Virginia school divisions may not retain excess local funds and the locality can re-appropriate
funds.

Discussion:

The Virginia Department of Education (VDOE) has authorized the use of State and Local Fiscal
Funds from the American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) for a one-time, pandemic bonus payment for
all SOQ funded positions. PCPS has been awarded $210,854.06 from VDOE to support this effort.
However, in order to provide a one-time bonus to all full and part-time employees and long-term
substitutes, additional funding is necessary.

The Superintendent is requesting that City Council allow PCPS to re-appropriate $433,471 of these
carryover funds to provide a one-time bonus for all current, full and part-time employees and long-
term substitutes. It is recommended that the one-time bonus payment be provided to all full and
part-time employees and long-term substitutes who are currently employed with PCPS as of
November 15, 2022. Current, full-time employees would receive $2,000 and current, part-time
employees would receive $1,000. Long-term substitutes would receive the same amounts as full
or part-time employees based on their long-term status. Bonus pay would not be provided for
hourly employees, supplemental employees or other substitutes. If approved, this one-time bonus
pay would be issued on December 16, 2022.

The City Council request will also include funding as follows:

$20,333 for the required match for the State Technology Grant

$182,669 for safety and security enhancements at all schools

$81,840 for replacement of some athletic equipment that has exceeded its useful life
$161,000 towards the purchase of two bus replacements

Recommendation: Approve the Superintendent’s request to City Council for use of carryover
funds.
