1. Work on the FHS campus has continued to progress during the past week. Some
of the highlights are outlined below:

Kitchen and Common Area

e The kitchen hoods and ceiling grid are complete. Crews will now begin
installing fiber-reinforced plastic sheets on many of the walls. These sheets
will safeguard the walls from the heat and moisture that is produced by a
commercial kitchen.

e Bench stairs are being framed in the Common Area, which will create a
gathering point for students and staff. The benches in this area will be capped
with reclaimed wood from the old gym floor.

Final finished painting work is close to wrapping up, and should be
complete around the end of next week.

The last baseboard installation is making good progress and should be
nearly finished in a week and a half.

Fire door installation should be done by the end of November.

And last but not least, final cleaning is underway.

« Prep work for the new emergency generator began with underground
electrical installation. The next step will be pouring the concrete slab that the
generator will sit on.

« Construction of the concrete footings in the courtyard in front of the commons
area has begun.

« Crews have now restarted work in the Grandstand area, forming the north-
end retaining wall around the high jump area.
