Please talk with your warrior about participating in online group chats ( Discord, Instagram, etc.) There have been some
instances of students engaging in inappropriate conversations about each other and staff on these platforms. We have worked
to disable many of these platforms on school laptops. Some students have been using Boys’ Latin laptops to engage in these
conversations. Per our laptop acceptable use policy:

e Hatemail,chainletters,harassment,discriminatoryremarks,andotherantisocialbehaviorsare prohi
bited on the network.

e Theunauthorized installation of any software, including shareware and freeware, for use on Boys’ Latin
computers is prohibited.

e Use of the network to access or process pornographic material, inappropriate text files (as determined
by the Technology department), or files dangerous to the integrity of the local area network is prohibited.
e Boys’ Latin’s network may not be used for downloading entertainment software or other files not
related to the mission and objectives of Boys’ Latin for transfer to a user's home computer, personal
computer,orothermedia. Thisprohibition pertainstofreeware, shareware, copyrighted commercial and non-
commercial software, and all other forms of software and files not directly related to the instructional and
administrative purposes of Boys’ Latin.

If students violate this policy, then students will be suspended or put up for expulsion. Please talk with your warrior
about the academic or legal consequences that they may have to deal with if they engage in this behavior.

Technology 1. All students and families must submit all technology related(laptop, passwords, chargers login information) issues/
Updates requests to support@boyslatin.org.

2. In-Person technology support is available to students during their lunch period on Tuesdays and Thursdays. Out IT
specialist is available to middle school students on the stage in the dining hall during each lunch period.

3. All students and their parents have received the One-to-One Laptop Program Policy and signed the One-to-One
Laptop Program Agreement. This means all students and their parents are accountable to the policy. Students must report
damage, issues, and concerns related to their school-issued device (Chromebook and Chromebook charger) to the
Technology Department within one school day. Damage due to negligence as well as loss or theft of a school-issued device
is the responsibility of the student and their parent. The fee for a lost or stolen Chromebook is $300.00 and the fee for a
lost or stolen Chromebook charger is $45.00. In the event a school-issued device is stolen, if the student or parent report of
the incident is deemed credible, the school will replace the device at no charge to the student or parent. Damage due to
negligence or loss of a school-issued device are level two or level three violations of the school's Code of Conduct

Student Arriving on Time

Attendance Students are late if they arrive after 7:59AM. It is imperative that students arrive before 8AM so they can get to class
and Early on time. If students arrive after 7:59 they must enter through the Visitor Main Entrance. You can always see your
Dismissal students’ attendance on PowerSchool.

Early Dismissals

Students are NOT allowed to be dismissed by phone or email. Only a parent or an emergency contact can pick-up a
student for an early dismissal.

All early dismissals must occur before 2:30PM.
