Luminaria kits are available at the OCC during

regular business hours. They are sold at a cost
of $6.00 per dozen. The price includes white
bags, sand and 10-hour candles.

Snow Plowing and Salting Policy

The safety of our public roadways and sidewalks is a high priority in
Oakwood. In the event of a major snowfall, the City takes the following
actions to keep streets, alleys and sidewalks clear:

Street Plowing

During heavy snowfall, we plow every street at least once. Please
help us during snowfall events by not parking your vehicle on the
streets, unless absolutely necessary.

Street Salting

Major streets and intersections take priority, along with steep hills.
Flat residential streets may also be salted, but to a lesser degree due
to environmental considerations.

Sidewalk Plowing

When there is an accumulation of approximately 1” or more of snow,
we dispatch our sidewalk plows. Plows will typically make one
pass through the city. Please remember that while our city offers
this unique sidewalk plowing service, under city ordinance it is the
property owner’s responsibility to keep sidewalks at their frontage
clear of snow and ice.

Alley Plowing

Alleys are plowed after an accumulation of approximately 4” or
more of snow.

Driveway Plowing

If you are plowing your driveway, please make arrangements so
that the snow is not pushed into or across the street. Also, please
remember that it is the property owner’s responsibility to make certain
their own driveway is clear of snow and ice to allow the City refuse
vehicles to collect the weekly trash in a safe and efficient manner.

Do Not Place Yard Debris in the Street
or in Center Medians

The city of Oakwood offers several options for disposal of yard debris. The
most popular method is via the monthly yard debris pickup. Residents
may place piles of yard debris — brush and branches — into the tree
lawn area at their property frontage just behind the curb or edge of
pavement for pickup by the city. Residents should not place yard
debris in front of other properties, nor should they place yard debris in any
roadway center medians.

Under no circumstance should residents place anything in the street
or roadway gutter (except leaves in the fall). Debris in the street is an
obstruction and disrupts the stormwater collection system by diverting
water away from the intended storm drains. Debris in the street can
be dangerous to vehicles and is hard to see at night. Debris in the street
also interferes with on-street parking and is a danger to pedestrians,
joggers, and bicyclists.

Placing anything in the street, other than leaves in the fall, is a violation of
Oakwood Codified Ordinance 901.01 (A)(3). The city’s code enforcement
response to an obstruction in the street has typically consisted of a
door-hanger notice (yellow tag), which provides three days for the
property owner to remove the obstruction, or the city removes the
obstruction and the resident forfeits one of two free special pickups offered
per calendar year.

Unfortunately, the volume of yard debris obstructions in the street continues
to increase, negatively impacting the community and causing delays in the
community-wide pickup schedule.

Beginning January 1, 2023, the city’s code enforcement officer will respond
to yard debris piles placed in the gutter or street by leaving a door-hanger
notice at the property affording two business days to remove the obstruction
from the street. After two days, the city will remove the obstruction and will
charge the property owner $150.

Property owners that routinely use the city’s monthly collection program and
wish to construct a hard surface pad (e.g., concrete, brick, paver) for debris
placement should see the city website, or contact the code enforcement
officer at (937) 297-2920 for permitting information.

In addition to the monthly pick-up, the city offers other options for disposing
of yard debris, such as the 24/7 drop-off facility at the J.D. Foell Public
Works Center. Also, residents are provided two free special pickups per
year, which can be used for yard debris. Additionally, dumpsters are
available to be delivered free of charge for large amounts of green waste.

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Leaf Pickup

Autumn leaf pickup service is scheduled to conclude on Friday, December
16. The leaf pickup schedule is the same as the yard debris schedule.
Please rake leaves directly to the curb or gutter unbagged, ideally just a day
or two before the scheduled pickup. Please spread out large piles to avoid
blocking roadways. Also, do not include
brush, branches or other yard debris
with the leaves. This other yard debris
should be placed off the street behind
the curb or edge of roadway, or dropped
off at the Recycling and Yard Waste
Drop-off Facility at the J.D. Foell Public
Works Center. Small amounts can be
placed in regular household trash cans.

Holiday Tree Disposal

The City will pick up holiday trees according to the normal yard debris
collection schedule (see maps on page 3). Trees should be placed at the
property frontage as close to the curb (on the property side) as possible.
Do not place trees in the street or in center boulevard areas. Please
remove plastic covers from trees. Evergreen wreaths and boughs,
wires, ribbons and ornamental items should be placed with your regular
household refuse items.

Special Pickups

The City’s special pickup program is suspended during leaf season, but will
begin again on Wednesday, January 4. You may schedule this service on or
after January 3 by phoning the Public Works Center at (937) 298-0777 or
by scheduling online through the city website.

Recycling and Green Waste Drop-0ff
at Public Works Facility

The Recycling and Yard Waste Drop-off
Facility, located at the entrance to the J.D.
Foell Public Works Center, offers 24/7/365
drop off for recyclables, cardboard and
green waste. The facility includes multiple a
dumpsters for disposal of cardboard,

one dumpster for comingled recyclables Q
and an area for green waste dumping.

Oakwood was the first community in
Montgomery County to establish a city-

wide recycling program. The recycling program began in 1989 and
continues to be a priority service provided by the Oakwood Public Works
Department.

The Century Home markers will be awarded to homes of 100 years
of age or older, and that contribute to the architectural and historical
ambience of the Oakwood community. The Society will research date
of home and original owners prior to awarding the plaque. The goal of
this program is to instill a sense of pride and preservation of Oakwood’s
beautiful century homes.

Each marker is made of cast solid bronze and measures six inches in
diameter. The cost is $210 for Society members, and $225 for non-
members.

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Thinking of selling or renting your home? The city of Oakwood has a
Pre-sale/Pre-Rental Inspection program. To transfer legal ownership of
any real estate premises within the city of 0akwood, or to rent a property,
the current owner must obtain a pre-sale/pre-rental inspection and
receive a Certificate of Occupancy for the buyer or tenant. This program
was established in 1968 to ensure that properties are code-compliant at
the time of sale or rental, or brought into compliance shortly thereafter.
Inspections are good for one year, so this can be done ahead of time
and avoid a time crunch when you have obtained a buyer or tenant.
This program is especially important to a community like Oakwood with
an aging housing stock. It helps to protect property values by ensuring
homes are continuously maintained.

Vacant House Checks

Are you planning a winter getaway for an extended weekend, for a
whole week, or for a month or longer? Please remember that the
Oakwood Public Safety Department offers a free Vacant House Check
(VHC) program to all Oakwood residents. The VHC program is a crime
prevention tool that can be beneficial in protecting your residence.
Once enrolled in the program, Public Safety Officers will make periodic
checks of your residence while you are away and make notification to
your emergency contact number should a problem be discovered.

To take advantage of this program, visit our website at

www.oakwoodohio.gov and submit a house check request, or
contact the Oakwood Public Safety Department Dispatch Center at
(937) 298-2122. You will need to provide the following information:
duration of your trip, vehicles parked in the driveway, a local emergency
contact person, notification number that you can be reached at while
you are away, and the names of anyone who will be at your residence
while you are away.

HOW IT WORKS:

e Sellers submit a pre-sale/pre-rental inspection form to the city
(available on our website), pay the $60 inspection fee, and the
inspection is scheduled.

e An inspector will meet the property owner (or real estate agent) and
perform an inspection of both the interior and exterior of the property
for compliance with the building, zoning, and property maintenance
codes. You can prepare for this inspection — things we will be looking to
confirm include placement of smoke detectors (one in every bedroom,
plus one per floor), stairway hand rails, and other safety requirements,
functioning plumbing and electrical fixtures and devices, as well as
general property maintenance. Also, the inspector will verify that HVAC
equipment has been properly installed and inspected through the city
of Kettering’s building department.

e Once an inspection is complete, and any violations are remedied,
the city prepares a Certificate of Occupancy, which is necessary for
closing on the property or prior to the move-in of a new tenant.

2023 Dog License Information

2023 dog licenses will be sold at the Oakwood city building from Thursday,
December 1, 2022 to Tuesday, January 31, 2023. The base fee for an annual
license is $20, the same as last year, but applies to spayed/neutered dogs
only. The fee for unaltered dogs is $24.

There are several exclusions to the $4 non-spayed/neutered fee:
e |[f the dog is 9 months old or less.

e [fthe dog is too old or has a medical condition preventing the
dog from being spayed/neutered (the owner must provide a
veterinarian’s certification).

e |f the dog is used or intended to be used for breeding or show
(a Breed Registry number is required).

e [fthe dog is used or intended to be used for hunting (The owner’s
hunting license number is required).

If veterinarian certification, breed registry number or hunting license number
are provided to avoid the $4 extra fee, the license must be purchased by
mail or in person at the Montgomery County Auditor’s office or the Animal
Resource Center. Multi-year and permanent dog licenses are also available
for purchase, but only by mail or in person at the Montgomery County
Auditor’s office at 451 W. Third Street, Dayton, Ohio 45422.
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Holiday Safety Tips

The holiday season is upon us and many will be traveling, shopping, or
attending special holiday events. This often leads to our homes being
unoccupied for extended periods of time during the day and evening hours.
Unfortunately, this is also the time of the year when others are looking
for the opportunity to take advantage of unoccupied homes or distracted
shoppers. The Oakwood Pubic Safety Department offers the following
holiday safety tips:

If you are planning a quick getaway, have a neighbor watch your
home and retrieve any packages, newspapers, or mail daily. If planning
to be away for an extended period of time, have someone shovel any snow
from your walks and driveway. Additionally, leave lights on or set timers.
Make your home appear occupied. Accumulating packages, newspapers,
mail, a dark house, and snow covered driveways all make your home an
easy target for would-be burglars casing a neighborhood. Lastly, whether
going on a quick getaway or extended vacation contact the Oakwood Public
Safety Department by calling (937) 298-2122 and request officers conduct
a Vacant House Check on your residence.

Shop during daylight hours when possible. If you must shop at night,
consider going with a friend or family member. Dress casually, avoid
wearing expensive jewelry, do not carry large amounts of cash, and avoid
overloading yourself with packages. It is important to maintain clear
visibility and freedom of motion.

Additionally, don’t allow yourself to get easily sidetracked and lose
awareness of what is happening around you. Be cautious of strangers
approaching you for any reason, such as handing out fliers, asking for
directions or where a store is located. Many criminals use this simply as a
method to distract you. Keep your purse or wallet in your immediate sight
at all times and secure your credit cards after every transaction.

If shopping during the late afternoon or evening hours, park in a well-
lit space, or an area that will be well-illuminated once it is dark. Also,
if possible, park near the store or malls main entrance. After shopping, end
your cell phone conversation before walking to your vehicle. Walk with a
purpose to and from your destination. Have your keys ready and lock your
doors immediately upon entering your vehicle. Remember, when making
multiple stops, place shopping bags and gifts in the trunk or out of plain
view. Breaking into an empty car isn’t worth a thief’s time.

Fourth Quarter Estimated Tax Payment
Due 1-17-2023

If you estimate that you will owe $200
or more when you file your 2022
City of Oakwood income tax return
next year, you may need to remit
quarterly estimated tax payments.
Under the Ohio Revised Code, you
must be 90% paid in by January
17, 2023 or have paid in 100% of
your 2021 tax liability. Penalty and
interest may be imposed for late
or non-payment of your estimated
taxes. Payment vouchers are available
in the tax office and on the City’s
website. Contact the tax office at
(937) 298-0531 with any questions.

Remote Workers

Oakwood residents who are working remotely, at home, during 2022
should review their paystubs and year-end W-2 to ensure that Oakwood
tax is being withheld. In 2022, remote workers may only claim credit on
their Oakwood return for work city taxes.

If taxes are being withheld from your wages for another city that you
did not work in, you will have to file for a refund from that city. Refund
requests should be filed early so that you will receive your refund before
filing the 2022 Oakwood income tax return. If you need assistance, the Tax
Department will prepare the necessary refund request for you.

City Council will meet in regular sessions at 7:30 p.m. on Monday,
December 5 and Monday, January 9. Both meetings will take place at
the city building, 30 Park Avenue. The regular sessions are preceded
by an open work session beginning at 6:30 p.m. The regular sessions
are televised live on the City website at www.oakwoodohio.gov, and
on cable TV (Spectrum Ch. 6, TV Tuner Ch. 5.03 and AT&T U-verse
Ch.99). The meetings are also accessible via the Zoom remote meeting
platform. Links to the meeting will be posted to the City website at
4 p.m. on the meeting date. Meeting videos will be rebroadcast for
a week or so afterwards. Please check your cable guide or
www.mvce.net for broadcast times. Meeting videos can also be
viewed on the City website.

LED Street Lights

The city contracts with Miami Valley Lighting (MVL) for street lights.
Prior to 1998, the vast majority of Oakwood street lights consisted
of incandescent bulb fixtures, with some mercury vapor fixtures. In
1998, Dayton Power & Light completed a city-wide conversion to
High Pressure Sodium (HPS) lights. Consistent with the current MVL
contract, as HPS fixtures fail, LED lights are installed. At present,
there are roughly 15-20 LED fixtures in Oakwood. In 2023, MVL will
embark on a city-wide project to replace about 500 HPS fixtures,
nearly all of the residential street lights in 0akwood. The city selected
the 2700 Kelvin fixture as it provides illumination in the warm or soft
white range, as opposed to the bright white light often seen with
LEDs. More information about the project and construction schedule
will be included in the next edition of the Oakwood Scene.

Making A Difference

After more than 30 years in education and serving Oakwood
Schools since 2013, Superintendent Dr. Kyle Ramey is retiring.
Ramey has been a teacher, coach, principal, director and
superintendent, making a difference in the lives of thousands of
students, families and staff during his tenure.

“He truly stands for ‘doing what is best for students’ and recognizes
stakeholders define that differently. He solicits input from others and

then is willing to make the decision, even when it is hard,” Educational
Services Director Allyson Couch said.

A native of Heath, Ohio, Ramey, who has a doctorate in educational
leadership, is also an adjunct professor at the University of Dayton and
serves on the executive board of the Buckeye Association of School
Administrators. He and his wife Phyllis have lived in Oakwood for nearly 30
years and have two daughters who graduated from Oakwood High School.

As an educator, Ramey has helped the District grow and continue to
excel. Oakwood Schools is ranked among the top districts in the state
with students graduating “prepared, proud and poised.” As a leader in the
District, he has also supported a talented team to develop new initiatives,
while respecting the District’s traditions, and provide innovative educational
opportunities to students.

“Dr. Ramey is a transformational leader. He values collaboration among his
staff and community stakeholders. He personally invests in the growth of
his administrative team. He is the glue that binds us, pushes us to be better
and challenges us to see the bigger picture across the district,” Smith
Elementary Principal Chrissy Elliott said.

“He has supported staff in reflecting and learning to ensure we
stay steadfast in our practices that continue to meet the needs
of our students while always remaining open to innovation and
growth necessary to prepare our students for the world that
awaits them,” Harman School Principal Sarah Patterson said.

Oakwood Schools Board of Education President Todd Duwel, who
is also stepping down from his role on the Board, says Ramey’s
impact will be felt for generations to come.

“Much like the oak trees that dot Oakwood’s landscape, Kyle has planted
many seeds that will mature over time and provide comforting shade to
our community for decades. Much of his best work was quiet but very
intentional and will only become broadly visible after his departure. He
inherited a strong foundation from Dr. Mary Jo Scalzo but strengthened
the district organizationally and worked hard to strengthen relationships to
amplify the growth and innovation that continues to exist in our district.”

In a letter to the community, Ramey said he is confident about the future
of Oakwood Schools. “I believe the future of Oakwood Schools is in
very capable hands and everything possible will be done to facilitate a
smooth passing of the baton, ensuring the ongoing progress of our great
district and community. The past nine years we have seen extraordinary
accomplishments and | am confident our schools and community will
continue to grow and thrive.”
