The Ohio Department of Higher Education, following the directive of the 
Ohio General Assembly, has developed a statewide policy to facilitate 
movement of students and transfer credits from one Ohio public college or 
university to another. The purpose of the State Policy is to avoid duplication 
of	course	requirements	and	to	enhance	student	mobility	throughout	Ohio’s	
higher education system. Since independent colleges and universities 
in Ohio may or may not be participating in the transfer policy, students inter-
ested in transferring to an independent institution are encouraged to check 
with the college or university of their choice regarding transfer agreements.

The Ohio Department of Higher Education’s Transfer and Articulation policy 
established the Transfer Module, which is a specific subset or the entire set 
of	a	college	or	university’s	general	education	requirements.	The	Transfer	
Module contains 36-40 semester hours of specified course credits in 
English composition, mathematics, fine arts, humanities, social science, 
behavioral science, natural science, physical science, and interdisciplinary 
course work. A transfer module completed at one college or university will 
automatically	meet	the	requirements	of	the	transfer	module	at	the	receiv-
ing	institution,	once	the	student	is	accepted.	Students	may	be	required,	
however,	to	meet	additional	general	education	requirements	that	are	not	
included in the Transfer Module.
