On January 10, 2022, Mr. Chuck Callahan (Ohio Environmental Protection Agency Certified Asbestos Hazard
Evaluation Specialist #£S31960) of Sierra Environmental Group, Inc. (Sierra) performed oversight, clearance
inspection and final clearance air monitoring services relating to the major fiber release episode of asbestos-
containing acoustical ceiling plaster in Room 214.

Sierra informed the Ross School District to isolate and lock the room, shut down and isolate any HVAC system in
the room and post a warning sign at the entry to the room. Sierra arrived at the site and determined that a roof leak
had occurred and approximately four- (4) square feet of asbestos-containing acoustical ceiling plaster had been

damaged. Environmental Demolition Group, LLC (EDG) was selected by the owner to perform the asbestos related
activities.

EDG prepared the work area by installing a decontamination chamber at the entrance to the room, cleaning and
placing critical barriers over openings into the room and installing one (1) HEPA filtered air machine vented
outdoors. EDG removed the loose asbestos-containing acoustical ceiling plaster using wet methods and a HEPA
vacuum. This damaged area was then encapsulated using an asbestos specific encapsulant to secure the damaged
area. The entire room was decontaminated by wet wiping and the use of HEPA vacuums.

Before clearance air samples were collected, Sierra’s on-site representative performed a comprehensive visual
inspection to determine if all specified asbestos-containing material had been removed and if the work area had been
satisfactorily decontaminated so as to be free of any visible dust. After it was determined that this material was
removed and the work area decontaminated, clearance air samples were collected.

Five aggressive clearance samples were collected from the regulated work area where the work was performed and
analyzed in accordance with the NIOSH 7400 method by Phase Contrast Microscopy (PCM). The results of these
samples were all within the 0.01 fibers/cc of air level required for clearance by this method. Sierra notified Ross
Local Schools and EDG that the work area passed air clearance and that the regulated area is clear for re-occupancy.
