Blessing of a
Christmas Manger
or Nativity Scene

In its present form, the custom of
displaying figures depicting the
birth of Jesus Christ owes its origin
to St. Francis of Assisi, who made
the Christmas creche, or manger,
for Christmas Eve of 1223.

The blessing of the Christmas
manger or nativity scene may take
place on the Vigil of Christmas or
at another suitable time.

When the manger is set up in the
home, it is appropriate that it be
blessed by a parent or another
family member.

All make the sign of the cross as
the leader says:

Our help is in the name of the
Lord.

R: Who made heaven and earth.

One of those present or the leader
reads a text of sacred Scripture,
for example, Luke 2:1 (lines 1-8) or
Isaiah 7:10 (lines 10-15, the birth
of Emmanuel).

Reader: The Gospel of the Lord.
R: Praise to you, Lord Jesus Christ.

The leader prays with hands
joined:

God of every nation and people,
from the very beginning of
creation you have made manifest
your love: when our need for a
Savior was great you sent your
Son to be born of the Virgin Mary.
To our lives he brings joy and
peace, justice, mercy, and love.

Lord, bless all who look upon this
manger; may it remind us of the
humble birth of Jesus, and raise
our thoughts to him, who is God-
with-us and Savior of all, and who
lives and reigns forever and ever.

R: Amen.

Each candle represent: Hope (1st), Love (2nd), Joy (3rd) and Peace (4th).

A Blessing of the Bambinelli (Baby

Each year on the Third
Sunday of Advent (Gaudete Sunday),
the Holy Father invites children to
bring the Baby Jesus (Bambinelli)
from their family Nativity scene to
Mass for a blessing. After the
announcements on the 3rd Sunday
of Advent, December 11, Father will
bless your baby Jesus.

CONSERVE (ENERGY) KITS

Here’s something new you might be interested in to help
lower your energy costs this winter. To help county
residents weatherize their homes and save money, Fairfax
County Public Library has created Conserve (Energy) Kits.
Each one includes tools and consumable items that will seal
leaks in your home and help you understand more about
how various appliances and devices use energy. Some of
the items included in the kit are considered consumables—
use what you need and return the rest; all other items are
to be returned with the kit along with any unused
consumables.

The kits may be borrowed for two weeks and are
renewable if there are no existing holds. You can place a
hold online or in a branch, but the kits may only be picked
up at one of five branches. The closest one to Vienna is the
Reston Regional Library. The kits must be returned to the
same branch.

Items included in the kit (asterisks indicate consumable
items): Kilowatt Usage Meter, Laser Thermometer,
Mechanical Timer, Moisture Meter, Thermometer/
Hygrometer Gauge, Caulking Gun, Caulk*, Finish Tools,
Outlet/Light Switch Insulation Gasket*, Weather Stripping*,
Window Insulation Shrink Kit*. For more information about
the Conserve Kits, visit Research.FairfaxCounty.gov/lot/
conserve.

COVID VACCINES & MEDICARE

Updated COVID-19 vaccines are now available free to all
U.S. residents, including Medicare beneficiaries. The latest
vaccines provide protection against the Omicron BA.4 and
BA.5 subvariants. If it's been at least two months since you
completed your COVID-19 vaccine series or had your last
booster, then you’re eligible for the updated vaccine.

To find a COVID or flu vaccine location near you, look online
at vaccines.gov. You may be asked to show proof of
insurance, but it’s not a requirement to get a COVID
vaccine. If you have trouble reaching a vaccination site, you
may be able to get a vaccine in your home. Medicare
recipients can call the hotline at 800.633.4227.
