All students are required to earn 46 semester credits. Credit requirements by 
subject area are: English (8 credits), Social Studies (8 credits), Math (6 credits), 
Science (6 credits), Health (1 credit), Physical Education (1 credit), Fine Arts  
(2 credits), and Electives (14 credits).

Grading System 

A standard 4.0 grading system with letter grades of A, B, C, D, or F is used. 
Accelerated, Honors, Advanced Placement, and International Baccalaureate 
classes are not weighted as part of the student’s grade point average (GPA).  
A “P” for pass is included as a credit toward graduation, but does not count 
toward a student’s GPA. St. Louis Park High School does not use class rank.
