We do use the National Weather Service recommendations for wind
chill and temperature for outside recess. When the temperature at recess time
is below 0 Fahrenheit or the wind chill is -17 Fahrenheit students will remain
indoors.

e Label Items - We have collected many Lost & Found Items quickly. There is a LOT
in it at this time. We will be donating items during the Winter Break that are not
claimed. If you think your child has left an item at school please stop by to take
a look through the Lost & Found before December 21st.

e School drop off and pick up - When you are in line to drop your child/ren off
before school or pick them up after school please pull all the way up and do not
get out of your car. Staff will be there to help students if needed. If you need to
get out of the car, you may park in the EAST lot or the south side of Garden
Avenue and walk your child/ren in or meet them at the door to pick them
up. Please do not use the WEST LOT as this causes congestion for our bus traffic
and walkers.

Important Winter Weather Reminders

As we head into the snowiest and coldest months of the year, we want to take a
moment to remind everyone of our procedures should we need to cancel school,
afternoon/evening activities, or both. Any decisions to change our school or after-
school schedules are made in collaboration with our local municipalities and our
transportation providers. With the safety of our students and staff at forefront of any
decision, we must take into account a number of factors...some of which involve
decision making based on the latest forecasted weather information from the National
Weather Service.

COMMUNICATION

Emergency school closings and/or activities cancelations will be announced or
displayed as "Roseville Area Schools” on WCCO radio station (830 AM), Channel 4
(WCCO), Channel 5 (KSTP), Channel 9 (Fox 9/KMSP), and Channel 11 (KARE). In the event
of an emergency school closing, the media will be contacted by 5:30 a.m. However, we
cannot control when the announcement will be broadcast.

Families and staff will also be alerted of an emergency school closing via Blackboard
(phone, email, and text), social media (Facebook and Instagram), and a pop-up banner
across district and school homepages. Please make sure your emergency contact
information is up to date.

E-LEARNING

For the first weather-related cancellation, there will be no school. eLearning will be
instituted on the second weather-related cancellation during the school year.

e Pre-K students will do eLearning via Seesaw.

e Students in grades K-6 will have a choice board in their Seesaw folder with
activities for them to complete.

e Students in grades 7-12 will complete learning activities posted in their
Schoology courses. The activities will be available no later than 10 a.m.

e All teachers will be available by Seesaw/Schoology message, email, or phone if
students need support with the learning activities.

STUDENT ABSENCES

Families always have the option to keep students home due to weather-related
circumstances when school isn't canceled. Those absences will be excused only if
families report a student’s absence to their school.
