MEMBER REQUIREMENTS

« Complete a minimum of 15 documented service or leadership
hours a year in addition to the initial requirements (service
hours include any service projects, philanthropies, or
volunteer opportunities both on-campus and off-campus)

« Attendance at monthly meetings

« Maintain an average 3.70 Unweighted GPA
for membership
