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   from the Head of School

Recently, Mitchel Resnick, the Director of the MIT Media Lab, began a lecture 
by asking, “Which of these things is not like the others? Television. Computer. 
Paintbrush.” He expects most people will think “Paintbrush,” but he argues that 
we need to think of computers as more like paintbrushes (creative tools) than 
like TVs (information-gathering tools). Computers should be a central part of 
the creative, maker enterprise of school life—like a paintbrush. 

Resnick’s conclusions reflect how we are approaching integrating our laptops 
into everyday life at George Stevens Academy. We believe that while a laptop 
computer is a powerful portal for information acquisition and distribution, it 
can and should be a tool for creating and making and authoring and inventing. 
We are on our way to finding out how soon we can do this. We are in the first 
year of implementing the significant strategic initiative of supplying each GSA 
student with a powerful Macbook Air through the Maine Laptop Initiative 
(MLTI) program. The initiative is part of a larger, more comprehensive Strategic 
Plan that we published last year (see its five chief goals on the facing page).

Our strategic plan calls for us to restructure our Advisory Program, supported 
by a generous grant from the Edward E. Ford Foundation, so that each high 
school student has one adult, who is not their teacher, trained and committed to 
playing the role of advisor, influencer, informal counselor, advocate, and cheer-

leader. Our advisory meetings are taking on greater and greater importance as we place more responsibil-
ity on the advisor and train advisors to support students in all areas of school life.

Our strategic plan challenges us to live within our means by staying within our annual school budget and 
becoming financially stable. For the last three years, we have managed to achieve budget surpluses, which 
we have used to pay down a deficit that had accumulated over a decade. We have accomplished this by 
expanding our Development initiatives, increasing our student numbers in admissions both locally and 
internationally, and by exercising budget discipline. We fully expect to end 2014-15 in the black. We are 
well on our way to achieving our strategic goal of financial stability.

Our strategic plan commits us to address a significant agenda of deferred maintenance—dating back 
to the last century! Thanks to the good work of our Buildings and Grounds Committee, ably chaired 
by Assistant Head of School Buzz Moore and trustee Jon Woodward, our campus has enjoyed upgrades 
and facelifts that make our facilities more attractive, more energy-efficient, and more aligned with our 
programs. For details of our accomplishments this year, see page 5.

With help from parents, trustees, alumni, and friends of the school, we are thinking and acting strategi-
cally to fulfill our important and valued school mission: to care for and commit to the needs of each stu-
dent by providing a challenging, comprehensive program that fosters the pursuit of knowledge, inspires 
creativity, develops self‐reliance, and prepares every student to lead a life of purpose. Many thanks to all 
our generous donors who have helped turn strategic thinking into action.

Dear Parents, Alumni, and Friends of GSA,
 
On behalf of the Board of Trustees, I am pleased to an-
nounce that the Board has voted unanimously to appoint 
Tim Seeley to the position of Head of School. Tim will 
begin his term on July 1, 2015. He is currently the Direc-
tor of Summer Programs at Portsmouth Abbey School, 
a co‐ed boarding school in Portsmouth, Rhode Island, 
where he resides with his wife, Jill Clendenen, and their 
rescue dog, Pinto.
 
Tim graduated cum laude from Dartmouth College 
in 1981. His early postgraduate years included jobs in 
farming and carpentry, coaching football and basketball 
in California public schools, and a full‐time volunteer 
position as assistant teacher at an alternative high school 
for at‐risk youth. In 1984 he returned to his alma ma-
ter, Portsmouth Abbey School, where he taught Ethics, 
Algebra I, and Algebra II for three years prior to leaving 
to complete his advanced studies. He entered Harvard 
Divinity School where he received his masters in Theo-
logical Studies in 1989, and a Masters of Education from 
Harvard Graduate School of Education in 1990. From 
1990 to 1997, Tim taught Religious Studies and became 
Chair of the Religion Department at The Lawrenceville 
School in New Jersey, where he also acted as a housemas-
ter, and coached football, basketball, and tennis. 

Tim went on to become the Director of the Humanities 
Program at Northfield Mount Hermon School from 1997 
to 2001. Among other responsibilities, he oversaw the 
development and successful implementation in the Hu-
manities of the school’s classroom technology initiative. 
North Cross School became Tim’s home from 2001 to 
2011 where he filled a variety of roles, first as Dean of the 
Faculty, then Assistant Headmaster and Director of the 
Upper School, and finally Headmaster. During his tenure 
there he instituted a school‐wide program of ethics edu-
cation and created a program to increase effective ways 
of working with students with learning differences. He 
carried through the successful completion of a campaign 
to renovate the middle school and secured a $1.2 million 
gift for the complete renovation of the athletic facility. 

In 2011 Tim returned again to Portsmouth Abbey to lead 
its Summer Academic Program, attended by nearly 100 
students, both boarding and day, from Central America, 
Europe, Asia and the United States. In addition to coor-
dinating all aspects of this program, he created the Ports-
mouth Abbey English and Golf Academy, a program for 
international students serving 32 students from China in 
its first summer and generating significant revenue.
 

Tim comes to GSA with his wife, Jill Clendenen, cur-
rently the Assistant to the Director of Summer Programs, 
and also Director of Afternoon and Weekend Activities. 
Jill received her B.A. from Bennington and her M.A. 
from Middlebury. She has taught French and coached 
field hockey and swimming. Both Tim and Jill enjoy out-
door activities, music, reading, writing, and travel. Tim 
has three children: Jeremy, in business school; Demar-
est, in nursing school; and Molly, a writer, blogger, and 
website editor.
 
The Search Committee began meeting in July, ably 
assisted by educational consultants Bruce Shaw and 
Raymond Nance. The search was international in scope 
and we received over 50 applications for the position. 
The committee interviewed many candidates and subse-
quently brought four finalists and their spouses to GSA’s 
campus for two‐day visits. Finalists met with the search 
committee, teachers, students, administrators, staff, 
parents, trustees, sending school administrators, and 
community members, who were then invited to provide 
feedback to the Search Committee. The Search Commit-
tee unanimously recommended Tim Seeley to the Board 
for its approval.
 
I would like to thank Bruce Shaw and Raymond Nance 
for their wise counsel; Tyler Knowles, trustee and Head 
Search chair, for her tireless, thoughtful, and thorough 
leadership; and all the search committee members for 
their dedication and hard work: Cory Schildroth, Direc-
tor of Special Education; David Stearns, history chair; 
Rada Starkey, Director of Development; Melissa Mattes, 
trustee; Samantha Politte, parent and trustee; John Rich-
ardson, parent; Jim Markos, trustee. Thanks also to the 
many individuals who participated in this process and 
provided the committee with many helpful comments 
and perspectives.
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For almost two decades, financial constraints forced GSA to defer much of its buildings and grounds maintenance. Now that we 
are at last patching our roofs and shoring up our foundations, we’re also making our house safer, more attractive, more efficient, 
and more cost effective.
In the summer of 2013, our biggest project was to reconfigure the cafeteria courtyard into an attractive and serviceable greenspace. 
An expanse that before had been used solely to move from one place to another, the courtyard is now enjoyed by students and 
faculty as they eat lunch, talk, or just relax in an inviting environment. At the same time, we eliminated a dangerous and ugly set 
of concrete steps, replacing them with an aluminum staircase that more effectively ties the courtyard to the front campus. Our 
third major project, while not glamorous, was necessary: we updated the Wyandotte Building’s waste disposal system, connecting 
it directly to the town sewer system. The Library also got a facelift: carpet was replaced, the entire room was painted, and shelves 
and furniture were rearranged. The exterior walls of the science wing were also painted and the bricks resealed. The skywalk 
between the science wing and the Library needed new shingles, and while we were there, we saved money by reshingling a portion 
of the science wing a year sooner than necessary. Finally, we began a four-step process to update the school fire alarm system to tie 
all buildings into one alarm. Over the 2013 winter break, we renovated the bathrooms in the science wing.

The summer of 2014 was equally ambitious: We replaced forty 400-watt lights in the gym with thirty 220-watt high efficiency 
LED lights, a move that decreases maintenance needs over the next two decades and saves us more than $5,000 in electricity 
costs every year. Thus the project will pay for itself in less than three years. We also replaced seventy-one windows in the Academy 
Building—windows that date back to the building’s construction. Where the old windows rattled at the slightest provocation and 
were uninsulated, the new windows are tight and and energy efficient, making classrooms less noisy and more comfortable. These 
improvements, too, will be reflected in our energy bills. Two sides of the Wyandotte Building received further attention, and both 
the Academy Building and the Academy House were partially repainted. More painting is scheduled this summer. A new, sturdy 
deck graces the front of the Academy Building, replacing a severely rotting one. We installed five new water coolers and bottle 
filling stations throughout the school. This project was done primarily in-house, and half the money was provided by the GSA 
Student Council. Each bottle filling station has a meter that indicates how many plastic bottles are being saved, so please check 
out a station when you’re passing by. With GSA’s participation in the MLTI, we needed to update all classrooms with ceiling-
mounted projectors and AppleTV receivers. The cafeteria received a major facelift, with new paint and matching round tables and 
chairs. Finally, thanks to a generous gift from a loyal friend, the Faculty Lounge was recarpeted, repainted, and refurnished with 
matching chairs and sofas, a beautiful meeting table, and a full-size refrigerator.

The work of Buildings & Grounds is not done. This winter we’ll be installing programmable thermostats in all classrooms to 
again decrease our energy use, and plans are already underway for next year’s projects. All projects have the same criteria: to make 
the campus and facilities safer, sounder, more attractive, and more energy efficient. None of these projects, however, would be 
possible were it not for the generosity of contributors to GSA’s endowment. If you would like to help GSA continue to improve 
and maintain its campus, please speak with Rada Starkey in the Development Office and ask how you can help.

Representing Community Pharmacy of Blue Hill at the 
tournament was pharmacist Tom Gray ’79, Duane’s nephew, 
who fell into his career after visiting a UMaine college fair 
and finding himself at the Massachusetts College of Pharmacy 
table—the same college attended by his uncle in the 60s. 
Tom knew he wanted to work in health care—his mother, 
Pat Gray ’54, was a lab technologist. “The interest came from 
my mom,” Tom says, adding that “the ‘cool factor’ of being 
a pharmacist came from uncle Duane,” who was known 
throughout the community as “an outgoing sports guy.” 

Tom was good at science and enjoyed his GSA classes with 
teachers Ron Stanko and Roger Bennatti. “They made learning 
fun,” Tom recalls. Thanks to them and to math teacher Emil 
Andy, Tom sailed through his first two years of college-level 
science and math classes and earned a B.S. in Pharmacy in 1984. 

Returning to Maine, Tom worked in the Bangor/Brewer area 
for many years, joining Community Pharmacies in Bucksport 
in 2003. “I always loved the name of the company and what it 
implies,” says Tom, citing the importance of the relationship 
between each pharmacy and its local community. These 
relationships were at the heart of Duane’s work in Blue Hill. 
“A big part of what I miss with Duane is all the history,” shares 
Tom. “He knew everyone and would take care of anyone, any 
way he could. He had that personal touch.”
