
Florida Statute 1003.225 (2)
Beginning with the 2022-2023 school year, each public school 
shall provide, to a parent who initially enrolls his or her child 
in the school, information on the important role water safety 
education courses and swimming lessons play in saving lives. 
The information must be provided electronically or in hard 
copy and must include local options for age-appropriate 
water safety courses and swimming lessons that result in a 
certificate indicating successful completion, including courses 
and lessons offered for free or at a reduced price. If the 
student is 18 years of age or older, or is under the age of 21 
and is enrolling in adult education classes, the information 
must be provided to the student.

Why is water safety important?

In the United States, drowning is the leading cause of 
accidental death for children between the ages of one 
and four years and the second most common cause of 
accidental death for children between the ages of five 
and fourteen years. so it is absolutely crucial that all 

kids know about water safety at a young age.
