In this after school program, students in grades 2-5 will learn about mindfulness.  Elementary school 
counselors, Mrs. Kinney and Mrs. Maley, will help students to build mindfulness skills. Mindfulness is the 
awareness of one’s present state, emotions, and surroundings. This program will help students learn to focus 
on the present, strengthen their self-control, be aware of their surroundings, be aware of their emotional state, 
and accept themselves for who they are. Each week students will participate in various fun mindful activities 
such as: create a mindfulness bottle, practice relaxation poses, play fun mindfulness games, and learn about 
positive self-statements that they can use in their everyday lives.
