(b) You can drive through one of the two lanes in the semi circle to pick up your student. It is important to note that
this option takes a little longer and requires a lot of patience. In an effort to keep everyone safe, there are only two
established pick up lines in the semi circle. Therefore, once you receive your student, you must wait in your designated
lane until it's your turn to exit the parking lot. Adhering to the guidelines and working together, we can ensure
everyone's safety during the dismissal process.
