• Students with disabilities reported lower scores than students without 
disabilities except for the area of College & Career Readiness. 

• Straight and bisexual students score all areas higher that their gay or lesbian 
peer and their peers who identify in another way except in the areas of 
school culture, fostering respect and fairness.
