The Board recognized 35 students who are receiving letters of intent to hire from Mesquite ISD,
thanks to a unique program our district offers to future educators. These 35 recent graduates
represent all five high schools and have been enrolled in the Ready-Set-Teach Program for their
junior and senior years, where they have maintained an A or B average in the course and graduated
with an overall GPA of 3.0 or higher. The students have also received the recommendation of the
teachers in the RST program. Also, 7 students were recognized who are receiving letters of intent
to hire from Mesquite ISD for completing the Mesquite ISD and Texas Education Association
(TEA) required coursework towards their Child Guidance Associates credentials. This is a dual
credit program with Mesquite ISD and the Dallas County Community College District. The same
academic standards are required for these graduates as are required for our Ready, Set, Teach
graduates. These students were all enrolled in the Child Guidance program at Mesquite High
School this year. In completing an internship, they received an opportunity to work firsthand with
preschool aged children in a classroom setting. These students received on-the-job experience and
a career pathway into early childhood education. Official MISD teaching contracts for each of
these students is contingent upon them earning a bachelor’s degree, maintaining a 3.0 GPA in
college, passing all necessary certification exams, a clean criminal background check and being
recommended by their university for a Standard Teaching Certificate.

We are pleased to offer this exciting opportunity and look forward to seeing these 42 MISD
graduates back in four years teaching in our classrooms.

TEA guidance on the Elementary and Secondary School Emergency Relief IIT (ESSER III) Fund
application process references required public notice for all federal grant applications before the
district submits an application to TEA. To meet this requirement, a district may provide a summary
of the application and plan for the use of funds as an information item at a board meeting or by
other means of public notice. The required Use of Funds Plan and Return to In-Person Instruction




and Continuity of Services Plan also require public notice and comment, and the TEA guidance
indicates that approval of these plans must be based on local policies regarding approval of such
types of plans. Due to the number of public notice requirements in federal grant statutes, TEA
recommends that school districts develop local board policy to address how the district will
provide required public notice regarding federal grants and awards for consistency. Auditors may
request documentation of the district’s policies and procedures.

[t was moved by Mr. Carbo and seconded by Mr. Rose to approve student and adult meal prices
for 2021-2022. USDA released Paid Lunch Equity Guidance for School Year 2021-22. For the
school year 2021 — 2022, USDA has provided a Paid Lunch Equity (PLE) exemption that is based
on the Contracting Entity’s (CE) financial condition. The CE (FNS) with a zero or positive fund
balance as of January 31, 2021 are not required to adjust student meal prices according to the PLE
calculation. Therefore, the recommendation for approval is for breakfast and lunch prices for
students to remain the same as 2020-21. Motion approved: Yeas: Messrs. Bingham, Carbo,
Everett, Rose, Seward and Mrs. Whitlock. Nays: None

It was moved by Mr. Seward and seconded by Mr. Everett to approve compensation plan for 2021-
2022 as follows: all employees receive 2.5% increase, beginning teacher salary be raised to
$56,100 which allows us to remain competitive with area school districts and a one-time, lump
sum payment of $1000/$750 to all qualifying employees during the fall semester. The total cost of
this compensation package, including the one-time, lump sum payment, is approximately $12.75
million. Motion approved: Yeas: Messrs. Bingham, Carbo, Everett, Rose, Seward and Mrs.
Whitlock. Nays: None

A TASB salary study was completed this year in an effort to ensure salary alignment in similar
market areas and to assist in recruitment and retention of employees. A few minor salary
adjustments were made in the following departments for the upcoming school year - information
technology, administrative technical support, instructional support, food and nutrition services and
auxiliary services. We are also moving forward with pay ranges for teachers, nurses, librarians,
counselors, and other licensed professionals. A few pay ranges for some of our nonexempt
employees were adjusted for alignment purposes. We will review the full range of the TASB
salary study recommendations next year to determine what changes need to be made if funds are
available.

It was moved by Mr. Carbo and seconded by Mr. Rose to amend the 2020-21 budget. This budget
amendment is to align the actual revenues and expenditures for the 2020-21 school year.
Amending the budget ensures the District will not exceed the budget in any function. Motion
approved: Yeas: Messrs. Bingham, Carbo, Everett, Rose, Seward and Mrs. Whitlock. Nays:
None
