January 6th, Dia de Los Reyes or "Three
Kings Day", formally known as The
Epiphany

The Epiphany means "the manifestation” and in
this case, Jesus manifested to the Gentile
visitors from the East.

The Epiphany is a Christian holiday primarily
commemorating the Magi's visit to the child,
Jesus, and the baptism of Jesus by John the
Baptist.

The day that Christians celebrate Jesus's
birthday is December 25th in the Western
Roman Empire and January 6th in the East
(especially in Egypt and Asia Minor).

January 6th is when Christians believe the three
kings or the Magi visited Jesus.

Who were the three kings? How far did
they travel? How did the kings know to
find Jesus?

The King of Judaea, Herod, asked the three
wise men to find Jesus & to report back
where he was. Herod planned to kill Jesus
because he thought that the prophecy was
true & that Jesus was the one that would
come & take Herod's throne. However, the
Magi were warned in a dream not to return
to Herod. Dreams & angels play an
important role in birth stories in the Bible. It
was God's way of communicating with
people & guiding events.

The three kings each brought gifts to the
child, Jesus. Balthasar brought myrrh,
Melchior brought gold, & Gaspar brought
frankincense.

The three kings traveled from the East,
Jerusalem, Arabia, Syria, & Mesopotamia.
Their journey was 400 miles long & took
them two to three weeks with camels or
around a month'’s journey on foot. If we
assume that they traveled by night to be
able to be guided by star, then this would
mean that their journey would have taken
even longer.
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HISTORY OF THE GIF'T'S

Gold, Frankincense, and O Mw
Myrrh

Gold is a valuable precious metal, has an
active ingredient that can help arthritic
pain, & in Arabia, was famous in ancient
times & is still mined in Saudi Arabia today.
It signified that he was the King of the Jews.
It also signified value, beauty, & eternalness
of Jesus as a king with an everlasting

throne.

each? Frankincense is a perfume & one's religious
duty; tradition in the time of the Roman

items? temples of their gods & goddesses as a
daily offering. It represent the child Jesus's
Why are these items divinity & identity as the son of God. It also
valuable? signified the acknowledgement of Jesus's
priesthood, setting him apart from most
kings.

Myrrh is an oil (gum resin) & was burnt to
produce aromatic smoke which was used
as a rich perfume to treat conditions
ranging from battle wounds to skin
inflammation. For example, wine with myrrh
was used as a painkiller at the crucifixion.
Myrrh signifies Jesus's mortality. It also
signified healing purposes, used by Mary in
post-partum.

The spiritual meaning behind the three gifts
was: Gold - Jesus's kingship on Earth,
Frankincense - an incense symbol of a
deity, & Myrrh - embalming oil as a symbol
of his death.

All of the gifts come from Southern Arabia.
Frankincense was only grown in Southern
Arabia & East Africa. Myrrh comes from a
wider area in Southern Arabia. Both can
only be harvested once a year.

They are luxurious and represent the finest
produce from the kings' countries of origin.

The roots of the Rosca go back to medieval
Europe, specifically in France. Cakes were
baked with a small bean hidden inside, and
whoever found the bean would be crowned
"King" for the holiday. The bean later
became a small porcelain figurine of baby
Jesus when Catholicism began to adopt the
tradition. Hiding the baby figurine in the
cake was symbolic of Mary & Joseph hiding
away their baby from King Herodes'
persecution.

The colorful quince, nopales, and cherries
represent the jewels of the crown, with the
color green representing faith & gold
representing power.

Las raices de la Rosca se remontan a la
Europa medieval, concretamente a Francia.
