In
addition to completing IC’s academic requirements,
recipients of AGC scholarship are expected to commit
to the AGC three-year extra-curricular program. This
program mentors students through a sequenced
journey, beginning with extensive capacity-building
training and volunteer experience with grassroots
organizations and culminating in student-led
Community Service Projects (CSPs).

The program also exposes enrolled students to
national, regional, and international speaker events,
training programs, and competitions in a wide range
of fields, among them social entrepreneurship,
project design, and public speaking, with the aim
of providing students with the skills and tools to
become active agents of change.
