One of Britain's greatest spies of the Second World War, a secret agenvwino went
by the code name White Rabbit, has been identified as the inspiraticr pehind lan
Fleming's James Bond. A new biography of Wing Commaider Forest Yeo-
Thomas, claims the writer based the character of 007 on tk= spy-and recreated
many of his real life experiences in his novels. Fleming alsoxverked in intelligence
during the war [ ... ]. The two men worked in different units - Yeo-Thomas for the
Special Operations Executive and Fleming in the Maval Kitelligence Division - and
this is the first time a connection has been e:tabiished between them. Miss
Jackson, a former editor of History Magazine, has detected several parallels
between Yeo-Thomas's war records and seauences in Fleming's novels.

The most striking is the experience of iz agent at the hands of the Gestapo,
which was recreated in a scene from'he first Bond novel, Casino Royale - as well
as the more recent film of the sami='name - in which the fictional spy is tortured
using the same techniques. Qii an’earlier mission, on a train containing lots of
Germans, Yeo-Thomas had tcund himself having tea with Klaus Barbie, a
notorious Nazi known as “a€ "Butcher of Lyon". The encounter has echoes of a
scene from the novel, =rom Russia, with Love, in which Bond is on the Orient
Express, and has dinnrer with an enemy agent. [ ... ] Miss Jackson also believes the
actual character©?Rond was based on traits Fleming must have observed in Yeo-
Thomas. Theyreal spy was, like his fictional counterpart, charming and attractive
towomen ar dwas also surrounded by them - the SS main members of his personal
cell werealltemale.
