Dear Camargo Elementary Families,

We are halfway through our summer break! As many parents and guardians are beginning back-to-
school preparations, including clothes shopping for upcoming school year, we’re sending out some early
communication to share our newly adopted Code of Appropriate Dress. Please review the following
policy carefully to keep in mind while you are adding to your child’s school wardrobe.

CODE OF APPROPRIATE DRESS

All members of the Camargo Elementary community are expected to dress in a manner that contributes
to an atmosphere of learning, safety, and mutual respect. Therefore, the following expectations for
appropriate attire shall be in effect throughout the school day and for all school-related functions:

e Hats, hoods, and other headwear deemed distracting may not be worn in the building.

o Clothing that promotes or advertises any type of inappropriate activity including but not limited
to: drugs, alcohol, tobacco products, profane or vulgar expressions or images, shall not be
permitted.

e Shirts worn must cover the person from shoulders to waist. No midriff style shirts, backless
shirts or low cut shirts are permitted.

e Shirts or dresses with spaghetti or thin straps must be covered by a shirt or jacket. This includes
muscle-type shirts as well. Straps need to be at least three-finger width.

e Shorts, rompers, and jumpsuits must be no shorter than mid-thigh length.

e Skirts, dresses, and jumpers are to be no more than 3 inches above the knees.

e Gym shoes need to be worn on days that P.E. is scheduled.

e Undergarments are not to be visible.

¢ Any holes in clothing are not to be higher than 3 inches above the knees.

e Any student not dressed appropriately will be sent to the front office where the decision shall be
made as to whether or not the student attire is compliant with the dress code. If not, the parents
will be given the option to bring appropriate clothing for the student, or something appropriate
may be lent to the student from the FRC.
