PROPOSED 2022-2023 BUDGET

The Glen Cove City School District Board of Education, in
collaboration with the Superintendent and Central Administration,
is proud to present a proposed budget for the 2022-2023 school
year. If approved, this plan will provide additional opportunities
for our students to thrive while being mindful of the continuing
financial impact the pandemic has had on our taxpayers.

Among the wonderful new additions to our programming made
possible through the upcoming budget is the institution of a nine-
period day at R. M. Finley Middle School which will expand
educational opportunities and allow students to explore
additional areas of interest. These opportunities include:

B World language experiences in sixth grade through the
study of Latin, French, Italian and Spanish

B STREAM and research opportunities for our seventh
and eighth graders

B Additional math and ELA instruction and support for
our seventh and eighth graders

B Additional science and math opportunities for our eighth
graders, including grade eight Regents-level Living
Environment and grade eight Regents-level algebra

B Opportunities to participate in the Seal of Civic Readiness
and complete projects to gain credit toward graduation

We are also happy to report that a portion of the budget will go
toward progress on our energy performance contract. It includes
a districtwide conversion to LED lighting, roof-mounted solar
panels, an updated heating system for Connolly Elementary,
ventilation improvements at the high school and Landing
Elementary, as well as some additional smaller measures. This
project will help the district save money and reduce its energy
consumption while improving the learning environment for
students without directly impacting our taxpayers.

Proposition 2 of our budget vote will include—at no additional
cost to taxpayers—a transfer of $7.5 million from the district’s
capital reserve fund to supplement federal stimulus money

towards classroom extensions at Deasy
and Landing elementary schools. These
much-needed improvements at our
district’s oldest schools will have no
impact on the tax levy, and will serve
generations of students to come.

TAX CAP

Proposition 3 establishes a student representative position

on our Board of Education. This student, who will be a high
school senior, will be chosen by their peers as class president
each year. While they will not be a voting member, the student
representative will give our Board student perspectives on the
issues it is voting on.

The tax levy percentage increase for the proposed 2022-2023
budget is 1.8 percent. This is the 11th consecutive budget that
has remained at or under the state’s tax cap. Please note that
neither federal stimulus money nor capital reserve funds can be
used towards tax relief; those funds are earmarked for capital
improvements only.

GLEN COVE CITY SCHOOL DISTRICT ACADEMIC HIGHLIGHTS

116 students have been invited to join the National Honor Society.

12 students will be inducted into the Mu Alpha Theta Math Honor Society,
for a total of 70 members altogether.

43 students will be inducted into the Rho Kappa Social Studies
Honor Society.

60 students will be inducted into the English Honor Society.

GCHS senior awarded a scholarship from the Nassau County Poet Laureate
Society for excellence in creative writing and poetry.

A Landing Elementary School student qualified to compete in the 2022 Long
Island Regional Spelling Bee.

The Glen Cove City School District received the inaugural National Civic
Day Award for excellence in Civic Education and a $1,000 grand prize from
LIU and the Society of Presidential Descendants.

95 GCHS seniors participated in the 2022 NYS Seal of Civic Readiness
Pilot Program Civic Engagement Capstone. Additionally, seventh and eighth
grade students piloted intermediate-level courses in the program at R.M.
Finley Middle School this year.

The Glen Cove City School District participated in NYSED’s Smart Start
Grant in each of our four elementary schools this year. The grant funded

the development and implementation of innovative programs that provided
professional development and support to increase K-5 faculty expertise in
computer science, engineering, and/or educational technology.

Landing Elementary School was awarded the Sierra Foundation Grant
through the Theodore Roosevelt Bird Sanctuary to provide the ‘For the
Birds Program’ for third grade students.

51 Glen Cove High School students were recognized by the College Board
with an average score of 3.08 on AP exams including 35 AP Scholars, 6 AP
Scholars with Honors and 7 AP Scholars with Distinction.

Class of 2022 graduates from Glen Cove High School will matriculate
to nearly 125 prestigious colleges and universities around the country,
including Fordham University, Northeastern University, Penn State
University, Providence College, Rochester Institute of Technology,
Swathmore College, Temple University, Union College, University of
Virginia, University of Richmond, and University of Wisconsin.

Of the district’s 206 June 2021 graduates, 111 graduated with a
Regents diploma with Advanced Designation and 95 graduated with

a Regents diploma.

Of the district’s 2021 graduates, 85% continued their academic educations in
either two or four-year colleges and universities.

BUDGET Q&A

0. WHAT ARE THE EXPENDITURES
AND TAX LEVY INCREASES ASSQCIATED
WITH THE PROPOSED BUDGET?

A. The proposed budget-to-budget
expenditure increase is 6.4 percent. The
associated proposed tax levy increase

is 1.8 percent, which is within the New
York State tax cap for the district. The
Board of Education has applied existing
reserves, as well as New York State
school aid to minimize the tax impact of
the budget.

Q. IS IT FEASIBLE TO PROPOSE
A LOWER EXPENDITURE BUDGET?

A. No, not without materially impacting
the educational and support programs and
services for our students.

0. HOW IS THE TAX LEVY CAP DETERMINED?

A. Districts must use the formula
provided by the Office of the New York
State Comptroller. Included in this
formula is the allowable levy growth
factor, which is the lesser of 2 percent
or inflation.

0. WHAT HAPPENS IF
THE BUDGET IS DEFEATED?

A. If the proposed budget is defeated
on May 17, the Board of Education has
several options:

- propose the same budget for a revote

- propose a reduced budget that
would require a reduction in current
educational programs, services
and/or staffing

- immediately adopt a contingency
budget

If the same or a reduced budget is put

up for a second vote and is defeated, the
Board of Education must adopt, by law, a
contingency budget. Under a contingency
budget, a district cannot increase the tax
levy from the previous year, requiring the
Board of Education to consider some or
all of the following cost reductions:

- increase in class size across all
grade levels

- elimination of clubs and after-school
activities

- elimination of band, orchestra, chorus

- elimination or reduction in high
school electives

- elimination of the use of school
buildings and grounds by
outside organizations

- elimination of some or all sports

- elimination of expenditures
on equipment

QUALIFICATIONS OF VOTERS

In order to vote, you must be:

» A United States citizen ¢ 18 years of age or older
* A district resident for at least 30 days prior to the vote date

Eligible voters include those who have voted in federal, state, county or school
district elections within the past four years, those who have registered with the
Nassau County Board of Elections, and residents who registered during the

school district’s registration period.

ABSENTEE BALLOTS

If a voter wishes to vote with an absentee ballot, they must complete and submit
an application to the District Clerk, who will provide the absentee ballot.
Applications are available online or can be picked up at the District Clerk’s
office, located at Thayer House on the Glen Cove High School campus, Dosoris
Lane, Glen Cove, NY 11542. Completed applications for absentee ballots must
be received on or before Tuesday, May 10, 2022, if the ballot is to be mailed

to the voter. Persons designated by the Nassau County Board of Elections as
“permanently disabled”, pursuant to Election Law, will automatically be mailed
an absentee ballot. Absentee ballots must be filed with the district by 5:00 p.m.
