Background:  
 
The District has outstanding general obligation bonds which financed voter-approved facilities 
improvements, including its Election of 2014, Series A Bonds.  The Series A Bonds may be 
refunded for interest cost savings when conditions in the bond market present a refinancing 
opportunity.  At this time, the District has been presented with a Term Sheet by First Foundation 
Bank, which was identified to the District by Isom Advisors, as financial advisor, and Raymond 
James & Associates, as placement agent, offering to purchase 2022 Refunding General 
Obligation Bonds, the proceeds of which will refinance for interest cost savings certain 
maturities of the 2014A Bonds, which savings will be passed to District property taxpayers with 
reduced interest rates.  The Term Sheet contemplates a federally taxable rate until the August 1, 
2024 redemption date, at which time the Term Sheet includes a tax-exempt rate, which the 
District has the option to exercise and convert at that time.  The two-tiered interest rate structure 
is a Cinderella structure, which permits the District to accept both rates from First Foundation at 
this time, and still be in compliance with all federal tax laws, including those relating to advance 
refinancings which requires issuance on a taxable basis.  The Resolution authorizes District staff 
to complete all related bond documentation to facilitate the refinancing plan described herein. 
Certain financial estimates regarding the Bonds are set forth in the final page of the resolution 
pursuant to SB 450. 
 
Fiscal Impact:  
 
None to the General Fund.  GO Bonds are repaid by voter-approved property tax collections.  
Proceeds will provide funding for voter-approved projects.  Issuance costs will be paid from the 
proceeds of the bonds.

RESOLUTION NO. 13 

 
RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE AND SALE OF 2022 

REFUNDING GENERAL OBLIGATION BONDS IN THE AGGREGATE 
PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF NOT TO EXCEED $4,000,000 TO REFINANCE A 

PORTION OF GENERAL OBLIGATION BONDS, ELECTION OF 2014, SERIES 
A, AND APPROVING ALL RELATED DOCUMENTS AND ACTIONS 

 
 
WHEREAS, pursuant to the approval of the requisite number of voters of Bellevue 

Union School District (the “District”) of Sonoma County (the “County”), State of California 
(the “State”), on a bond measure presented on the June 3, 2014 ballot, the District has 
issued the following series of general obligation bonds to finance voter approved facilities 
improvements (the “Prior Bonds”): 

 
• Bellevue Union School District (County of Sonoma, State of California) 

General Obligation Bonds, Election of 2014, Series A, issued on November 
13, 2014 in the principal amount of $4,200,000; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Prior Bonds were issued pursuant to the terms of a Resolution 

adopted by the Board of Trustees (the “Board”) of the District on October 21, 2014 (the 
“Prior Bond Resolution”) and a Paying Agent Agreement, dated as of November 1, 2014 
(the “Prior Paying Agent Agreement”) by and between the District and The Bank of New 
York Mellon Trust Company, N.A. (the “Paying Agent”); and 

 
WHEREAS, the Prior Bond Resolution and the Prior Paying Agent Agreement 

include an optional redemption provision which permits the District to refinance for interest 
cost savings, at its option, some or all maturities of the Prior Bonds prior to maturity, 
commencing on August 1, 2024 (the “Redemption Date”); and 

 
WHEREAS, the District, working with Isom Advisors, A Division of Urban Futures, 

Inc., as municipal advisor (the “Municipal Advisor”) and Raymond James & Associates, 
Inc., as placement agent (the “Placement Agent”), has been presented with a Term Sheet, 
dated March 28, 2022 (the “Term Sheet”), from the public finance division of First 
Foundation Bank (including any sub-division or affiliate thereof, “First Foundation”), setting 
forth terms for the direct purchase by First Foundation of bonds designated the “Bellevue 
Union School District (Sonoma County, California) 2022 Refunding General Obligation 
Bonds” (the “Bonds”), the proceeds of which will be applied to refinance for interest cost 
savings certain maturities of the Prior Bonds, based on the terms and conditions more 
particularly identified in the Term Sheet on file with the Superintendent; and 

 
WHEREAS, the District is authorized to provide for the issuance and sale of the 

Bonds under the provisions of Articles 9 and 11 of Chapter 3 of Part 1 of Division 2 of Title 
5 of the State Government Code, commencing with Sections 53550 and 53580 of said 
Code (the “Bond Law”); and 

 
WHEREAS, in order to ensure compliance with all applicable requirements of 

federal tax law and in order to maximize the interest cost savings achieved by the 
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refinancing of the Prior Bonds, the Term Sheet includes both federally taxable and tax-
exempt interest rates, and provides that the Bonds will initially be issued as advance 
refunding federally taxable bonds bearing interest at the federally taxable interest rate, 
however, upon the terms and conditions causing a reissuance of the Bonds on or after the 
Redemption Date, the Bonds will be reissued as tax-exempt current refunding bonds and 
as of said date will convert and bear interest at the tax-exempt rate for the remaining term 
of the Bonds; and 

 
WHEREAS, attached hereto as Appendix A is information relating to the Bonds 

that has been obtained by the Board and is hereby disclosed and made public in 
accordance with Government Code Section 5852.1; and 

 
WHEREAS, issuance of the Bonds will be in accordance with California School 

Boards Association Board Policy 3470 (Debt Issuance and Management); and 
 
WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees (the Board”) desires on this date to authorize 

the issuance of the Bonds to achieve interest cost savings as described herein, to accept 
the Term Sheet of First Foundation and to authorize the completion and execution of all 
documents, certifications and forms relating thereto; and 

 
NOW, THEREFORE, THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE BELLEVUE UNION 

SCHOOL DISTRICT DOES HEREBY FIND, DETERMINE AND CERTIFY AS 
FOLLOWS: 

 
Section 1.  Recitals.  The Board hereby finds and determines that the foregoing 

recitals are true and correct. 
 
Section 2.  Authorization of Issuance of Refunding Bonds.  The Board hereby 

authorizes the issuance of the Bonds in the aggregate principal amount not to exceed 
$4,000,000, in one or more series, under and subject to the terms of the Bond Law, for 
the purpose of providing funds to refinance certain maturities of the outstanding Prior 
Bonds in order to achieve interest cost savings that can be passed on to property 
taxpayers of the District, and to pay costs of issuance.  This Resolution constitutes a 
continuing agreement between the District and the owners of all of the Bonds issued 
hereunder and then outstanding to secure the full and final payment of principal thereof 
and interest on all Bonds, subject to the covenants, agreements, provisions and conditions 
herein contained. The Bonds shall be designated the “Bellevue Union School District 
(Sonoma County, California) 2022 Refunding General Obligation Bonds,” together with 
any further designations relating to series or tax status or other variable as may be 
advisable to identify said Refunding Bonds. 

 
In accordance with Section 53552 of the Bond Law, the Board has determined and 

hereby confirms that the prudent management of the fiscal affairs of the District requires 
that it issue the Bonds under the provisions of the Refunding Bond Law without submitting 
the question of the issuance of the Bonds to a vote of the qualified electors of the District. 
In addition, pursuant to Section 53587 of the Refunding Bond Law, the Board hereby 
determines that capitalized interest on the Bonds (if any) shall be reasonably required. 

 
Section 3.  Authority to Execute and Deliver Documentation.  The Bonds shall 

be issued in accordance with all requirements of the Refunding Bond Law, applicable 
federal tax law, and in accordance with the material terms identified in Section 4 hereof.  
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In connection therewith, the Board hereby approves the following financing documents in 
substantially the respective forms on file with the Superintendent, together with any 
changes therein or additions thereto approved by the President of the Board, the 
Superintendent or the District’s Chief Business Official or business manager (each, an 
“Authorized Officer”), provided that the execution thereof by an Authorized Officer shall be 
conclusive evidence of such approval: 

 
• Paying Agent Agreement (the “Paying Agent Agreement”), between the 

District and The Bank of New York Mellon Trust Company N.A., as 
agent for the County of Sonoma, which is hereby designated as the 
initial paying agent for the Bonds (the “Paying Agent”), specifying the 
detailed terms of the Bonds, 
 

• Bond Purchase Agreement between the District and First Foundation 
specifying the details of the terms of the sale, and 
 

• Escrow Agreement (the “Escrow Agreement”) by and between the 
District and The Bank of New York Mellon Trust Company N.A., serving 
in the capacity as escrow agent (the “Escrow Agent”), setting forth the 
terms and conditions relating to the payment and redemption of certain 
maturities of the Prior Bonds, 

 
Section 4.  Material Terms of Bonds.  The Bonds shall only be issued if the 

following terms are met: (a)  in accordance with the Refunding Bond Law, the total net 
interest cost to maturity plus the principal amount of the Bonds does not exceed the total 
net interest cost to maturity plus the principal amount of the Prior Bonds to be refunded, 
(b) the final maturity date of the Bonds shall not extend beyond the final maturity date of 
the Prior Bonds to be refunded, (c) the Bonds shall be issued only as current interest 
bonds which may be in the form of serial bonds, term bonds, or any combination thereof, 
and (d) the District has the contractual option to convert the initial federally taxable interest 
rate to the tax-exempt rate identified in the Term Sheet. 

 
Section 5.  Sale of Bonds.  The Bonds shall be sold on a private placement basis, 

pursuant to the Bond Purchase Agreement approved in Section 3.  Acceptance and 
execution of the Term Sheet by the Superintendent is hereby confirmed and ratified by the 
Board. 

 
Section 6.  Execution of Bonds.  The Bonds shall be signed by the manual or 

facsimile signature of the President or Vice President of the Board and shall be attested 
by the manual or facsimile signature of the Clerk or Secretary of the Board. 

 
Section 7.  Security for the Bonds; Pledge of Taxes.  The Bonds are general 

obligations of the District, and the Board has the power to direct the County to levy ad 
valorem taxes upon all property within the District subject to taxation without limitation of 
rate or amount, for the payment of the principal of and the interest thereon, in accordance 
with and subject to Sections 15250 and Section 15252 of the Education Code.  The District 
hereby requests the County to levy on all the taxable property in the District, in addition to 
all other taxes, a continuing direct and ad valorem tax annually during the period the Bonds 
are outstanding in an amount sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on the Bonds 
when due, which moneys when collected will be paid to the Sonoma County Treasurer 
and placed in the interest and sinking fund of the District.  The District acknowledges that 
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the Bonds are secured by a statutory lien on all revenues received pursuant to the levy 
and collection of the voter-approved tax for the Bonds. The District hereby pledges all 
revenues from the property taxes collected from the levy by the Board of Supervisors of 
the County for the payment of the Bonds and amounts on deposit in the Debt Service 
Fund (defined below) to the payment of the principal or redemption price of and interest 
on the Bonds.  This pledge shall be valid and binding from the date hereof for the benefit 
of the owners of the Bonds and successors thereto.  The principal of and interest on the 
Bonds do not constitute a debt of the County, the State of California, or any of its political 
subdivisions other than the District, or any of the officers, agents or employees thereof, 
and neither the County, the State of California, any of its political subdivisions nor any of 
the officers, agents or employees thereof are liable thereon.  

 
The District shall transmit a copy of this Resolution and the Paying Agent 

Agreement, together with the debt service schedule for the Bonds, to the office of the 
County Auditor-Controller and County Treasurer in sufficient time to permit the County to 
establish tax rates for the Bonds. 

 
Section 8. Establishment of Debt Service Fund; Disbursements. The County 

Treasurer-Tax Collector or other appropriate County official is requested to establish a 
debt service fund for the Bonds to be designated the “Bellevue Union School District 2022 
Refunding General Obligation Bonds Debt Service Fund” (“Debt Service Fund”) which the 
District officials shall hold as a separate account, distinct from all other funds of the District. 
All taxes levied by the County, at the request of the District, for the payment of the principal 
of and interest on the Bonds shall be deposited in the Debt Service Fund by the County 
promptly upon apportionment of said levy. The County Treasurer shall transfer amounts 
on deposit in the Debt Service Fund, to the extent necessary to pay the principal of and 
interest on the Bonds when due and payable, to the Paying Agent which, in turn, shall 
apply such funds to the payment of the principal of and interest on the Bonds to the 
registered owner thereof. Any moneys remaining in the Debt Service Fund after the Bonds 
and the interest thereon have been paid, shall be transferred to any other interest and 
sinking fund for general obligation bond indebtedness of the District, and in the event there 
is no such debt outstanding, shall be transferred to the District’s general fund, as provided 
in Section 15234 of the Education Code. As provided in Section 15232 of the Education 
Code, amounts in the Debt Service Fund shall also be applied to pay the expense of 
paying the Bonds elsewhere than at the office of the County. Pursuant to such provision, 
the District hereby authorizes the application of amounts in the Debt Service Fund to 
reimburse the County for all costs and expenses incurred by it in processing the District’s 
payments from time to time for the services of the Paying Agent which is designated for 
the Bonds and identified to the County by the District upon the issuance of any series of 
the Bonds. 

 
Section 9.  Investment of Funds.  All moneys held in any of funds or accounts 

established with the County hereunder shall be invested in Authorized Investments 
(defined below) in accordance with the investment policies of the County, as such policies 
exist at the time of investment.  Obligations purchased as an investment of moneys in any 
fund or account will be deemed to be part of such fund or account.  All interest or gain 
derived from the investment of amounts in any of the funds or accounts established 
hereunder will be deposited in the fund or account from which such investment was made, 
and will be expended for the purposes thereof.  The County Treasurer and other officials 
of the County have no responsibility in the reporting, reconciling and monitoring of the 
investment of the proceeds of the Bonds. “Authorized Investments” as used herein means 
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the Investment Pool of the County of Sonoma, the Local Agency Investment Fund, any 
investments authorized pursuant to Sections 53601 and 53635 of the California 
Government Code, provided that said investments are part of the County treasury, in 
accordance with Education Code Section 15146(g). The County Treasurer shall have no 
responsibility in the reporting, reconciling and monitoring in the investment of proceeds 
related to any series of the Bonds. 

 
All interest or gain derived from the investment of amounts in any of the funds or 

accounts established under this Resolution shall be deposited in the fund or account from 
which such investment was made, and shall be expended for the purposes thereof.  The 
District covenants that all investments of amounts deposited in any fund or account 
created by or under this Resolution, or otherwise containing proceeds of Bonds issued on 
a federally tax-exempt basis (if any), shall be acquired and disposed of at the Fair Market 
Value thereof.  For purposes of this Section, the term “Fair Market Value” shall mean, with 
respect to any investment, the price at which a willing buyer would purchase such 
investment from a willing seller in a bona fide, arm’s length transaction (determined as of 
the date the contract to purchase or sell the investment becomes binding) if the investment 
is traded on an established securities market (within the meaning of Section 1273 of the 
Tax Code) and, otherwise, the term “Fair Market Value” means the acquisition price in a 
bona fide arm’s length transaction (as described above) if (i) the investment is a certificate 
of deposit that is acquired in accordance with applicable regulations under the Tax Code 
or (ii) the investment is a United States Treasury Security - State and Local Government 
Series that is acquired in accordance with applicable regulations of the United States 
Bureau of Public Debt. 

 
Section 10.  Financing Professionals.  In connection with the issuance of the 

Bonds, Isom Advisors, A Division of Urban Futures, Inc. shall serve as the District’s 
municipal advisor, Raymond James & Associates, Inc. shall serve as the District’s 
placement agent, and Jones Hall, A Professional Law Corporation, shall serve as the 
District’s bond counsel.  Such engagements are hereby confirmed pursuant to existing 
engagements agreements or letters, with addendums (if any), needed to reflect the 
services approved herein. 

 
Section 11.  Official Actions.  The President of the Board, the Vice President of 

the Board, the Superintendent, the Chief Business Official, the Clerk and Secretary of the 
Board, and the written designees of such officials, are each authorized and directed in the 
name and on behalf of the District to make, execute and deliver all notices, documents, 
directions and instructions and other necessary documentation which they or any of them 
might deem necessary or appropriate in order to consummate any of the transactions 
contemplated by this Resolution, including a placement agent agreement providing for the 
services of the Placement Agent.  In addition, the Superintendent is authorized to make 
modifications to the terms hereof to accomplish the financing described herein and 
presented to the Board, and said modifications shall be reflected in the Bond Purchase 
Agreement and in the Bonds, the terms of which shall be controlling. Whenever in this 
Resolution any officer of the District is authorized to execute or countersign any document 
or take any action, such execution, countersigning or action may be taken on behalf of 
such officer by any person designated by such officer to act on his or her behalf in the 
case such officer is absent or unavailable. 
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Section 12.  Effective Date.  This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon 
its passage.

This PAYING AGENT AGREEMENT (this “Agreement”), dated as of May 1, 2022 

is between BELLEVUE UNION SCHOOL DISTRICT, a school district (the “District”) 
located in Sonoma County (the “County”) organized and existing under the laws of the 
State of California (the “State”) and The Bank of New York Mellon Trust Company N.A.,  
acting as agent for the County, the paying agent for the bonds described herein (the 
“Paying Agent”). 

 
B A C K G R O U N D :  

 
1. Pursuant to the approval of the requisite number of voters of the District 

on a bond measure presented on the June 3, 2014 ballot, the District has issued the 
following series of general obligation bonds to finance voter approved facilities 
improvements (the “Prior Bonds”): 

 
• Bellevue Union School District (County of Sonoma, State of 

California) General Obligation Bonds, Election of 2014, Series A, 
issued on November 13, 2014 in the principal amount of 
$4,200,000. 

 
2.   The Prior Bonds were issued pursuant to the terms of a Resolution 

adopted by the Board of Trustees of the District on October 21, 2014 (the “Prior Bond 
Resolution”) and a Paying Agent Agreement, dated as of November 1, 2014 (the “Prior 
Paying Agent Agreement”) by and between the District and The Bank of New York 
Mellon Trust Company, N.A. (the “Paying Agent”), all for the purpose of financing voter-
approved capital facilities improvements in the District. 

 
3. The Prior Bond Resolution and the Prior Paying Agent Agreement include 

an optional redemption provision which permits the District to refinance for interest cost 
savings, at its option, some or all maturities of the Prior Bonds prior to maturity, 
commencing on August 1, 2024 (the “Redemption Date”). 

 
4. The District has determined by resolution adopted on April 19, 2022 (the 

“Authorizing Resolution”) to cause the issuance and sale of a series of bonds, to be 
designated as “Bellevue Union School District 2022 Refunding General Obligation 
Bonds (Bank Qualified)” (the “Refunding Bonds” or the “Bonds”), the proceeds of which 
will be applied to refinance for interest cost savings certain maturities of the Prior Bonds, 
pursuant to the authority contained in the provisions of Articles 9 and 11 of Chapter 3 of 
Part 1 of Division 2 of Title 5 of the State Government Code, commencing with Sections 
53550 and 53580 of said Code (the “Bond Law”). 

 
5. The Bonds have been sold on a private placement basis to First 

Foundation Public Finance, a Delaware statutory trust and wholly owned subsidiary of 
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First Foundation Bank (including any sub-division or affiliate thereof, “First Foundation”), 
and have been issued as of the Closing Date (defined herein) as federally taxable 
advance refunding bonds bearing Taxable Rate (as defined herein); however, on the 
Tax-Exempt Conversion Date (as defined herein), the District has the right to elect to 
change certain material terms of the Bonds as described in Section 2.02 hereof, and as 
such, cause the reissuance of the Refunding Bonds including a conversion of the 
interest rate to the Tax-Exempt Rate. 

 
6.  Raymond James & Associates, Inc. serves the District as placement agent for 

the Bonds (the “Placement Agent”), and identified First Foundation as the original 
purchaser of the Bonds (First Foundation also referred to herein as the “Original 
Purchaser”). 

 
 

A G R E E M E N T :  
 

In consideration of the foregoing and the material covenants hereinafter 
contained, the District and the Paying Agent formally covenant, agree and bind 
themselves as follows: 

 
 

ARTICLE I 
 

DEFINITIONS; AUTHORITY 
 
SECTION 1.01.  Definitions.  The terms defined in this Section 1.01, as used and 

capitalized herein, shall, for all purposes of this Agreement, have the meanings given 
them below, unless the context clearly requires some other meaning. 

 
“Agreement” means this Paying Agent Agreement, as originally entered into and 

including all amendments hereto and supplements hereof which are duly executed and 
delivered from time to time in accordance herewith. 

 
“Authorizing Resolution” means the resolution adopted by the Board on April 19, 

2022, authorizing the issuance of the Bonds, which is incorporated herein by reference. 
 
“Board” means the Board of Trustees of the District. 
 
“Bond Counsel” means (a) the firm of Jones Hall, A Professional Law 

Corporation, or (b) any other attorney or firm of attorneys nationally recognized for 
expertise in rendering opinions as to the legality and tax-exempt status of securities 
issued by public entities. 

 
“Bond Law” means the provisions of Articles 9 and 11 of Chapter 3 of Part 1 of 

Division 2 of Title 5 of the State Government Code, commencing with Sections 53550 
and 53580 of said Code. 

 
“Bond Purchase Agreement” means the Bond Purchase Agreement between the 

District and the Bank, under which the Original Purchaser agrees to purchase the 
Refunding Bonds and pay the purchase price therefor. 
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“Bonds” means the Bellevue Union School District (Sonoma County, California) 
2022 Refunding General Obligation Bonds (Bank Qualified). 

 
“Business Day” means a day of the year, other than a Saturday or Sunday, on 

which banks are not closed in the city in which the Principal Office of the Paying Agent is 
located. 

 
“Closing Date” means May 18, 2022, being the date upon which there is a 

physical delivery of the Bonds in exchange for the amount representing the purchase 
price of the Bonds by the Original Purchaser. 

 
“Costs of Issuance” means all items of expense directly or indirectly payable by 

or reimbursable to the District and related to the authorization, issuance, sale and 
delivery of the Bonds, including but not limited to the costs of preparation and 
reproduction of documents, filing fees, initial fees and charges of the Paying Agent and 
its counsel’s, legal fees and charges, financial advisor fees and placement agency fees, 
fees of other consultants and professionals including verification and escrow agent, 
counsel to the Original Purchaser, and any other cost, charge or fee in connection with 
the original issuance and sale of the Bonds. 

 
“County” means the County of Sonoma, a political subdivision of the State of 

California, duly organized and existing under the Constitution and laws of the State of 
California. 

 
"County Treasurer" means the Treasurer-Tax Collector of Sonoma County, or 

any authorized deputy thereof. 
 
“Debt Service Fund” means the fund established and held by the Sonoma 

County Treasurer under Authorizing Resolution. 
 
"Determination of Taxability" means, with respect to any period that the Bonds 

bear interest at the Tax-Exempt Rate, a final decree or judgment of any federal court or 
a final action of the Internal Revenue Service or of the United States Treasury 
Department determining that any interest payable on the Bonds is includable in the 
gross income of the Owner, although no such decree or action shall be considered final 
for the purposes of this definition unless the District has been given written notice thereof 
and, if it is so desired by the District and is legally permissible, the District has been 
afforded the opportunity to contest the same, at its own expense, either directly or in the 
name of the Owner and until the conclusion of any appellate review, if sought.   

 
“District” means the Bellevue Union School District, a school district organized 

under the Constitution and laws of the State of California, and any successor. 
 
“District Representative” means the President of the Board, the Superintendent, 

the Chief Business Officer, or any other person authorized by resolution of the Board to 
act on behalf of the District with respect to this Agreement and the Bonds. 

 
“Education Code” means the Education Code of the State of California as in 

effect on the date of adoption hereof and as amended thereafter. 
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“Escrow Agent” means The Bank of New York Mellon Trust Company, N.A., in its 
capacity as escrow agent under the Escrow Agreement, and as paying agent for the 
Prior Bonds. 

 
“Escrow Agreement” means the document governing the deposit of Refunding 

Bond proceeds into an escrow fund to provide for the payment and redemption of certain 
maturities of the Prior Bonds. 

 
“Federal Securities” means (a) any direct general obligations of the United States 

of America (including obligations issued or held in book entry form on the books of the 
Department of the Treasury of the United States of America), for which the full faith and 
credit of the United States of America are pledged; (b) obligations of any agency, 
department or instrumentality of the United States of America, the timely payment of 
principal and interest on which are directly or indirectly secured or guaranteed by the full 
faith and credit of the United States of America. 

 
“Fiscal Year” means any twelve-month period beginning on July 1 in any year 

and extending to the next succeeding June 30, both dates inclusive, or any other twelve-
month period selected and designated by the District as its official fiscal year period 
pursuant to written notice filed with the Paying Agent and the Owner. 

 
“Institutional Accredited Investor” means an “accredited investor” as described in 

Section 501(a)(1), (2), (3) or (7) of Regulation D promulgated under the Securities Act. 
 
“Interest Payment Date” means August 1, 2022, and the first day of each 

succeeding February and August until final maturity of the Bonds. 
 
“Office” means the office or offices of the Paying Agent for the payment of the 

Bonds and the administration of its duties hereunder, initially being in Dallas, Texas.  
The Paying Agent may designate and re-designate the Office from time to time by 
written notice filed with the County Treasurer and the District. 

 
“Original Purchaser” means First Foundation Public Finance, a Delaware 

statutory trust and wholly owned subsidiary of First Foundation Bank, its successor and 
assigns, as original purchaser of the Bonds on the Closing Date. 

 
“Outstanding,” when used as of any particular time with reference to Bonds, 

means all Bonds except (a) Bonds theretofore canceled by the Paying Agent or 
surrendered to the Paying Agent for cancellation, (b) Bonds paid or deemed to have 
been paid within the meaning of Section 9.02 and (c) Bonds in lieu of or in substitution 
for which other Bonds have been authorized, executed, issued and delivered by the 
District under this Agreement. 

 
“Owner”, whenever used herein with respect to a Bond, means the person in 

whose name the ownership of such Bond is registered on the Registration Books.  The 
initial Owner shall be the Original Purchaser. 

 
“Paying Agent” means the Paying Agent appointed by the District and acting as 

paying agent, registrar and authenticating agent for the Bonds, its successors and 
assigns, and any other corporation or association which may at any time be substituted 
in its place, as provided in Section 6.01. 
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“Placement Agent” means Raymond James & Associates, Inc., serving as the 

placement agent for the Bonds. 
 
“Principal Office” means the office or offices of the Paying Agent for the payment 

of the Bonds and the administration of its duties hereunder, as such office or offices are 
identified in a written notice filed with the District by the Paying Agent. 

 
“Prior Bonds” means the following bonds: 
 

• Bellevue Union School District (County of Sonoma, State of 
California) General Obligation Bonds, Election of 2014, Series A, 
issued on November 13, 2014 in the principal amount of 
$4,200,000. 

 
“Qualified Institutional Buyer” means a “qualified institutional buyer” within the 

meaning of Rule 144A promulgated under the Securities Act. 
 
“Record Date” means the 15th calendar day of the month preceding an Interest 

Payment Date, whether or not such day is a Business Day. 
 
“Refunded Bonds” means those maturities of the Prior Bonds refunded with the 

net proceeds of the Bonds, as more particularly identified in the Escrow Agreement. 
 
“Registration Books” means the records maintained by the Paying Agent for the 

registration of ownership and transfer of the Bonds under Section 2.08. 
 
“Securities Act” means the Securities Act of 1933, as amended, and the rules, 

regulations and published interpretations of the Securities and Exchange Commission 
promulgated thereunder from time to time. 

 
“Refunding Bonds” or “Bonds” means the Bellevue Union School District 

(Sonoma County, California) 2022 Refunding General Obligation Bonds, at any time 
Outstanding under this Agreement. 

 
“Tax Code” means the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 as in effect on the Closing 

Date or (except as otherwise referenced herein) as it may be amended to apply to 
obligations issued on the Closing Date, together with applicable proposed, temporary 
and final regulations promulgated, and applicable official public guidance published, 
under said Code. 

 
“Taxable Rate” means 3.70% per annum based on a 30-day month and a 360-

day year for calculating interest. 
 
“Tax-Exempt Rate” means 2.70% per annum based on a 30-day month and a 

360-day year for calculating interest. 
 
“Tax-Exempt Conversion Date” means August 1, 2024 and any date during the 

period of 90 calendar days before August 1, 2024, when interest on the Bonds may be 
converted to the Tax-Exempt Rate upon satisfaction of the conditions precedent in 
Section 2.02(e). 
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“Term Bonds” means the Bonds maturing on August 1, 20___ which are subject 

to mandatory sinking fund redemption on August 1 of each year in the sinking fund 
payments amounts and on the dates set forth herein, without premium.  The Bonds are 
issued as a single Term Bond. 

 
 “Written Request of the District” means an instrument in writing signed by a 

District Representative or by any other officer of the District duly authorized to act on 
behalf of the District under a written certificate of a District Representative. 

 
SECTION 1.02.  Interpretation.  
 
(a) Unless the context otherwise indicates, words expressed in the singular 

include the plural and vice versa and the use of the neuter, masculine, or feminine 
gender is for convenience only and include the neuter, masculine or feminine gender, as 
appropriate. 

 
(b) Headings of articles and sections herein and the table of contents hereof 

are solely for convenience of reference, do not constitute a part hereof and do not affect 
the meaning, construction or effect hereof. 

 
(c) All references herein to “Articles,” “Sections” and other subdivisions are to 

the corresponding Articles, Sections or subdivisions of this Agreement; the words 
“herein,” “hereof,” “hereby,” “hereunder” and other words of similar import refer to this 
Agreement as a whole and not to any particular Article, Section or subdivision hereof. 

 
SECTION 1.03.  Authority for this Agreement; Findings.  This Agreement is 

entered into under the provisions of the Bond Law.  The Board has certified that all of the 
things, conditions and acts required to exist, to have happened or to have been 
performed precedent to and in the issuance of the Bonds do exist, have happened or 
have been performed in due and regular time and manner as required by the laws of the 
State of California. 
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ARTICLE II 
 

TERMS OF BONDS 
 
SECTION 2.01.  Authorization.  The Board has authorized the issuance of the 

Bonds under the Authorizing Resolution for the purpose of raising money to refinance for 
savings certain maturities of the Prior Bonds more particularly identified in the Escrow 
Agreement and to pay Costs of Issuance.  The Bonds shall be issued in the aggregate 
principal amount of $_______ under the provisions of the Bond Law, the Authorizing 
Resolution and this Agreement.  The Authorizing Resolution and this Agreement 
constitute a continuing agreement between the District and the Owners of all of the 
Outstanding Bonds to secure the full and final payment of principal of and interest on the 
Bonds, subject to the covenants, agreements, provisions and conditions therein and 
herein contained.  The Bonds are designated the “Bellevue Union School District 
(Sonoma County, California) 2022 Refunding General Obligation Bonds”.  Additional 
designations may be added by an District Representative. 

 
SECTION 2.02.  Terms of Bonds. 
 
(a) Form; Numbering.  The Bonds shall be issued as a single, fully registered 

Bond, in the denomination of $________, without coupons.  Bonds shall be lettered and 
numbered as the Paying Agent may prescribe. 

 
(b) Date of Bonds.  The Bonds shall be dated as of the Closing Date. 
 
(c) Maturities: Interest.  The Bonds shall be issued as one single Term Bond 

which matures on August 1, 2044 and bears interest (calculated on the basis of a 360-
day comprised of twelve 30-day months) initially at the Taxable Rate (3.70% per 
annum). The Taxable Rate is subject to Conversion to the Tax-Exempt Rate (2.70% per 
annum) as described in (e) below.  In addition, such rate may be subject to adjustment 
as provided in Section 7.04. 

 
Each Bond will bear interest from the Interest Payment Date next preceding the 

date of registration and authentication thereof unless (i) it is authenticated as of an 
Interest Payment Date, in which event it will bear interest from such date, or (ii) it is 
authenticated prior to an Interest Payment Date and after the close of business on the 
preceding Record Date, in which event it will bear interest from such Interest Payment 
Date, or (iii) it is authenticated on or before the first Record Date, in which event it will 
bear interest from the dated date of the Bonds; provided, however, that if at the time of 
authentication of a Bond, interest is in default thereon, such Bond will bear interest from 
the Interest Payment Date to which interest has previously been paid or made available 
for payment thereon. 

 
(d) Payment.  Interest on the Bonds (including the final interest payment upon 

maturity) and payments of principal upon the mandatory sinking fund redemption thereof 
is payable by check of the Paying Agent mailed to the Owner thereof at such Owner’s 
address as it appears on the Registration Books at the close of business on the 
preceding Record Date; provided that at the written request of the Owner, which written 
request is on file with the Paying Agent as of any Record Date, such payment shall be 
paid by wire transfer to an account within the United States as shall be specified in such 
written request.  Principal of the Bonds upon the final maturity thereof is payable in 
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lawful money of the United States of America upon presentation and surrender at the 
Principal Office of the Paying Agent.   

 
Notwithstanding anything herein to the contrary, so long as the Bonds are owned 

by the Original Purchaser, (i) the Paying Agent shall pay principal of and interest on the 
Bonds when due by check or wire transfer in immediately available funds to the Original 
Purchaser in accordance with such instructions as shall be filed by the Original 
Purchaser with the Paying Agent from time to time (see the following paragraph), (ii)  
payments of principal on the Bonds shall be made without the requirement for 
presentation and surrender of the Bonds by the Original Purchaser, and (iii) the Paying 
Agent shall not be required to give notice to the Original Purchaser of the redemption of 
Bonds under Section 2.03(b). 

 
The initial payment instructions are set forth on Appendix C hereto.  The Paying 

Agent can rely on said payment instructions until provided with written notice of a 
change thereto by the Original Purchaser. 

 
(e) Conversion to Tax-Exempt Rate.  The interest rate payable with respect to 

the Bonds shall convert to the Tax-Exempt Rate, on the Tax-Exempt Conversion Date, 
upon the happening and the satisfaction of the following conditions precedent to such 
conversion: 
 

(i) District Election to Convert.  The election in writing provided to the 
Original Purchaser by the District to convert the interest rate to the 
Tax-Exempt Rate; 

 
(ii) Original Purchaser Right to Change Redemption Terms.  If the 

District elects to convert, the Original Purchaser has the right to 
elect to change the optional redemption terms as of the Tax-
Exemption Conversion Date from the terms identified in Section 
2.03 hereof.  If the Original Purchaser elects in writing to change 
said redemption terms, it shall identify which of the following two 
options it has selected: 

 
(A) OPTION 1: The Bonds are subject to optional redemption, in 

whole, on any Interest Payment Date, at the price of the principal 
amount thereof to be redeemed, together with accrued interest to 
the date fixed for redemption, plus a premium, as set forth in the 
following table:

(iii)   Necessary Document Amendments.  The parties hereto execute 

and deliver appropriate amendments or supplements to this Paying 
Agent Agreement, if required, subject to the requirements of Section 
8.01 hereof relating to amendments hereto; 

 
(iv)  Tax Certificate.  Delivery of an arbitrage certificate executed by the 

District with respect to certain tax matters relating to the interest 
components of the Bonds after interest with respect thereto is 
converted to the Tax-Exempt Rate; 

 
(v)   IRS Form 8038G.  The filing of an IRS Form 8038-G, executed by 

the District; and 
 
(vi)  Bond Counsel Opinion.  Issuance of an opinion of Bond Counsel to 

the effect that the conditions precedent set forth above to the 
conversion of interest with respect to the Bonds the Tax-Exempt 
Rate have been satisfied and that subject to the District’s 
compliance with certain covenants, interest on the Bonds is 
excludable from gross income of the owners thereof for federal 
income tax purposes, is not included as an item of tax preference in 
computing the alternative minimum tax under the Code.  Said 
opinion shall address bank qualification only in the event the District 
is able to make the necessary designations in the calendar year of 
such conversion. 

 
In the event of conversion, the Owner of the Bonds agrees to exchange the 

original Bond for a Bond containing the terms which apply upon conversion including a 
new Bond Counsel opinion as referenced in (vi) above. 

 
If the foregoing conditions precedent to the conversion to the Tax-Exempt Rate 

have not occurred on or prior to August 1, 20___, the interest rate with respect to the 
Bonds shall remain at the Taxable Rate through final maturity or earlier optional 
redemption.  

 
From and after the Tax-Exempt Conversion Date (if any), if a Determination of 

Taxability has occurred, then during the period said Determination of Taxability is in 
effect, the interest component of the Lease Payments shall be calculated at the Taxable 
Rate. The District covenants to provide a revised debt service schedule to the County 
under such circumstances. 

 
SECTION 2.03.  Redemption.   
 
(a)  Optional Redemption.  The Bonds are subject to optional redemption, in 

whole, on any Interest Payment Date, at the price of the principal amount thereof to be 
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redeemed, together with accrued interest to the date fixed for redemption, plus a 
premium, as set forth in the following table:

(c)  Redemption Procedure.  The Paying Agent will cause notice of any 

redemption to be mailed, first class mail, postage prepaid, at least 20 days but not more 
than 60 days prior to the date fixed for redemption, to the Owner of the Bonds 
designated for redemption, at its address appearing on the Registration Books.  Such 
notice may be a conditional notice of redemption and subject to rescission.   Such notice 
shall state the redemption date and the redemption price, and shall require that such 
Bonds be then surrendered at the Office of the Paying Agent for redemption at the said 
redemption price, giving notice also that further interest on such Bonds will not accrue 
from and after the redemption date. 

 
From and after the date fixed for redemption, if notice of such redemption has 

been duly given and funds available for the payment of the principal of and interest on 
the Bonds so called for redemption have been duly provided, the Bonds called for 
redemption will cease to be entitled to any benefit under this Agreement other than the 
right to receive payment of the redemption price, and no interest will accrue thereon on 
or after the redemption date specified in the notice.  The Paying Agent will cancel all 
Bonds redeemed under this section and will furnish a certificate of cancellation to the 
District. 

 
SECTION 2.04.  Form of Bonds.  The Bonds, the form of the Paying Agent’s 

certificate of authentication and registration and the form of assignment to appear 
thereon shall be substantially in the forms, respectively, with necessary or appropriate 
variations, omissions and insertions, as permitted or required by this Agreement, as set 
forth in Appendix A. 
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SECTION 2.05.  Execution of Bonds.  The Bonds shall be signed by the manual or 
facsimile signature of the President or Vice President of the Board and shall be attested 
by the manual or facsimile signature of the Secretary or Clerk of the Board.  No Bond 
shall be valid or obligatory for any purpose or shall be entitled to any security or benefit 
under this Agreement unless and until the certificate of authentication printed on the 
Bond is signed by the Paying Agent as authenticating agent. 

 
Only those Bonds bearing a certificate of authentication and registration in the 

form set forth in Appendix A, executed and dated by the Paying Agent, shall be valid or 
obligatory for any purpose or entitled to the benefits of this Agreement, and such 
certificate of the Paying Agent shall be conclusive evidence that the Bonds so registered 
have been duly authenticated, registered and delivered hereunder and are entitled to the 
benefits of this Agreement. 

 
SECTION 2.06.  Transfer of Bonds.   
 
(a)  Limitations on Transferability.  
 

(i) Ownership of Bonds may be transferred in whole (not in part), as 
follows: 
 

 (1) only to a person that is a Qualified Institutional Buyer or 
Institutional Accredited Investor that is purchasing such 
Bonds for not more than one account  and not with a view 
to distributing such Bonds,  

 
(2) only in denominations authorized in Section 2.02(a) of this 

agreement, and 
 
(3)  only to a purchaser which has signed and filed with the 

District and the Paying Agent a Purchaser Representation 
Letter in the form attached hereto as Appendix B. 

 
(ii) No Owner of Bonds shall transfer such Bonds to any person that 

such Owner does not reasonably believe is a Qualified Institutional Buyer or 
Institutional Accredited Investor that is purchasing such Bonds for not more than 
one account and not with a view to distributing such Bonds. The transferor of 
ownership of Bonds agrees to provide notice to any proposed transferee of such 
Bonds of the restrictions on transfer described herein. 

 
(iii) Each person to whom ownership of Bonds is transferred pursuant 

hereto shall be deemed by the acceptance of such ownership to have agreed to 
be bound by the provisions of this Section. 

 
(iv) The Bonds shall bear a legend describing or referencing the 

restrictions on transferability set forth in subsection (i) of this subsection.  
 
(b)  Transfer Upon Registration Books; New Bonds.  Subject to the requirements 

of subsection (a), any Bond may, in accordance with its terms, be transferred, upon the 
Registration Books, by the person in whose name it is registered, in person or by his 
duly authorized attorney, upon surrender of such Bond for cancellation at the Principal 
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Office at the Paying Agent, accompanied by delivery of a written instrument of transfer in 
a form approved by the Paying Agent, duly executed.  The District and the Paying Agent 
may charge a reasonable sum for each new Bond issued upon any transfer. 

 
Whenever any Bond or Bonds is surrendered for transfer, the District will execute 

and the Paying Agent will authenticate and deliver a new Bond or Bonds, for like 
aggregate principal amount.   

 
(c)  Additional Information.  The District will furnish, upon request, to the Original 

Purchaser and to prospective purchasers of the Bonds information with respect to the 
Bonds satisfying the requirements of Rule 144A(d)(4) under the Securities Act.  The 
District may charge a reasonable sum for copying, mailing and handling. 

SECTION 2.07.  Exchange of Bonds.  Subject to the transferability restrictions of 
Section 2.06, Bonds may be exchanged at the Principal Office of the Paying Agent for a 
like aggregate principal amount of Bonds of the same maturity.  The District and the 
Paying Agent may charge a reasonable sum for each new Bonds issued upon any 
exchange (except in the case of any exchange of temporary Bonds for definitive Bonds).   

 
In case any Bond shall become mutilated or be destroyed, stolen or lost, the 

Paying Agent shall deliver a new Bond of like amount, number, maturity date and tenor 
in exchange and substitution for and upon cancellation of any such mutilated Bond or in 
lieu of and in substitution for any such Bond destroyed, stolen or lost, upon the payment 
of the reasonable expenses and charges of the Paying Agent in connection therewith; 
and, in the case of a Bond destroyed, stolen or lost, upon filing by the owner with the 
Paying Agent of evidence satisfactory to the Paying Agent that such Bond was 
destroyed, stolen or lost, and of the ownership thereof, and upon furnishing to the 
Paying Agent of an appropriate bond of indemnity in form, substance and amount as 
may be required by law and as is otherwise satisfactory to the Paying Agent. All Bonds 
so surrendered to the Paying Agent shall be canceled by it and evidence of such 
cancellation shall be given to the District. If the mutilated, destroyed, stolen or lost Bond 
has already matured or been called for redemption in accordance with its terms it shall 
not be necessary to issue a new Bond prior to payment, provided that the owner shall 
first provide the Paying Agent with a bond of indemnity as set forth above. 

 
SECTION 2.08.  Registration Books.  The Paying Agent will keep or cause to be 

kept sufficient books for the registration and transfer of the Bonds, which will at all times 
be open to inspection by the District upon reasonable notice.  Upon presentation for 
such purpose, the Paying Agent will, under such reasonable regulations as it may 
prescribe, register or transfer the ownership of the Bonds on the Registration Books. 
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ARTICLE III 
 

SALE OF BONDS; APPLICATION OF PROCEEDS 
 
SECTION 3.01.  Issuance of Bonds.  Upon the execution and delivery of this 

Agreement, the District shall execute and deliver the Bonds in the aggregate principal 
amount of $________ to the Paying Agent and the Paying Agent shall authenticate and 
deliver the Bonds to the Original Purchaser upon receipt of a Written Request of the 
District therefor. 

 
SECTION 3.02.  Deposit and Application of Proceeds.  On the Closing Date, the 

proceeds of sale of the Bonds in the amount of $______ shall be paid by the Original 
Purchaser as follows: 

 
(a) the amount of $______ shall be transferred to the Escrow Agent for 

deposit in the Escrow Fund, to be applied for the purposes set forth 
in the Escrow Agreement.  

 
(b) the amount of $______ shall be paid by the Original Purchaser to 

the Paying Agent, acting as custodian, to be applied to pay Costs of 
Issuance in accordance with Section 3.03 hereof. 

 
SECTION 3.03. Costs of Issuance Account. The Paying Agent shall establish a 

separate account known as the Costs of Issuance Account.  There shall be deposited 
into the Costs of Issuance Account the amount specified in Section 3.02(b).  The 
moneys in the Cost of Issuance Account shall be held uninvested and used solely for the 
purpose of the payment of Costs of Issuance upon receipt by the Paying Agent of 
invoices approved by the District, on or after the Closing Date.  Any funds remaining in 
the Costs of Issuance Account on the date which is three months after the Closing Date, 
shall be transferred by the Paying Agent to the County Treasurer, for deposit to the Debt 
Service Fund, and the Costs of Issuance Account shall be closed.  Prior to such transfer, 
the Paying Agent will confirm with the District and its financial advisor that the Costs of 
Issuance Account shall be closed. 
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ARTICLE IV 
 

SECURITY FOR THE BONDS; 
PAYMENT OF DEBT SERVICE 

 
SECTION 4.01.  Security for the Bonds. 
 
(a) The Bonds are general obligations of the District.  The Board has the 

power to direct the County to levy ad valorem taxes upon all property within the District 
that is subject to taxation by the District, without limitation of rate or amount, for the 
payment of the Bonds and the interest thereon.  The District has directed the County in 
the Authorizing Resolution to levy on all the taxable property in the District, in addition to 
all other taxes, a continuing direct and ad valorem tax annually during the period the 
Bonds are Outstanding in an amount sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on the 
Bonds when due, including the principal of any Bonds upon the mandatory sinking fund 
redemption thereof, which moneys when collected will be paid to the County and placed 
in the Debt Service Fund. 

 
(b) The principal of and interest on the Bonds does not constitute a debt of 

the County, the State of California, or any of its political subdivisions other than the 
District, or any of the officers, agents or employees thereof.  Neither the County, the 
State of California, any of its political subdivisions (other than the District) nor any of the 
officers, agents or employees thereof are liable for the Bonds.  In no event are the 
principal of and interest on Bonds payable out of any funds or properties of the District 
other than ad valorem taxes levied on taxable property in the District.  The Bonds, 
including the interest thereon, are payable solely from taxes levied under Sections 
15250 and 15252 of the Education Code.  The District acknowledges that the Bonds are 
secured by a statutory lien on all revenues received pursuant to the levy and collection 
of the voter-approved tax for the Bonds. 

 
(c) The District shall transmit a copy of this Agreement, together with the 

debt service schedule for the Bonds, to the office of the County Auditor-Controller and 
County Treasurer in sufficient time to permit the County to establish tax rates for the 
Bonds.  In the event that the debt service schedule is revised, the District shall cause to 
be transmitted to the County Auditor-Controller and County Treasurer in sufficient time 
for the next property tax levy a revised debt service schedule. 

 
SECTION 4.02.  Establishment of Debt Service Fund.  Pursuant to the Authorizing 

Resolution, the District has requested that the Sonoma County Treasurer establish, hold 
and maintain a fund to be known as the “Bellevue Union School District 2022 Refunding 
General Obligation Bonds Debt Service Fund”, as a separate account, distinct from all 
other funds of the County and the District.  All taxes levied by the County, at the request 
of the District, for the payment of the principal of and interest on the Bonds shall be 
deposited in the Debt Service Fund by the County promptly upon apportionment of said 
levy. 

 
SECTION 4.03.  Disbursements from Debt Service Fund.  As provided in the 

Authorizing Resolution, the County Treasurer shall transfer amounts on deposit in the 
Debt Service Fund, to the extent necessary to pay the principal of and interest on any 
series of Bonds when due and payable, to the Paying Agent which, in turn, shall apply 
such funds to the payment of the principal of and interest on said series of Bonds to the 
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registered owner thereof.  Any moneys remaining in the Debt Service Fund after any of 
the Bonds and the interest thereon have been paid, shall be transferred to any other 
interest and sinking fund for general obligation bond indebtedness of the District, and in 
the event there is no such debt outstanding, shall be transferred to the District’s general 
fund, as provided in Section 15234 of the Education Code.  As provided in Section 
15232 of the Education Code, amounts in the Debt Service Fund shall also be applied to 
pay the expense of paying any series of the Bonds elsewhere than at the office of the 
County.  The District has authorized the application of amounts in the Debt Service Fund 
to reimburse the County for all costs and expenses incurred by it in processing the 
District’s payments from time to time for the services of the Paying Agent which is 
designated for any series of Bonds. 

 
SECTION 4.04.  Pledge of Taxes.  The District has acknowledged in the 

Authorizing Resolution that the Bonds are secured by a statutory lien on all revenues 
received pursuant to the levy and collection of the voter-approved tax for the Bonds. The 
District has pledged and hereby pledges all revenues from the property taxes collected 
from the levy by the Board of Supervisors of the County for the payment of the Bonds 
including the Bonds and amounts on deposit in the Debt Service Fund to the payment of 
the principal or redemption price of and interest on the Bonds.  This pledge shall be valid 
and binding from the date hereof for the benefit of the owners of the Bonds and 
successors thereto.  The principal of and interest on the Bonds do not constitute a debt 
of the County, the State of California, or any of its political subdivisions other than the 
District, or any of the officers, agents or employees thereof, and neither the County, the 
State of California, any of its political subdivisions nor any of the officers, agents or 
employees thereof are liable thereon.  

 
SECTION 4.05.  Investments.  All moneys held in any of the funds or accounts 

established with the County under the Authorizing Resolution will be invested in 
Authorized Investments in accordance with the investment policies of the County, as 
such policies exist at the time of investment.  Obligations purchased as an investment of 
moneys in any fund or account will be deemed to be part of such fund or account.  All 
interest or gain derived from the investment of amounts in any of the funds or accounts 
established hereunder will be deposited in the fund or account from which such 
investment was made, and will be expended for the purposes thereof.  The County 
Treasurer has no responsibility in the reporting, reconciling and monitoring of the 
investment of the proceeds of the Bonds. 

 
All interest or gain derived from the investment of amounts in any of the funds or 

accounts established hereunder shall be deposited in the fund or account from which 
such investment was made, and shall be expended for the purposes thereof.  The 
District covenants that all investments of amounts deposited in any fund or account 
created by or under the Authorizing Resolution, or otherwise containing proceeds of the 
Bonds issued on a federally tax-exempt basis, shall be acquired and disposed of at the 
Fair Market Value thereof.  For purposes of this Section, the term “Fair Market Value” 
shall mean, with respect to any investment, the price at which a willing buyer would 
purchase such investment from a willing seller in a bona fide, arm’s length transaction 
(determined as of the date the contract to purchase or sell the investment becomes 
binding) if the investment is traded on an established securities market (within the 
meaning of Section 1273 of the Tax Code) and, otherwise, the term “Fair Market Value” 
means the acquisition price in a bona fide arm’s length transaction (as described above) 
if (i) the investment is a certificate of deposit that is acquired in accordance with 
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applicable regulations under the Tax Code or (ii) the investment is a United States 
Treasury Security - State and Local Government Series that is acquired in accordance 
with applicable regulations of the United States Bureau of Public Debt. 

 
 

ARTICLE V 
 

FINANCIAL COVENANTS; TAX COVENANTS 
 
SECTION 5.01.  Punctual Payment.  The District will punctually pay, or cause to 

be paid, the principal of and interest on the Bonds, in strict conformity with the terms of 
the Bonds and of this Agreement, and it will faithfully observe and perform all of the 
conditions, covenants and requirements of this Agreement and of the Bonds.  In no 
event is the District obligated to pay principal of and interest on the Bonds out of any 
funds or properties of the District other than ad valorem taxes levied upon all taxable 
property in the District; provided, however, nothing herein prevents the District from 
making advances of its own moneys howsoever derived to any of the uses or purposes 
permitted by law. 

 
SECTION 5.02.  Levy for Payment of Bonds.  The District shall take all steps 

required by law and by the County to ensure that the Board of Supervisors of the County 
shall annually levy a tax upon all taxable property in the District sufficient to pay the 
principal of and interest on the Bonds as and when the same becomes due. 

SECTION 5.03.  Books and Accounts.  The District will keep, or cause to be kept, 
proper books of record and accounts, separate from all other records and accounts of 
the District in which complete and correct entries shall be made of all transactions 
relating to the expenditure of the proceeds of the Bonds.  Such books of record and 
accounts shall at all times during business hours be subject to the inspection of the 
Paying Agent (who shall have no duty to inspect) and the Owners of not less than 10% 
in aggregate principal amount of the Bonds then Outstanding, or their representatives 
authorized in writing. 

 
SECTION 5.04.  Protection of Security and Rights of Bond Owners.  The District 

will preserve and protect the security of the Bonds and the rights of the Bond Owners, 
and will warrant and defend their rights against all claims and demands of all persons.  
From and after the sale and delivery of any of the Bonds by the District, the Bonds shall 
be incontestable by the District. 

 
SECTION 5.05.  Tax Covenants.  The following tax covenants apply to the 

Refunded Bonds through August 1, 2024, the date upon which the Refunded Bonds will 
be redeemed with proceeds of the Bonds deposited in the Escrow Fund, and shall apply 
to the Bonds, but only on or after the Tax Rate Conversion Date and the satisfaction of 
all conditions of Section 2.02(e).  In the event that, upon conversion to the Tax-Exempt 
Interest Rate, Bond Counsel advises the parties hereto that due to changes in applicable 
law following the Closing Date, this section shall be amended, the parties agree to 
undertake such amendment to reflect such changes in law.  The District has no liability 
to the Original Purchaser as a result of changes to the tax covenants set forth below due 
to changes in applicable law. 
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(a) Maintenance of Tax-Exemption.  The District shall take all actions 
necessary to assure the exclusion of interest on the applicable series of 
bonds from the gross income of the owners of said bonds to the same 
extent as such interest is permitted to be excluded from gross income 
under the Tax Code as in effect on the Closing Date. 
 
(b) Private Activity Bond Limitation.  The District shall assure that the 
proceeds of the applicable series of bonds are not so used as to cause 
said bonds to satisfy the private business tests of Section 141(b) of the 
Tax Code or the private loan financing test of Section 141(c) of the Tax 
Code. 
 
(c) Federal Guarantee Prohibition.  The District shall not take any 
action or permit or suffer any action to be taken if the result of the same 
would be to cause any of the applicable series of bonds to be “federally 
guaranteed” within the meaning of Section 149(b) of the Tax Code. 
 
(d) No Arbitrage.  The District shall not take, or permit or suffer to be 
taken by the Paying Agent or the County or otherwise, any action with 
respect to the proceeds of the applicable series of bonds which, if such 
action had been reasonably expected to have been taken, or had been 
deliberately and intentionally taken, on the applicable original delivery 
date would have caused said applicable series of bonds to be “arbitrage 
bonds” within the meaning of Section 148 of the Tax Code. 
 
(e) Rebate of Excess Investment Earnings to United States.  The 
District shall calculate or cause to be calculated excess investment 
earnings with respect to the applicable series of bonds which are required 
to be rebated to the United States of America under Section 148(f) of the 
Tax Code, and shall pay the full amount of such excess investment 
earnings to the United States of America in such amounts, at such times 
and in such manner as may be required under the Tax Code, but only if 
and to the extent such Section 148(f) is applicable to said bonds.  Such 
payments shall be made by the District from any source of legally 
available funds of the District.  The District shall keep or cause to be kept, 
and retain or cause to be retained for a period of six years following the 
retirement of the applicable series of bonds, records of the determinations 
made under this subsection (e).  In order to provide for the administration 
of this subsection (e), the District may provide for the employment of 
independent attorneys, accountants and consultants compensated on 
such reasonable basis as the District deems appropriate. 
 
The District may determine to designate, on the Tax-Exempt Conversion Date, 

the Bonds for purposes of paragraph (3) of section 265(b) of the Tax Code and 
represents that not more than $10,000,000 aggregate principal amount of obligations the 
interest on which is excludable (under section 103(a) of the Tax Code) from gross 
income for federal income tax purposes (excluding (i) private activity bonds, as defined 
in section 141 of the Tax Code, except certain qualified 501(c)(3) bonds as defined in 
section 145 of the Tax Code and (ii) current refunding obligations to the extent the 
amount of the refunding obligation does not exceed the outstanding amount of the 
refunded obligation), including the Bonds, has been or will be issued by the District, 
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including all subordinate entities of the District, during the calendar year of said 
conversion.  If applicable, the District will make said designations in the documentation 
identified in Section 2.02(e) or as otherwise directed by Bond Counsel. 

 
SECTION 5.06.  Financial Statements; Additional Annual Reporting.  Unless 

electronically available on a public website including the Electronic Municipal Market 
Access domain of the Municipal Securities Rulemaking Board, the District shall cause to 
be prepared and provided to the Original Purchaser complete audited financial 
statements for the District on an annual basis during the term of the Bonds.  A copy of 
such statements shall be provided or otherwise available on or before March 31 of each 
year while the Bonds are outstanding, commencing by March 31, 2023. 

 
SECTION 5.07.  Notices Required Under Certain Circumstances.  The District 

shall provide the Original Purchaser with written notice of any of the following events:  
(a) the occurrence of a default under any of the documents executed in connection with 
a debt obligation of the District; or (b)  the commencement of litigation in which the 
District is a named defendant or other governmental proceeding the result of which may 
have a material adverse effect on the District’s finances.  Such notice shall be provided 
within 60 days of the date that the District becomes aware of such action or proceeding. 

 
SECTION 5.08.  No Sovereign Immunity.  The District does not enjoy any rights of 

immunity on the grounds of sovereign immunity in respect of its obligations under this 
Agreement.  To the extent the District has or hereafter may acquire under any applicable 
law any rights to immunity from legal proceedings on the grounds of sovereignty, the 
District hereby waives, but only to the extent permitted by law, such rights to immunity 
for itself in respect of its obligations arising under or related to this Agreement. 

 
SECTION 5.09. Further Assurances.  The District will adopt, make, execute and 

deliver any and all such further agreements, instruments and assurances as may be 
reasonably necessary or proper to carry out the intention or to facilitate the performance 
of this Agreement, and for the better assuring and confirming unto the Owners of the 
Bonds of the rights and benefits provided in this Agreement. 

 
SECTION 5.10.  Records Retention. The District will retain its records of all 

accounting and monitoring it carries out with respect to the Bonds for at least three years 
after the Bonds mature. 

 
 

ARTICLE VI 
 

THE PAYING AGENT 
 
SECTION 6.01.  Appointment of Paying Agent. The Bank of New York Mellon 

Trust Company N.A., as agent for the County, is hereby appointed to act as Paying 
Agent for the Bonds and, in such capacity, shall also act as registration agent and 
authentication agent for the Bonds.  The Paying Agent undertakes to perform such 
duties, and only such duties, as are specifically set forth in this Agreement, and even 
during the continuance of an event of default with respect to the Bonds, no implied 
covenants or obligations shall be read into this Agreement against the Paying Agent. 
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The District may remove the Paying Agent initially appointed, with prior written 
consent of the Original Purchaser (such consent not to be unreasonably withheld) and 
any successor thereto, and may appoint a successor or successors thereto, but any 
such successor shall be a bank or trust company doing business and having an office in 
the State of California, having a combined capital (exclusive of borrowed capital) and 
surplus of at least $50,000,000, and subject to supervision or examination by federal or 
state authority.  If such bank or trust company publishes a report of condition at least 
annually, under law or to the requirements of any supervising or examining authority 
above referred to, then for the purposes of this Section 6.01 the combined capital and 
surplus of such bank or trust company shall be deemed to be its combined capital and 
surplus as set forth in its most recent report of condition so published. 

 
The Paying Agent may at any time resign by giving written notice to the District 

and the Bond Owners of such resignation.  Upon receiving notice of such resignation, 
the District shall promptly appoint a successor Paying Agent by an instrument in writing 
within 30 days.  Any resignation or removal of the Paying Agent and appointment of a 
successor Paying Agent will become effective upon acceptance of appointment by the 
successor Paying Agent. 

 
SECTION 6.02.  Liability of Agents.  The recitals of facts, covenants and 

agreements herein and in the Bonds contained shall be taken as statements, covenants 
and agreements of the District, and the Paying Agent assumes no responsibility for the 
correctness of the same, nor makes any representations as to the validity or sufficiency 
of this Agreement or of the Bonds, nor shall incur any responsibility in respect thereof, 
other than as set forth in this Agreement.  The Paying Agent is not liable in connection 
with the performance of its duties hereunder, except for its own negligence or willful 
misconduct. 

 
In the absence of bad faith, the Paying Agent may conclusively rely, as to the 

truth of the statements and the correctness of the opinions expressed therein, upon 
certificates or opinions furnished to the Paying Agent and conforming to the 
requirements of this Agreement. 

 
The Paying Agent is not liable for any error of judgment made in good faith by a 

responsible officer of the Paying Agent, in the absence of the gross negligence of the 
Paying Agent. 

 
The Paying Agent may execute any of the powers hereunder or perform any 

duties hereunder either directly or by or through agents or attorneys and the Paying 
Agent shall not be responsible for any misconduct or negligence on the part of any agent 
or attorney appointed with due care by it hereunder. 

 
SECTION 6.03.  Notice to Agents.  The Paying Agent may rely and shall be 

protected in acting or refraining from acting upon any notice, resolution, request, 
consent, order, certificate, report, warrant, bond or other paper or document believed by 
it to be genuine and to have been signed or presented by the proper party or proper 
parties.  The Paying Agent may consult with counsel, who may be counsel to the District, 
with regard to legal questions, and the opinion of such counsel shall be full and complete 
authorization and protection in respect of any action taken or suffered by it hereunder in 
good faith and in accordance therewith. 
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Whenever in the administration of its duties under this Agreement the Paying 
Agent deems it necessary or desirable that a matter be proved or established prior to 
taking or suffering any action hereunder, such matter (unless other evidence in respect 
thereof be herein specifically prescribed) may, in the absence of bad faith on the part of 
the Paying Agent, be deemed to be conclusively proved and established by a certificate 
of the District, and such certificate shall be full warrant to the Paying Agent for any action 
taken or suffered under the provisions of this Agreement upon the faith thereof, but in its 
discretion the Paying Agent may, in lieu thereof, accept other evidence of such matter or 
may require such additional evidence as to it may seem reasonable. 

 
SECTION 6.04.  Actions Upon Instructions.  The Paying Agent shall have the right 

to accept and act upon instructions, including funds transfer instructions (“Instructions”) 
given pursuant to this Agreement and delivered using Electronic Means; provided, 
however, that the District shall provide to the Paying Agent an incumbency certificate 
listing officers with the authority to provide such Instructions (“Authorized Officers”) and 
containing specimen signatures of such Authorized Officers, which incumbency 
certificate shall be amended by the District whenever a person is to be added or deleted 
from the listing.  If the District elects to give the Paying Agent Instructions using 
Electronic Means and the Paying Agent in its discretion elects to act upon such 
Instructions, the Paying Agent’s understanding of such Instructions shall be deemed 
controlling.  The District understands and agrees that the Paying Agent cannot 
determine the identity of the actual sender of such Instructions and that the Paying 
Agent shall conclusively presume that directions that purport to have been sent by an 
Authorized Officer listed on the incumbency certificate provided to the Paying Agent 
have been sent by such Authorized Officer.  The District shall be responsible for 
ensuring that only Authorized Officers transmit such Instructions to the Paying Agent and 
that the District and all Authorized Officers are solely responsible to safeguard the use 
and confidentiality of applicable user and authorization codes, passwords and/or 
authentication keys upon receipt by the District.  The Paying Agent shall not be liable for 
any losses, costs or expenses arising directly or indirectly from the Paying Agent’s 
reliance upon and compliance with such Instructions notwithstanding such directions 
conflict or are inconsistent with a subsequent written instruction.  The District agrees: (i) 
to assume all risks arising out of the use of Electronic Means to submit Instructions to 
the Paying Agent, including without limitation the risk of the Paying Agent acting on 
unauthorized Instructions, and the risk of interception and misuse by third parties; (ii) 
that it is fully informed of the protections and risks associated with the various methods 
of transmitting Instructions to the Paying Agent and that there may be more secure 
methods of transmitting Instructions than the method(s) selected by the District; (iii) that 
the security procedures (if any) to be followed in connection with its transmission of 
Instructions provide to it a commercially reasonable degree of protection in light of its 
particular needs and circumstances; and (iv) to notify the Paying Agent immediately 
upon learning of any compromise or unauthorized use of the security procedures. 
 

"Electronic Means" shall mean the following communications methods: e-mail, 
facsimile transmission, secure electronic transmission containing applicable 
authorization codes, passwords and/or authentication keys issued by the Paying Agent, 
or another method or system specified by the Paying Agent as available for use in 
connection with its services hereunder.  

 
SECTION 6.05.  Compensation; Indemnification.  The District shall pay to the 

Paying Agent from time to time reasonable compensation for all services rendered under 
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this Agreement, as set forth in the Paying Agent’s current fee schedule then in effect for 
services as Paying Agent/Bond Registrar for municipalities. In addition, the District also 
agrees to reimburse the Paying Agent, upon its request, for all reasonable out of 
pocket expenses, disbursements, and advances, including without limitation the 
reasonable fees, expenses and disbursements of its agents and attorneys incurred or 
made by the Paying Agent in connection with entering into and performing under this 
Agreement or in connection with investigating and defending itself against any claim or 
liability hereunder. The District shall indemnify the Paying Agent, it’s officers, directors 
and employees (“Indemnified Parties”) for and hold them harmless against 
any loss, costs, claims, liability or expense arising out of or in connection with the Paying 
Agent’s acceptance or administration of the Paying Agent’s duties hereunder which are 
not due to the Paying Agent’s gross negligence or willful misconduct.  No provision of 
this Agreement shall require the Paying Agent to risk or expend its own funds. The 
obligations of the District under this Section 6.05 shall survive the termination or 
discharge of this Agreement. 

 
 
 

ARTICLE VII 
 

EVENTS OF DEFAULT AND REMEDIES OF BOND OWNERS 
 
SECTION 7.01.  Events of Default.  Each of the following events shall constitute an 

Event of Default hereunder:   
 
(a) default in the due and punctual payment of any installment of the 

principal of the Bonds when and as the same shall become due and 
payable; 

 
(b) default in the due and punctual payment of any installment of 

interest on the Bonds when and as such interest installment shall 
become due and payable;  

 
(c) failure by the District to observe or perform any of the other 

covenants, agreements or conditions on its part contained in this 
Agreement or in the Bonds, if such failure has continued for a 
period of 30 days after written notice thereof, specifying such 
failure and requesting that it be remedied, has been given to the 
District; except that, if such failure can be remedied but not within 
such thirty (30) day period the failure will not constitute an Event of 
Default if the District commences to cure the failure within such 30-
day period and thereafter diligently and in good faith cures the 
failure in a reasonable period of time, and,  

 
(d) the filing by the District of a petition or answer seeking 

reorganization or arrangement under the federal bankruptcy laws or 
any other applicable law of the United States of America, or if a 
court of competent jurisdiction shall approve a petition, filed with or 
without the consent of the District, seeking reorganization under the 
federal bankruptcy laws or any other applicable law of the United 
States of America, or if, under the provisions of any other law for the 
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relief or aid of debtors, any court of competent jurisdiction shall 
assume custody or control of the District or of the whole or any 
substantial part of its property. 

 
SECTION 7.02.  Remedies of Bond Owners.  Any Bond Owner has the right, for 

the equal benefit and protection of all Bond Owners similarly situated: 
 
(a) by mandamus, suit, action or proceeding, to compel the District and 

its members, officers, agents or employees to perform each and 
every term, provision and covenant contained in this Paying Agent 
Agreement and in the Bonds, and to require the carrying out of any 
or all such covenants and agreements of the District and the 
fulfillment of all duties imposed upon it; 

 
(b) by suit, action or proceeding in equity, to enjoin any acts or things 

which are unlawful, or the violation of any of the Bond Owners’ 
rights; or 

 
(c) upon the happening and continuation of any default by the District 

hereunder or under the Bonds, by suit, action or proceeding in any 
court of competent jurisdiction, to require the District and its 
members and employees to account as if it and they were the 
trustees of an express trust. 

 
SECTION 7.03.  Remedies Not Exclusive.  No remedy herein conferred upon the 

Owners of Bonds shall be exclusive of any other remedy and that each and every 
remedy shall be cumulative and shall be in addition to every other remedy given 
hereunder or thereafter conferred on the Bond Owners. 

 
SECTION 7.04.  Default Payment.  If any payment of principal of or interest on the 

Bonds is not punctually paid to the Owner of the Bonds, a penalty on said late principal 
or interest or both for said period shall apply determined at a rate of 3.00% per annum, 
calculated on a 30/360 day basis (the “Default Payment”).  Said rate shall apply only 
during the period such payment was not paid and in default.  The District shall make 
best efforts to include the amount due as the Default Payment in the next levy by the 
County and paid to the Owner on the next Payment Date after which the Default 
Payment was included on the property tax rolls.  Debt service on the Bonds including 
any Default Payment is payable from solely from ad valorem property taxes levied and 
collected by the County for payment thereof, or any other lawfully available funds made 
available therefor by the District at its option. The District is not liable for any failure of 
the County to include a Default Payment in the tax levy relating to the Bonds. 

 
SECTION 7.05.  Non-Waiver. Nothing in this Article VII or in any other provision of 

Paying Agent Agreement or in the Bonds, affects or impairs the obligation of the District, 
which is absolute and unconditional, to pay the principal of and interest on the Bonds to 
the respective Owners of the Bonds at the respective dates of maturity, as herein 
provided, or affects or impairs the right of action against the District, which is also 
absolute and unconditional, of such Owners to institute suit against the District to 
enforce such payment by virtue of the contract embodied in the Bonds.  
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A waiver of any default by any Bond Owner shall not affect any subsequent 
default or impair any rights or remedies on the subsequent default.  No delay or 
omission of any Owner of any of the Bonds to exercise any right or power accruing upon 
any default shall impair any such right or power or shall be construed to be a waiver of 
any such default or an acquiescence therein, and every power and remedy conferred 
upon the Bond Owners by this Article VII may be enforced and exercised from time to 
time and as often as shall be deemed expedient by the Owners of the Bonds.  

 
If a suit, action or proceeding to enforce any right or exercise any remedy be 

abandoned or determined adversely to the Bond Owners, the District and the Bond 
Owners shall be restored to their former positions, rights and remedies as if such suit, 
action or proceeding had not been brought or taken. 

 
 

ARTICLE VIII 
 

AMENDMENT OF THIS AGREEMENT 
 
SECTION 8.01.  Amendments Effective Without Consent of the Owners.  For any 

one or more of the following purposes and at any time or from time to time, a 
Supplemental Agreement may be approved by the District and Paying Agent, which, 
without the requirement of consent of the Owners of the Bonds, shall be fully effective in 
accordance with its terms: 

 
(a) To add to the covenants and agreements of the District in this 

Agreement, other covenants and agreements to be observed by the 
District which are not contrary to or inconsistent with this Agreement 
as theretofore in effect; 

 
(b) To confirm, as further assurance, any pledge under, and to subject 

to any lien or pledge created or to be created by, this Agreement, of 
any moneys, securities or funds, or to establish any additional funds 
or accounts to be held under this Agreement; 

 
(c) To cure any ambiguity, supply any omission, or cure or correct any 

defect or inconsistent provision in this Agreement, which in any 
event shall not materially adversely affect the interests of the Bond 
Owners, in the opinion of Bond Counsel filed with the District; or 

 
(d) To make such additions, deletions or modifications as may be 

necessary or desirable to assure exemption from federal income 
taxation of interest on the Bonds, in the opinion of Bond Counsel 
filed with the District, the Paying Agent and the Original Purchaser. 

 
Notwithstanding the foregoing provisions of this Section 8.01, so long as any of 

the Bonds are owned by the Original Purchaser, no amendment under this Section 8.01 
shall be effective without the prior written consent of the Original Purchaser. 

 
SECTION 8.02.  Amendments Effective With Consent of the Owners.  Any 

modification or amendment of this Agreement and of the rights and obligations of the 
District and of the Owners of the Bonds, in any particular, may be made by a

Supplemental Agreement, with the written consent of the Owners of a majority in 
aggregate principal amount of the Bonds Outstanding at the time such consent is given.  
No such modification or amendment shall permit a change in the terms of maturity of the 
principal of any Outstanding Bonds or of any interest payable thereon or a reduction in 
the principal amount thereof or in the rate of interest thereon, or shall reduce the 
percentage of Bonds the consent of the Owners of which is required to effect any such 
modification or amendment, or shall change any of the provisions in Section 7.01 
relating to Events of Default, or shall reduce the amount of moneys pledged for the 
repayment of the Bonds without the consent of all the Owners of such Bonds, or shall 
change or modify any of the rights or obligations of any Paying Agent without its written 
assent thereto. 

 
SECTION 8.03.  Prohibited Amendments.  No such modification or amendment 

shall permit a change in the terms of maturity of the principal of any Outstanding Bonds 
or of any interest payable thereon or a reduction in the principal amount thereof or in the 
rate of interest thereon, or shall reduce the percentage of Bonds the consent of the 
Owners of which is required to effect any such modification or amendment, or shall 
change any of the provisions in Section 7.01 relating to Remedies, or shall reduce the 
amount of moneys pledged for the repayment of the Bonds without the consent of all the 
Owners of such Bonds, or shall change or modify any of the rights or obligations of any 
Paying Agent without its written assent thereto. 

 
 

ARTICLE IX 
 

MISCELLANEOUS 
 
SECTION 9.01.  Benefits Limited to Parties.  Nothing in this Agreement, expressed 

or implied, is intended to give to any person other than the District, the County, the 
Paying Agent, the Original Purchaser and the Owners of the Bonds, any right, remedy, 
claim under or by reason of this Agreement.  Any covenants, stipulations, promises or 
agreements in this Agreement contained by and on behalf of the District shall be for the 
sole and exclusive benefit of the Owners of the Bonds. 

 
SECTION 9.02.  Defeasance. 
 
(a) Discharge of Agreement.  Provided that the District first obtains written 

confirmation from the Internal Revenue Service, or an opinion of Bond Counsel in form 
and substance acceptable to the Owner, which provides that doing so will not adversely 
affect the tax-exempt status of interest on the Bonds, the Bonds may be paid by the 
District in any of the following ways, provided that the District also pays or causes to be 
paid any other sums payable hereunder by the District: 

 
(i) by paying or causing to be paid the principal of and interest on such 

Bonds, as and when the same become due and payable; 
 
(ii) by irrevocably depositing, at or before maturity, money or securities 

in the necessary amount (as provided in Section 9.02(c) hereof) to 
pay or redeem such Bonds; or 

 
(iii) by delivering such Bonds to the Paying Agent for cancellation by it. 
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If the District pays all Outstanding Bonds and also pays or causes to be paid all 

other sums payable hereunder by the District, then and in that case, at the election of 
the District (evidenced by a certificate of a District Representative filed with the Paying 
Agent, signifying the intention of the District to discharge all such indebtedness and this 
Agreement), and notwithstanding that any Bonds have not been surrendered for 
payment, this Agreement and other assets made under this Agreement and all 
covenants, agreements and other obligations of the District under this Agreement shall 
cease, terminate, become void and be completely discharged and satisfied, except only 
as provided in Section 9.02(b).  In such event, upon request of the District, the Paying 
Agent shall cause an accounting for such period or periods as may be requested by the 
District to be prepared and filed with the District and shall execute and deliver to the 
District all such instruments as may be necessary to evidence such discharge and 
satisfaction, and the Paying Agent shall pay over, transfer, assign or deliver to the 
District all moneys or securities or other property held by it under this Agreement which 
are not required for the payment of Bonds not theretofore surrendered for such payment. 

 
(b) Discharge of Liability on Bonds.  Upon the deposit, at or before maturity, of 

money or securities in the necessary amount (as provided in Section 9.02(c) hereof) to 
pay or redeem any Outstanding Bond (whether upon or prior to its maturity or the 
redemption date of such Bond), then all liability of the District in respect of such Bond 
shall cease and be completely discharged, except only that thereafter the Owner thereof 
shall be entitled only to payment of the principal of and interest on such Bond by the 
District, and the District shall remain liable for such payment, but only out of such money 
or securities deposited with the Paying Agent as aforesaid for such payment, provided 
further, however, that the provisions of Section 9.02(d) shall apply in all events. 

 
The District may at any time surrender to the Paying Agent for cancellation by it 

any Bonds previously issued and delivered, which the District may have acquired in any 
manner whatsoever, and such Bonds, upon such surrender and cancellation, shall be 
deemed to be paid and retired. 

 
(c) Deposit of Money or Securities with Paying Agent or other Holder.  

Whenever in this Agreement it is provided or permitted that there be deposited with or 
held by the Paying Agent or other agent or holder money or securities in the necessary 
amount to pay any Bonds, the money or securities so to be deposited or held may 
include money or securities held by the Paying Agent in the funds and accounts 
established under this Agreement and shall be: 

 
(i) lawful money of the United States of America in an amount equal to 

the principal amount of such Bonds and all unpaid interest thereon 
to maturity, except that, in the case of Bonds which are to be 
redeemed prior to maturity and in respect of which notice of such 
redemption has been given as provided herein or provision 
satisfactory to the Paying Agent has been made for the giving of 
such notice, the amount to be deposited or held shall be the 
principal amount or redemption price of such Bonds and all unpaid 
interest thereon to the redemption date; or 

 
(ii) Federal Securities (not callable by the issuer thereof prior to 

maturity) the principal of and interest on which when due, in the 
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opinion of a certified public accountant delivered to the District, will 
provide money sufficient to pay the principal or redemption price of 
and all unpaid interest to maturity, or to the redemption date, as the 
case may be, on the Bonds to be paid or redeemed, as such 
principal or redemption price and interest become due, provided 
that, in the case of Bonds which are to be redeemed prior to the 
maturity thereof, notice of such redemption has been given as 
provided herein or provision satisfactory to the Paying Agent has 
been made for the giving of such notice. 

 
(d) Payment of Bonds After Discharge of Agreement.  Notwithstanding any 

provisions of this Agreement, any moneys held by the Paying Agent for the payment of 
the principal of, or interest on, any Bonds and remaining unclaimed for two years after 
the principal of all of the Bonds has become due and payable (whether at maturity or 
upon a redemption, as provided in this Agreement), if such moneys were so held at such 
date, or two years after the date of deposit of such moneys if deposited after said date 
when all of the Bonds became due and payable, shall, upon request of the District, be 
repaid to the District free from the trusts created by this Agreement, and all liability of the 
Paying Agent with respect to such moneys shall thereupon cease; provided, however, 
that before the repayment of such moneys to the District as aforesaid, the Paying Agent 
may (at the cost of the District) first mail to the Owners of all Bonds which have not been 
paid at the addresses shown on the Registration Books a notice in such form as may be 
deemed appropriate by the Paying Agent, with respect to the Bonds so payable and not 
presented and with respect to the provisions relating to the repayment to the District of 
the moneys held for the payment thereof. 

 
SECTION 9.03.  Execution of Documents and Proof of Ownership by Bond 

Owners.  Any request, declaration or other instrument which this Agreement may require 
or permit to be executed by Bond Owners may be in one or more instruments of similar 
tenor, and shall be executed by Bond Owners in person or by their attorneys appointed 
in writing. 

 
Except as otherwise herein expressly provided, the fact and date of the execution 

by any Bond Owner or such Owner’s attorney of such request, declaration or other 
instrument, or of such writing appointing such attorney, may be proved by the certificate 
of any notary public or other officer authorized to take acknowledgments of deeds to be 
recorded in the state in which he purports to act, that the person signing such request, 
declaration or other instrument or writing acknowledged to him the execution thereof, or 
by an affidavit of a witness of such execution, duly sworn to before such notary public or 
other officer. 

 
Except as otherwise herein expressly provided, the ownership of registered 

Bonds and the amount, maturity, number and date of holding the same shall be proved 
by the Registration Books. 

 
Any request, declaration or other instrument or writing of the Owner of any Bond 

shall bind all future Owners of such Bond in respect of anything done or suffered to be 
done by the District or the Paying Agent in good faith and in accordance therewith. 

 
SECTION 9.04.  Waiver of Personal Liability.  No Board member, officer, agent or 

employee of the District is individually or personally liable for the payment of the principal 
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of or interest on the Bonds.  Nothing herein contained relieves any such Board member, 
officer, agent or employee from the performance of any official duly provided by law. 

 
SECTION 9.05. Destruction of Canceled Bonds.  Whenever in this Agreement 

provision is made for the surrender to the District of any Bonds which have been paid or 
canceled under the provisions of this Agreement, a certificate of destruction duly 
executed by the Paying Agent shall be deemed to be the equivalent of the surrender of 
such canceled Bonds and the District shall be entitled to rely upon any statement of fact 
contained in any certificate with respect to the destruction of any such Bonds therein 
referred to. 

 
SECTION 9.06.  Partial Invalidity.  If any section, paragraph, sentence, clause or 

phrase of this Agreement shall for any reason be held illegal or unenforceable, such 
holding shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions of this Agreement.  The 
District hereby declares that it would have adopted this Agreement and each and every 
other section, paragraph, sentence, clause or phrase hereof and authorized the issue of 
the Bonds pursuant thereto irrespective of the fact that any one or more sections, 
paragraphs, sentences, clauses, or phrases of this Agreement may be held illegal, 
invalid or unenforceable.  If, by reason of the judgment of any court, the District is 
rendered unable to perform its duties hereunder, all such duties and all of the rights and 
powers of the District hereunder shall be assumed by and vest in the Deputy 
Superintendent of the District for the benefit of the Bond Owners. 

 
SECTION 9.07.  Payment on Business Days.  Whenever in this Agreement any 

amount is required to be paid on a day which is not a Business Day, such payment shall 
be required to be made on the Business Day immediately following such day, provided 
that interest shall not accrue from and after such day. 

 
SECTION 9.08.  Notices.  Any notice, request, complaint, demand or other 

communication under this Agreement shall be given by first class mail or personal 
delivery to the party entitled thereto at its address set forth below, or by telecopy or other 
form of telecommunication, at its number set forth below.  Notice shall be effective either 
(a) upon transmission by facsimile transmission or other form of telecommunication, (b) 
48 hours after deposit in the United States mail, postage prepaid, or (c) in the case of 
personal delivery to any person, upon actual receipt.   Notwithstanding the foregoing, e-
mailed notices may be provided and will be deemed effective and received upon a reply 
response from the recipient confirming receipt, but delivery of the original notice via mail 
or personal delivery shall be provided to the recipient within five days thereof.  The 
District or the Paying Agent may, by written notice to the other parties, from time to time 
modify the address or number to which communications are to be given hereunder.

SECTION 9.10.  Unclaimed Moneys.  Anything in this Agreement to the contrary 

notwithstanding, subject to the laws of the State of California, any moneys held by the 
Paying Agent for the payment and discharge of any of the Bonds which remain 
unclaimed for two years after the date when such Bonds have become due and payable, 
either at their stated maturity dates, if such moneys were held by the Paying Agent at 
such date, or for two years after the date of deposit of such moneys if deposited with the 
Paying Agent after said date when such Bonds become due and payable, shall, at the 
Written Request of the District, be repaid by the Paying Agent to the District, as its 
absolute property and free from trust, and the Paying Agent shall thereupon be released 
and discharged with respect thereto and the Bond Owners shall look only to the District 
for the payment of such Bonds; provided, however, that before being required to make 
any such payment to the District, the Paying Agent shall, at the expense of the District, 
cause to be mailed to the Owners of all such Bonds, at their respective addresses 
appearing on the Registration Books, a notice that said moneys remain unclaimed and 
that, after a date named in said notice, which date shall not be less than 30 days after 
the date of mailing of such notice, the balance of such moneys then unclaimed will be 
returned to the District. 

 
SECTION 9.11.  Servicing; Appointment of Servicer.  The Original Purchaser may 

engage a servicer, and collaterally assign some of all of its rights under this Agreement, 
to act on behalf of the Original Purchaser under this agreement as the “Servicer.”  The 
Original Purchaser shall give written notice to the District and the Paying Agent of its 
appointment, termination, removal or replacement of any Servicer, which notice shall 
identify which rights hereunder have been assigned, and the parties may rely on any 
such notice until any subsequent notice is given.  The Original Purchaser is under no 
obligation to appoint a Servicer; if at any time a Servicer has not been designated by the 
Original Purchaser, any references to the “Servicer” herein shall refer to the Original 
Purchaser.  Any opinion or certificate provided for herein that is directed to the Servicer 
shall also be directed to, and may be relied upon by, the Original Purchaser.  The 
Original Purchaser understands and agrees that any Servicer to which it resells or 
otherwise transfers the Bonds must meet and satisfy the requirements of Section 2.06 
and that such transfer must be in whole and not in part. 

 
The Original Purchaser shall be solely responsible for providing the purchase 

price of the Bonds.  From and after the Closing Date, if the Original Purchaser has 
provided written notice that is has appointed a Servicer, the District and the Paying 
Agent acknowledge and agree that if all rights of the Original Purchaser have been 
assigned thereunder, the Servicer shall exercise all of the rights and remedies of the 
Original Purchaser under this Agreement, shall receive all reports, statements, notices 
and other communications delivered to the Original Purchaser under this Agreement and 
shall be entitled to all of the protections afforded the Original Purchaser under this 
Agreement. 
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SECTION 9.12.  Execution in Several Counterparts.  This Agreement may be 
executed in any number of counterparts and each of such counterparts shall for all 
purposes be deemed to be an original; and all such counterparts, or as many of them as 
the District and the Paying Agent shall preserve undestroyed, shall together constitute 
but one and the same instrument. 

 
SECTION 9.13.  Waiver of Jury Trial; Agreement for Judicial Reference; No 

Sovereign Immunity.  To the fullest extent permitted by law, the District hereby waives its 
right to trial by jury in any action, proceeding and/or hearing on any matter whatsoever 
arising out of, or in any way connected with, the Bonds, this Agreement or any 
documents relating to the Bonds or this Agreement, or the enforcement of any remedy 
under any law, statute, or regulation.  To the extent such waiver is not enforceable, the 
District hereby consents to the adjudication of any and all such matters pursuant to 
Judicial Reference as provided in Section 638 of the California Code of Civil Procedure, 
and the judicial referee shall be empowered to hear and determine any and all issues in 
such Reference whether fact or law.  The District hereby represents that it does not 
possess and will not invoke a claim of sovereign immunity for disputes arising out of 
contractual claims relating to the Bonds or this Agreement. 

 
SECTION 9.14.  Governing Law.  This Agreement shall be construed and 

governed in accordance with the laws of the State of California. 
 
Section 9.15 Availability of Documentation.  This Paying Agent Agreement and 

other documentation related to the Bonds may be posted by the District on a national 
public bond market repository provided that certain information is redacted by the District 
as reasonably directed by the Original Purchaser. Items that should be redacted include 
signatures/names, account numbers, wire transfer and payment instructions and any 
other data that could be construed as sensitive information. 

 
Section 9.16 Electronic Signatures.  The parties hereto agree that the 

transaction described in this Agreement may be conducted by electronic means. Each 
party agrees and acknowledges that it is such party’s intent, that if such party signs this 
Agreement using an electronic signature, it is signing, adopting and accepting this 
Agreement and that signing this Agreement using an electronic signature is the legal 
equivalent of having placed the undersigned officer’s handwritten signature on this 
Agreement on paper. Each party acknowledges that it is being provided with an 
electronic or paper copy of this Agreement in a usable format.

Purchaser in accordance with wire transfer instructions provided by the Original 
Purchaser to the Paying Agent from time to time; provided that principal on this Bond 
which is payable at maturity shall be made only upon presentation and surrender hereof 
at the corporate trust office of the Paying Agent as set forth in the preceding paragraph.

Reference is hereby made to the 
Resolution, the Paying Agent Agreement, dated May ___, 2022, by and between the 
District and the Paying Agent (the “Paying Agent Agreement”) and the Bond Law for a 
description of the terms on which the Bonds are issued and the rights thereunder of the 
owners of the Bonds and the rights, duties and immunities of the Paying Agent and the 
rights and obligations of the District thereunder, to all of the provisions of which 
Resolution and Paying Agent Agreement the Owner of this Bond, by acceptance hereof, 
assents and agrees.  All capitalized terms herein shall have the same meaning as the 
capitalized terms in the Resolution.   

 
The Bonds have been issued to refund on an advance basis certain maturities of 

the District’s outstanding general obligation bonds. 
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The Bonds are general obligations of the District.  The Board has the power to 
direct the County to levy ad valorem taxes upon all property within the District that is 
subject to taxation by the District, without limitation of rate or amount, for the payment of 
the Bonds and the interest thereon.  The Bonds, including the interest thereon, are 
payable solely from taxes levied under Sections 15250 and 15252 of the California 
Education Code.  The Bonds are secured by a statutory lien on all revenues received 
pursuant to the levy and collection of the voter-approved tax for the Bonds. 

 
The principal of and interest on this Bond do not constitute a debt of the County, 

the State of California, or any of its political subdivisions other than the District, or any of 
the officers, agents and employees thereof, and none of the County, the State of 
California, any of its political subdivisions, or any of the officers, agents and employees 
thereof shall be liable hereon.

If any such Term Bonds are redeemed pursuant to the optional redemption

owner hereof for all purposes, and the County, the District and the Paying Agent shall 
not be affected by any notice to the contrary.  

 
This Bond shall be not be valid or obligatory for any purpose and shall not be 

entitled to any security or benefit under the Paying Agent Agreement until the Certificate 
of Authentication below has been manually signed by the Paying Agent.

The undersigned, First Foundation Public Finance, a Delaware statutory trust and wholly 
owned subsidiary of First Foundation Bank (the “Purchaser”), does hereby offer to enter into this 
Bond Purchase Agreement (this “Purchase Agreement”) with the Bellevue Union School District, 
a school district organized and existing under the laws of the State of California (the “District”), 
which, upon your acceptance hereof, will be binding upon the District and the Purchaser.  This 
offer is made subject to acceptance by the District prior to 11:59 p.m., California time, on the date 
hereof. 

Section 1.  Purchase and Sale of the Bonds.  Upon the terms and conditions and upon

Section 2. Role of the Purchaser.  The District represents, warrants and covenants that: 
(i) the transaction contemplated herein and in the Paying Agent Agreement is an arm’s length 
commercial transaction between the District and the Purchaser and its affiliates, (ii) in connection 
with such transaction, the Purchaser and its affiliates are acting solely as a principal and not as 
an advisor including, without limitation, a “Municipal Advisor” as such term is defined in Section 
15B of the Securities and Exchange Act of 1934, as amended, and the related final rules (the 
“Municipal Advisor Rules”), agent or a fiduciary of the District, (iii) the Purchaser and its affiliates 
are relying on the bank exemption in the Municipal Advisor Rules, (iv) the Purchaser and its 
affiliates have not provided any advice or assumed any advisory or fiduciary responsibility in favor 
of the District with respect to the transaction contemplated hereby or by the Paying Agent 
Agreement and the discussions, undertakings and procedures leading thereto (whether or not the 
Purchaser, or any affiliate of the Purchaser, has provided other services or advised, or is currently 
providing other services or advising the District on other matters), (v) the Purchaser and its 
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affiliates have financial and other interests that differ from those of the District, and (vi) the District 
has consulted with its own financial, legal, accounting, tax and other advisors, as applicable, to 
the extent it deemed appropriate. 

Section 3. The Bonds.  The Bonds shall (a) be dated the date of their delivery, being May 
___, 2022 (the “Closing Date”), (b) mature on the date and accrue interest computed at the rate 
as set forth in Exhibit A hereto, and (c) be subject to redemption as set forth in Exhibit A hereto, 
which is incorporated herein by reference.  The parties hereto agree that, notwithstanding terms 
contained in the Resolution (defined below), the Bonds shall not be (i) assigned a rating by any 
rating agency, (ii) registered with The Depository Trust Company or any other securities 
depository, (iii) issued pursuant to any type of offering document or official statement, or (iv) 
assigned CUSIP numbers by Standard & Poor’s CUSIP Service Bureau.  In addition, the Bonds 
are “Cinderella Bonds”, with an interest rate conversion feature as set forth in Exhibit A hereto. 

The Bonds are authorized pursuant to the provisions of the Resolution of the Board of

Agreement; to adopt the Resolution; to issue and to deliver the Bonds; to perform its

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Agreement; (v) seeking to restrain or enjoin the sale, issuance or delivery of any of the 
Bonds, the application of the proceeds of the sale of the Bonds, or the collection of the 
ad valorem tax authorized to be levied to pay the principal of and interest on the Bonds, 
or the application thereof, or (vi) wherein an unfavorable decision, ruling or finding 
would materially adversely affect the validity or enforceability of the Bonds or any other 
District Document, or in which a final adverse decision could materially adversely affect 
the operations of the District, the exclusion of the interest paid on the Bonds from gross 
income for federal tax purposes and the exemption of such interest from California 
personal income taxation. 

(g) No Violation of Debt Limitation.  The District, has not been, is not 
presently and, as a result of the sale, issuance and delivery of the Bonds, will not be 
in violation of any debt limitation, appropriation limitation or any other provision of the 
California Constitution applicable to the Bonds that would materially adversely affect 
the District’s obligations under this Purchase Agreement. 

(h) Certificates.  Any certificate signed by any officer of the District and 
delivered to the Purchaser shall be deemed a representation and warranty by the 
District to the Purchaser as to the statements made therein and the person signing the 
same shall do so in the person’s official capacity and not in the person’s individual 
capacity. 

(i) Security for the Bonds. The Bonds are general obligations of the 
District, and the District has the power to direct the County of Sonoma (the “County”) 
to levy ad valorem taxes upon all property within the District subject to taxation without 
limitation of rate or amount, for the payment of the Bonds and the interest thereon, in 
accordance with and subject to Sections 15250 and Section 15252 of the Education 
Code of the State of California.  

(j) Compliance with Applicable Tax Laws. The District shall not knowingly 
take or omit to take any action that, under existing law, may adversely affect the 
exemption from any applicable State tax of the interest on the Bonds. 

(k) No Other Debt. Between the date hereof and the Closing Date, without 
the prior written consent of the Purchaser, the District will not have issued any other 
bonds, notes or other obligations for borrowed money, excluding obligations sold to 
the Purchaser. 

(l) Certificates. Except as specifically provided, any certificates signed by 
any officer of the District and delivered to the Purchaser shall be deemed a 
representation and warranty by the District to the Purchaser, but not by the person 
signing the same, as to the statements made therein. 

(m) No Financial Advisory or Fiduciary Relationship. The District 
represents, warrants and covenants that: (i) the transaction contemplated herein and 
in the Paying Agent Agreement is an arm’s length commercial transaction between 
the District and the Purchaser and its affiliates, (ii) in connection with such transaction, 
the Purchaser and its affiliates are acting solely as a principal and not as an advisor 
including, without limitation, a “Municipal Advisor” as such term is defined in Section 
15B of the Securities and Exchange Act of 1934, as amended, and the related final 
rules (the “Municipal Advisor Rules”), agent or a fiduciary of the District, (iii) the 
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Purchaser and its affiliates are relying on the Bank exemption in the Municipal Advisor 
Rules, (iv) the Purchaser and its affiliates have not provided any advice or assumed 
any advisory or fiduciary responsibility in favor of the District with respect to the 
transaction contemplated hereby or by the Paying Agent Agreement and the 
discussions, undertakings and procedures leading thereto (whether or not the 
Purchaser, or any affiliate of the Purchaser, has provided other services or advised, 
or is currently providing other services or advising the District on other matters), (v) 
the Purchaser and its affiliates have financial and other interests that differ from those 
of the District, and (vi) the District has consulted with its own financial, legal, 
accounting, tax and other advisors, as applicable, to the extent it deemed appropriate. 

(n) Levy of Tax.  The District hereby agrees to take any and all actions as 
may be required by San Diego County (the “County”) or otherwise necessary in order 
to arrange for the levy and collection of taxes and payment of the Bonds.  In particular, 
the District hereby agrees to provide to the Treasurer-Tax Collector for the County a 
copy of the Resolution, a copy of the full debt service schedule for the Bonds, in 
accordance with Education Code Sections 15250 et seq., Government Code Section 
53559 and policies and procedures of the County. 

(p) The District’s audited financial statements as of and for the fiscal year 
ended June 30, 2021 are a fair presentation of the financial position of the District as 
of the date thereof and the results of its operations and changes in its fund balances 
for the period specified. 

(q) The District is not listed on the Specially Designated Nationals and Blocked 
Person List or other similar lists maintained by the U.S. Department of the Treasury’s 
Office of Foreign Assets Control, and any successor thereto, the Secretary of the 
Treasury, or included in any Executive Orders, that prohibits or limits the Purchaser 
from making any advance or extension of credit to the District or from otherwise 
conducting business with the District. 

 
(r) The District shall cause its books and accounts to be audited annually by 

an independent accountant.  For so long as the Purchaser is the owner of the Bonds, 
the District will file a copy of said annual audit report with the Purchaser within 270 
days following June 30 of each year (by March 30).  In addition, information for the 
most recently completed fiscal year for (i) the District’s total assessed valuation, (ii) 
top twenty secured property taxpayers and (iii) secured tax charges and delinquencies 
but only if the District is not participating in the County “Teeter Plan”, shall also be 
provided by said date, but only if such information is not otherwise available on the 
Municipal Securities Rulemaking Board’s platform known as the Electronic Municipal 
Market Access with respect to other outstanding debt of the District. 

 

Section 6. Representations, Warranties and Covenants of the Purchaser.  The Purchaser 
represents to and agrees with the District that, as of the date hereof and as of the Closing Date: 

(a) The Purchaser is a Delaware a statutory trust and a wholly owned 
subsidiary of First Foundation Bank, a banking corporation, and has such knowledge and 
experience in financial and business matters as to be capable of evaluating the merits and 
risks of a purchase of the Bonds. 
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(b) No official statement or other offering document has been prepared with 
respect to the Bonds, and the Purchaser has conducted its own investigation into the 
merits and risks of the Bonds and has received, or been afforded access to, from the 
District or otherwise, all the information which it as a reasonable purchasers has requested 
of the District as a result of the Purchaser attaching significance thereto in making its 
decision with regard to the Bonds. 

(c) Any certificate signed by any officer of the Purchaser and delivered to the 
District shall be deemed a representation and warranty by the Purchaser to the District as 
to the statements made therein and the person signing the same shall do so in the 
person’s official capacity and not in the person’s individual capacity. 

The Purchaser agrees to execute and deliver the Purchaser Representation Letter dated 
as of the Closing Date in the form attached hereto as Exhibit C. 

In addition, the Purchaser hereby agrees and covenants, upon the direction of the District 
on or after the Tax-Exempt Conversion Date, to select a redemption feature as set forth in the 
Paying Agent Agreement that will enable the District to successfully convert the interest rate on 
the Bonds to the Tax-Exempt Rate.  The Purchaser agrees to execute and deliver any other 
certificates or documentation Bond Counsel deems necessary for said conversion. 

Section 7. Conditions to Closing.  The Purchaser has entered into this Purchase 
Agreement in reliance upon the representations and warranties of the District contained herein 
and the performance by the District of its obligations hereunder, both as of the date hereof and 
as of the Closing Date.  The Purchaser’s obligations under this Purchase Agreement are and shall 
be subject to the following further conditions as of the Closing Date: 

(a) From the time of the execution and delivery of this Purchase Agreement to 
the Closing Date, there shall not have been any (i) material adverse change in the financial 
condition or general affairs of the District; (ii) event, court decision, proposed law or rule 
that may have the effect of changing the federal income tax incidents of the Bonds or the 
contemplated transactions; or (iii) international or national crisis, suspension of stock 
exchange trading or banking moratorium materially affecting, in the Purchaser’s opinion, 
the value of the Bonds to the Purchaser. 

(b) The Purchaser hereby enters into this Agreement in reliance upon its own 
due diligence and the representations and warranties of the District contained herein and 
the representations and warranties to be contained in the documents and instruments to 
be delivered on the Closing Date and upon the performance by the District and the Paying 
Agent of their respective obligations both on and as of the date hereof and as of the 
Closing Date.  Accordingly, the obligations of the Purchaser under this Purchase 
Agreement to purchase, to accept delivery of and to pay for the Bonds shall be subject, at 
the option of the Purchaser, to the accuracy in all material respects of the representations 
and warranties of the District contained herein as of the date hereof and as of the Closing 
Date, to the accuracy in all material respects of the statements of the officers and other 
officials of the District and the Paying Agent made in any certificate or document furnished 
pursuant to the provisions hereof, to the performance by the District and the Paying Agent 
of their respective obligations to be performed hereunder and under the District 
Documents, at or prior to the Closing Date, and also shall be subject to the following 
additional conditions: 
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(i) At the Closing Date, the District Documents shall have been 
duly authorized, executed and delivered by the respective parties thereto, all 
in substantially the forms heretofore submitted to the Purchaser, with only such 
changes as shall have been agreed to in writing by the Purchaser, and shall 
be in full force and effect, and the Resolution shall be in full force and effect; 

(ii) On the Closing Date, all necessary action of the District relating 
to the execution and delivery of the Bonds will have been taken and will be in 
full force and effect and will not have been amended, modified or 
supplemented; and 

(iii) At or prior to the Closing Date, the Purchaser shall have 
received the following documents, in each case satisfactory in form and 
substance to the Purchaser: 

(A) Bond Opinion.  The unqualified approving opinion of Jones 
Hall, A Professional Law Corporation, as bond counsel (“Bond 
Counsel”), dated the Closing Date, addressed to the District, as to 
the validity of the Bonds substantially in the form set forth in 
Exhibit B to this Purchase Agreement; 

(B) Reliance Letter.  A reliance letter from Bond Counsel 
permitting the Purchaser to rely upon the approving opinion 
referred to in subparagraph 7(b)(iii)(A), above; 

 
(C) Supplemental Opinion. A supplemental opinion of Bond 
Counsel, dated the Closing Date and addressed to the Purchaser, 
which may take the form of one or more opinions, to the effect that: 
 
 (1) the Bonds are exempt from registration under the 
Securities Act of 1933, as amended, and the Resolution is exempt 
from qualification pursuant to the Trust Indenture Act of 1939, as 
amended; 
 
  (2) assuming due authorization, execution and delivery 
by the other parties thereto, this Purchase Contract and the Paying 
Agent Agreement have been duly approved, authorized, executed 
and delivered by the District and constitute the legal, valid and 
binding agreements of the District, except as the enforcement 
thereof may be limited by bankruptcy, insolvency, reorganization, 
arrangement, moratorium and other laws affecting the 
enforcement of creditors’ rights generally and by the application of 
equitable principles (regardless of whether such enforceability is 
considered in equity or at law), to the exercise of judicial discretion 
in appropriate cases, and to the limitations on legal remedies 
against school districts in the State of California and except that no 
opinion is expressed with respect to any indemnification or 
contribution provisions contained in this Purchase Contract;  
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  (3) no authorization, approval, consent or other order of 
the State or any local agency of the State, other than such 
authorizations, approvals and consents which have been obtained, 
is required for the valid authorization, execution and delivery by the 
District of this Purchase Contract or the Paying Agent Agreement 
or the consummation by the District of the other transactions 
contemplated by such agreement (provided no opinion need be 
expressed as to any action required under the state securities or 
blue sky laws in connection with the purchase of the Bonds by the 
Purchaser); and 
 
 (4) that the Refunded Bonds have been defeased within 
the meaning of the documentation authorizing the issuance 
thereof. 
 

(D) Certificate of the District.  A certificate signed by a duly 
authorized official of the District to the effect that (A) this Purchase 
Agreement, the Bonds and the Paying Agent Agreement have been 
duly executed and delivered, (B) the representations, warranties 
and covenants of the District herein are true and correct in all 
material respects as of the Closing Date, (C) the District has 
complied with all the terms of the District Documents to be complied 
with by the District prior to or concurrently with the Closing Date and 
such documents are in full force and effect, and (D) (i) as of the 
Closing Date there is no legal or governmental proceeding or 
litigation which has been filed against the District wherein an 
unfavorable decision, ruling or finding might adversely affect the 
transactions contemplated in or the validity of the Bonds; and (ii) 
the adoption, execution and delivery of the Bonds, and the 
compliance by the District with the provisions of the Bonds, this 
Purchase Agreement, the Paying Agent Agreement and the Escrow 
Agreement would not conflict with or constitute a breach of or 
default under any court decree or order or any agreement, 
indenture, lease or other instrument or any existing law or 
administrative regulation, decree or order to which the District is 
subject or by which the District is or may be bound; 

(E) Resolution.  A certificate of an officer of the District, together 
with a fully executed copy of the Resolution, to the effect that such 
copy is a true and correct copy of the Resolution and that the 
Resolution is duly adopted and has not been modified, amended, 
rescinded or revoked except as provided herein, and is in full force 
and effect on the Closing Date; 

(F) Paying Agent Agreement.  An executed copy of the Paying 
Agent Agreement; 

(G) Escrow Agreement.  An executed copy of the Escrow 
Agreement; 
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(H) Purchase Agreement.  An executed copy of this Purchase 
Agreement; 

(I) Paying Agent Certificate.  A certificate of the Paying Agent 
relating to the execution of the Paying Agent Agreement; 

(J) Escrow Agent Certificate.  A certificate of the Escrow Agent 
relating to the execution of the Escrow Agreement; 

(K) Escrow Verification.  A verification of Causey, Demgen & 
Moore verifiying the sufficiency of funds deposited in the Escrow 
Fund for the defesance of the Refunded Bonds. 

(L) Additional Documents.  Such additional legal opinions, 
certificates, proceedings, instruments and other documents as 
Bond Counsel or the Purchaser may reasonably request to 
evidence (i) compliance by the District and the Paying Agent with 
legal requirements, (ii) the truth and accuracy, as of the Closing 
Date, of the representations of the District herein contained, and 
(iii) the due performance or satisfaction by the District at or prior to 
the Closing Date of all agreements then to be performed and all 
conditions then to be satisfied by the District. 

Section 8. Additional Closing Conditions for the District.  The District has entered into this 
Purchase Agreement in reliance upon the representations and warranties of the Purchaser 
contained herein and the performance by the Purchaser of its obligations hereunder, both as of 
the date hereof and as of the Closing Date. The obligations of the District hereunder are and shall 
be subject to the receipt of the Purchaser, in form satisfactory to the District and signed by an 
authorized officer of the Purchaser, confirming delivery of the Bonds to the Purchaser and the 
satisfaction of all conditions and terms of this Purchase Agreement by the District and confirming 
to the District that as of the Closing Date all of the representations of the Purchaser contained in 
this Purchase Agreement are true and correct in all material respects. 

Section 9. Termination.  All of the opinions, letters, certificates, instruments and other 
documents mentioned above or elsewhere in this Agreement shall be deemed to be in compliance 
with the provisions hereof if, but only if they are in form and substance satisfactory to the 
Purchaser.   Receipt of, and payment for, the Bonds shall constitute evidence of the satisfactory 
nature of such as to the Purchaser.   The performance of any and all obligations of the District 
hereunder and the performance of any and all conditions contained herein for the benefit of the 
Purchaser may be waived by the Purchaser in the Purchaser’s sole discretion. 

If the District shall be unable to satisfy the conditions to the obligations of the Purchaser 
to purchase, accept delivery of and pay for the Bonds contained in this Agreement, or if the 
obligations of the Purchaser to purchase, accept delivery of and pay for the Bonds shall be 
terminated for any reason permitted by this Agreement, this Agreement shall terminate, and 
neither of the Purchaser nor the District shall be under further obligation hereunder; provided, 
however, that the respective obligations of the District and the Purchaser set forth in Section 10 
hereof shall continue in full force and effect. 

Section 10. Expenses. The fees and disbursements of Bond Counsel, the fees and 
disbursements of Isom Advisors, A Division of Urban Futures, Inc., as municipal advisor to the 
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District, the cost of preparing the Bonds, fees of the Raymond James & Associates, as placement 
agent, fees of the California Debt and Investment Advisory Commission, the fees of the Paying 
Agent and Escrow Agent, fees of counsel to the Purchaser, verification fees and other 
miscellaneous expenses of the District incurred in connection with the offering and delivery of the 
Bonds shall all be the obligation of the District.  The Purchaser shall have no responsibility for any 
expenses associated with the issuance of the Bonds, including, but not limited to, the expenses 
identified above as the obligation of the District. 

Section 11. Applicable Law.  This Purchase Agreement shall be governed by the laws of 
the State of California, exclusive of the choice of law provisions thereof. 

Section 12. Waiver of Jury Trial. (a) TO THE MAXIMUM EXTENT PERMITTED BY LAW, 
EACH OF THE DISTRICT AND THE PURCHASER IRREVOCABLY WAIVES ANY AND ALL 
RIGHT TO TRIAL BY JURY IN ANY LEGAL PROCEEDINGS ARISING OUT OF OR RELATING 
TO THIS PURCHASE CONTRACT OR THE TRANSACTIONS CONTEMPLATED HEREBY. 
THE DISTRICT FURTHER AGREES THAT, IN THE EVENT OF LITIGATION, IT WILL NOT 
PERSONALLY OR THROUGH ITS AGENTS OR ATTORNEYS SEEK TO REPUDIATE THE 
VALIDITY OF THIS SECTION 12, AND IT ACKNOWLEDGES THAT IT FREELY AND 
VOLUNTARILY ENTERED INTO THIS AGREEMENT TO WAIVE TRIAL BY JURY IN ORDER 
TO INDUCE THE PURCHASER TO ENTER INTO THIS PURCHASE CONTRACT. 

 
(b) To the extent the foregoing waiver of a jury trial is unenforceable under applicable 

California law, the parties agree to refer, for a complete and final adjudication, any and all issues 
of fact or law involved in any litigation or proceeding (including all discovery and law and motion 
matters, pretrial motions, trial matter and post-trial motions up to and including final judgment), 
brought to resolve any dispute (whether based on contract, tort or otherwise) between the parties 
hereto arising out of, in connection with or otherwise related or incidental to this Purchase Contract 
to a judicial referee who shall be appointed under a general reference pursuant to California Code 
of Civil Procedure Section 638, which referee’s decision will stand as the decision of the court. 
Such judgment will be entered on the referee’s statement of judgment in the same manner as if 
the action had been tried by the court. The parties shall select a single neutral referee, who shall 
be a retired state or federal judge with at least five years of judicial experience in civil matters; 
provided that the event the parties cannot agree upon a referee, the referee will be appointed by 
the court.  The referee’s fees shall be borne by the party who does not prevail, as determined by 
the referee. 

 
Section 13. Parties in Interest; Survival of Representations and Warranties.  This 

Purchase Agreement is made solely for the benefit of the District and the Purchaser (including 
the successors or assigns thereof) and no other person shall acquire or have any right hereunder 
or by virtue hereof.  All representations, warranties and agreements of the District in this Purchase 
Agreement shall remain operative and in full force and effect regardless of any investigation made 
by or on behalf of the Purchaser and shall survive the delivery of and payment for the Bonds. 
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Section 14. Electronic Signatures. This Purchase Agreement and the documents and 
closing certificates identified in Section 7(b) may be executed and delivered by facsimile signature 
or other electronic or digital means (including, without limitation, Adobe’s Portable Document 
Format (“PDF”)). Any such signature shall be of the same force and effect as an original signature, 
it being the express intent of the parties to create a valid and legally enforceable contract between 
them.  The exchange and delivery of said documents and certificates and the related signature 
pages via facsimile or as an attachment to electronic mail (including in PDF) shall constitute 
effective execution and delivery by the parties and may be used by the parties for all 
purposes.  Notwithstanding the foregoing, at the request of either party, the parties hereto agree 
to exchange inked original replacement signature pages as soon thereafter as reasonably 
practicable. 

 

This Purchase Agreement may be executed by the parties hereto in separate 
counterparts, each of which when so executed and delivered shall be an original, but all such 
counterparts shall together constitute but one and the same instrument.

We have examined the law and such certified proceedings and other 
papers as we have deemed necessary to render this opinion. 
 

As to questions of fact material to our opinion, we have relied upon representations of the 
Board contained in the Resolution and in the certified proceedings and other certifications and 
opinions furnished to us, without undertaking to verify such facts by independent investigation. 

 
Based upon the foregoing, we are of the opinion, under existing law, as follows: 

1. The District is a duly created and validly existing school district with the power to 
issue the Bonds under the Bond Law and to perform its obligations under the Resolution and the 
Bonds.  

 
2. The Resolution has been duly adopted by the Board and constitutes a valid and 

binding obligation of the District enforceable against the District in accordance with its terms.  
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3. The Bonds have been duly issued by the District, and are valid and binding general 
obligations of the District.  

 
4. The Board of Supervisors of Sonoma County is obligated under the laws of the 

State of California to cause to be levied a tax without limit as to rate or amount upon the property 
in the District subject to taxation by the District for the payment when due of the principal of and 
interest on the Bonds. 

 
5. The interest on the Bonds is exempt from personal income taxation imposed by the 

State of California.  
 
We express no opinion regarding any other tax consequences arising with respect to the 

ownership, sale or disposition of, or the amount, accrual or receipt of interest on, the Bonds. 
 
The rights of the owners of the Bonds and the enforceability of the Bonds are limited by 

bankruptcy, insolvency, reorganization, moratorium and other similar laws affecting creditors' 
rights generally, and by equitable principles, whether considered at law or in equity.  

 
This opinion is given as of the date hereof, and we assume no obligation to revise or 

supplement this opinion to reflect any facts or circumstances that may hereafter come to our 
attention, or any changes in law that may hereafter occur.

144A under the Securities Act of 1933, as amended (the “Securities Act”), or (b) an “accredited 
investor” as that term is defined in Regulation D under the Securities Act. 

 
3. Purchaser is purchasing the Bonds for not more than one account and not with a 

view to distributing such Bonds.  Purchaser agrees to the terms and provisions set forth in the 
Bonds, including specifically to the restrictions on subsequent transfers described therein.   

 
4. The Purchaser understands that the Bonds are not, and are not intended to be, 

registered under the Securities Act and that such registration is not legally required as of the date 
hereof, and further understands that the Bonds (a) are not being registered or otherwise qualified 
for sale under the “Blue Sky” laws and regulations of any state, (b) will not be listed in any stock

or other securities exchange, (c) will not carry a rating from any rating agency, (d) will not be 
assigned a CUSIP number, (e) will be registered in the name of the Purchaser and not in the 
name of The Depository Trust Company, and (f) will be delivered in a form that may not be readily 
assignable.

This ESCROW AGREEMENT (this “Agreement”), dated as of May 1, 2022, is 
between the BELLEVUE UNION SCHOOL DISTRICT, a school district organized and 
existing under the Constitution and laws of the State of California (the “District”), and 
THE BANK OF NEW YORK MELLON TRUST COMPANY, N.A., a national banking 
association organized and existing under the laws of the United States of America, 
acting as escrow agent and paying agent for the Prior Bonds described below (the 
“Escrow Agent” and the “Prior Paying Agent”). 

 
B A C K G R O U N D :  

 
1. The District has caused the issuance of the above-captioned bonds (the 

“2014A Bonds” and also the “Prior Bonds”). 
 
2. The Prior Bonds were issued pursuant to a resolution adopted by the 

District’s Board of Trustees on October 21, 2014 (the “Prior Bond Resolution”) and a 
Paying Agent Agreement, dated as of November 1, 2014 (the “Prior Paying Agent 
Agreement”). 

 
3.  In order to provide for the advance refinancing of a portion of the Prior Bonds 

and achieve savings in interest costs, the Board of Trustees of the District has caused 
the issuance of its “Bellevue Union School District (Sonoma County, California) 2022 
Refunding General Obligation Bonds” in the aggregate principal amount of $_______ 
(the “2022 Bonds”), under a resolution adopted by the Board of Trustees of the District 
on April 19, 2022 (the “Bond Resolution”) and a Paying Agent Agreement, dated as of 
May 1, 2022, by and between the District and the Escrow Agent, serving as paying 
agent. 

 
4. The District wishes to appoint the Escrow Agent in order to establish an 

irrevocable escrow fund to be funded with the proceeds of the 2022 Bonds for the 
purpose of providing for the payment and redemption of the refunded portions of the 
Prior Bonds as more particularly identified on Exhibit A hereto (the “Refunded Bonds”) 
through and including their respective redemption dates. 
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A G R E E M E N T :  

 
In consideration of the premises and the material covenants contained herein, 

the District, the Prior Paying Agent and the Escrow Agent hereby agree as follows: 
 
SECTION 1.  Definition of Federal Securities.  As used herein, the term “Federal 

Securities” means any non-callable direct obligations of the United States of America or 
other non-callable obligations the payment of the principal of and interest on which is 
guaranteed by a pledge of the full faith and credit of the United States of America. 

 
SECTION 2.  Appointment of Escrow Agent; Establishment of Escrow Fund.  The 

District hereby appoints the Escrow Agent to act as escrow agent for purposes of 
administering the funds required to pay and redeem the Refunded Bonds as provided 
herein. 

 
The Escrow Agent is hereby directed to establish an escrow fund (the “Escrow 

Fund”) to be held by the Escrow Agent as an irrevocable escrow securing the payment 
and redemption of the Refunded Bonds in accordance with the provisions of the Prior 
Bond Resolution.  If at any time the Escrow Agent receives actual knowledge that the 
cash and investments in the Escrow Fund will not be sufficient to make any payment 
required by Section 3 in respect of the Refunded Bonds, the Escrow Agent shall notify 
the District of such fact and the District shall immediately cure such deficiency from any 
source of legally available funds. The Escrow Agent has no liability for any such 
insufficiency. 

 
SECTION 3.  Deposit of Amounts in Escrow Fund.  On _____, 2022 (the “Closing 

Date”), the District shall cause to be transferred to the Escrow Agent for deposit into the 
Escrow Fund the amount of $__________ in immediately available funds, to be derived 
from the proceeds of the 2022 Bonds. 

 
SECTION 4.  Investment of Amounts in Escrow Fund.  On the Closing Date, the  

Escrow Agent shall invest $_________ of the funds deposited with it pursuant to Section 
3 in the Escrow Fund in the Federal Securities identified in Exhibit B hereto, and hold the 
remaining $_____ in cash, uninvested which shall be sufficient to make the payments 
required by Section 5 hereof as certified by Causey Demgen & Moore P.C., Denver, 
Colorado, as verification agent.  The Escrow Agent shall have no lien upon or right of set 
off against the cash at any time on deposit in the Escrow Fund. 

 
If the Escrow Agent learns that the Department of the Treasury or the Bureau of 

the Fiscal Service will not, for any reason, accept a subscription of state and local 
government series securities (“SLGS”) that is to be submitted pursuant to this 
Agreement, the Escrow Agent shall promptly request alternative written investment 
instructions from the District with respect to funds which were to be invested in 
SLGS.  The Escrow Agent shall follow such instructions and, upon the maturity of any 
such alternative investment, the Escrow Agent shall hold such funds uninvested and 
without liability for interest until receipt of further written instructions from the District.  In 
the absence of investment instructions from the District, the Escrow Agent shall hold 
such funds uninvested.  The Escrow Agent may conclusively rely upon the District’s 
selection of an alternative investment as a determination of the alternative investment's 
legality and suitability and shall not be liable for any losses, fees, taxes or other charges 
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related to the alternative investments or for compliance with any yield restriction 
applicable thereto.  

 
SECTION 5.  Application of Funds.  All Federal Securities and cash on deposit in 

the Escrow Fund shall be and are hereby irrevocably pledged as a special fund for the 
payment of the principal of and interest on the Refunded Bonds at the times and in the 
amounts set forth in the schedule set forth on Exhibit C.  The Escrow Agent shall 
transfer such amounts to the Prior Paying Agent as indicated in such schedule. 

 
Following payment in full of the principal of and interest on the Refunded Bonds 

and any amounts then owed to the Escrow Agent, all amounts on deposit in the Escrow 
Fund shall be transferred by the Escrow Agent upon the written direction of the District to 
the Sonoma County Treasurer-Tax Collector to be deposited in the Debt Service Fund 
established pursuant to the Bond Resolution and applied to pay interest next coming due 
and payable on the 2022 Bonds. 

 
SECTION 6.  Defeasance Notice; Notice of Redemption. The District hereby 

instructs the Prior Paying Agent to provide a Notice of Defeasance of the Refunded 
Bonds with the Municipal Securities Rulemaking Board Electronic Municipal Market 
Access (“EMMA”) and to holders of the Refunded Bonds within ten business days of the 
Closing Date.  The sole remedy for the Prior Paying Agent’s failure to file such notice 
with EMMA shall be an action in mandamus by the holders of the Refunded Bonds for 
specific performance or similar remedy to compel performance.  The form of such 
Defeasance Notice is set forth as Exhibit D hereto.  In addition, the Prior Paying Agent  
shall provide notice of redemption to the Refunded Bond Owners in accordance with 
Prior Bond Resolution, not less than thirty or more than sixty days prior to the 
redemption date. 

 
SECTION 7.  Compensation to Escrow Agent.  The District shall pay the Escrow 

Agent full compensation for its services under this Agreement, including out-of-pocket 
costs such as publication costs, legal fees and other costs and expenses relating hereto 
and, in addition, all fees, costs and expenses relating to the purchase, substitution or 
withdrawal of any securities after the date hereof.  Under no circumstances shall 
amounts deposited in or credited to the Escrow Fund be deemed to be available for said 
purposes.  The Escrow Agent has no lien upon or right of set off against the cash at any 
time on deposit in the Escrow Fund. 

 
SECTION 8.  Immunities and Liability of Escrow Agent.   The Escrow Agent 

undertakes to perform only such duties as are expressly set forth in this Agreement and 
no implied duties, covenants or obligations shall be read into this Agreement against the 
Escrow Agent.  The Escrow Agent shall not have any liability hereunder except to the 
extent of its gross negligence or willful misconduct.  In no event shall the Escrow Agent 
be liable for any special, indirect or consequential damages.  The Escrow Agent shall not 
be liable for any loss from any investment made by it in accordance with the terms of this 
Agreement.  The Escrow Agent shall not be liable for the recitals or representations 
contained in this Agreement and shall not be responsible for the validity of this 
Agreement, the sufficiency of the Escrow Fund or the moneys and securities to pay the 
principal and interest with respect to the Refunded Bonds. 

 
Whenever in the administration of this Agreement the Escrow Agent deems it 

necessary or desirable that a matter be proved or established prior to taking or not 
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taking any action, such matter may be deemed to be conclusively proved and 
established by a certificate of an authorized representative of the District and shall be full 
protection for any action taken or not taken by the Escrow Agent in good faith reliance 
thereon. 

 
The Escrow Agent may conclusively rely as to the truth and accuracy of the 

statements and correctness of any opinions or calculations provided to it in connection 
with this Agreement and shall be protected in acting, or refraining from acting, upon any 
notice, instruction, request, certificate, document, opinion or other writing furnished to 
the Escrow Agent in connection with this Agreement and believed by the Escrow Agent 
to be signed by the proper party, and it need not investigate any fact or matter stated 
therein.  The Escrow Agent may consult with counsel and the advice or any opinion of 
counsel shall be full and complete authorization and protection in respect of any action 
taken or omitted by it hereunder in good faith and in accordance with such advice or 
opinion of counsel. 

 
None of the provisions of this Agreement shall require the Escrow Agent to 

expend or risk its own funds or otherwise to incur any liability, financial or otherwise, in 
the performance of any of its duties hereunder.  The Escrow Agent may execute any of 
the trusts or powers hereunder or perform any duties hereunder either directly or by or 
through agents, attorneys, custodians or nominees appointed with due care, and shall 
not be responsible for any willful misconduct or negligence on the part of any agent, 
attorney, custodian or nominee so appointed.  The Escrow Agent shall not be liable to 
the parties hereto or deemed in breach or default hereunder if and to the extent its 
performance hereunder is prevented by reason of force majeure.  The term “force 
majeure” means an occurrence that is beyond the control of the Escrow Agent and could 
not have been avoided by exercising due care.  Force majeure shall include acts of God, 
terrorism, war, riots, strikes, fire, floods, earthquakes, epidemics or other similar 
occurrences. 

 
The Escrow Agent may at any time resign by giving 30 days written notice of 

resignation to the District.  Upon receiving such notice of resignation, the District shall 
promptly appoint a successor and, upon the acceptance by the successor of such 
appointment, release the resigning Escrow Agent from its obligations hereunder by 
written instrument, a copy of which instrument shall be delivered to each of the District, 
the resigning Escrow Agent and the successor.  If no successor shall have been so 
appointed and have accepted appointment within 30 days after the giving of such notice 
of resignation, the resigning Escrow Agent may petition any court of competent 
jurisdiction for the appointment of a successor. 

 
Any bank, corporation or association into which the Escrow Agent may be 

merged or converted or with which it may be consolidated, or any bank, corporation or 
association resulting from any merger, conversion or consolidation to which the Escrow 
Agent shall be a party, or any bank, corporation or association succeeding to all or 
substantially all of the corporate trust business of the Escrow Agent shall be the 
successor of the Escrow Agent hereunder without the execution or filing of any paper 
with any party hereto or any further act on the part of any of the parties hereto except on 
the part of any of the parties hereto where an instrument of transfer or assignment is 
required by law to effect such succession, anything herein to the contrary 
notwithstanding. 
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The Escrow Agent shall have the right to accept and act upon instructions, 
including funds transfer instructions (“Instructions”) given pursuant to this Agreement 
and delivered using Electronic Means ("Electronic Means" shall mean the following 
communications methods: e-mail, facsimile transmission, secure electronic transmission 
containing applicable authorization codes, passwords and/or authentication keys issued 
by the Escrow Agent, or another method or system specified by the Escrow Agent as 
available for use in connection with its services hereunder); provided, however, that the 
District shall provide to the Escrow Agent an incumbency certificate listing officers with 
the authority to provide such Instructions (“Authorized Officers”) and containing 
specimen signatures of such Authorized Officers, which incumbency certificate shall be 
amended by the District whenever a person is to be added or deleted from the listing.  If 
the District elects to give the Escrow Agent Instructions using Electronic Means and the 
Escrow Agent in its discretion elects to act upon such Instructions, the Escrow Agent’s 
understanding of such Instructions shall be deemed controlling.  The District 
understands and agrees that the Escrow Agent cannot determine the identity of the 
actual sender of such Instructions and that the Escrow Agent shall conclusively presume 
that directions that purport to have been sent by an Authorized Officer listed on the 
incumbency certificate provided to the Escrow Agent have been sent by such Authorized 
Officer.  The District shall be responsible for ensuring that only Authorized Officers 
transmit such Instructions to the Escrow Agent and that the District and all Authorized 
Officers are solely responsible to safeguard the use and confidentiality of applicable user 
and authorization codes, passwords and/or authentication keys upon receipt by the 
District.  The Escrow Agent shall not be liable for any losses, costs or expenses arising 
directly or indirectly from the Escrow Agent’s reliance upon and compliance with such 
Instructions notwithstanding such directions conflict or are inconsistent with a 
subsequent written instruction.  The District agrees: (i) to assume all risks arising out of 
the use of Electronic Means to submit Instructions to the Escrow Agent, including without 
limitation the risk of the Escrow Agent acting on unauthorized Instructions, and the risk 
of interception and misuse by third parties; (ii) that it is fully informed of the protections 
and risks associated with the various methods of transmitting Instructions to the Escrow 
Agent and that there may be more secure methods of transmitting Instructions than the 
method(s) selected by the District; (iii) that the security procedures (if any) to be followed 
in connection with its transmission of Instructions provide to it a commercially reasonable 
degree of protection in light of its particular needs and circumstances; and (iv) to notify 
the Escrow Agent immediately upon learning of any compromise or unauthorized use of 
the security procedures. 

 
The District acknowledges that to the extent regulations of the Comptroller of the 

Currency or other applicable regulatory entity grant the District the right to receive 
brokerage confirmations of security transactions as they occur, the District specifically 
waives receipt of such confirmations to the extent permitted by law.  The Escrow Bank 
will furnish the District periodic transaction statements which include detail for all 
investment transactions made by the Escrow Bank hereunder; provided that the Escrow 
Bank is not obligated to provide an accounting for any fund or account that (a) has a 
balance of $0.00 and (b) has not had any activity since the last reporting date.  

 
The District shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless the Escrow Agent and its 

officers, directors, employees, representatives and agents, from and against and 
reimburse the Escrow Agent for any and all claims, obligations, liabilities, losses, 
damages, actions, suits, judgments, reasonable costs and expenses (including 
reasonable attorneys’ and agents’ fees and expenses) of whatever kind or nature 
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regardless of their merit, demanded, asserted or claimed against the Escrow Agent 
directly or indirectly relating to, or arising from, claims against the Escrow Agent by 
reason of its participation in the transactions contemplated hereby, except to the extent 
caused by the Escrow Agent’s gross negligence or willful misconduct.  The provisions of 
this Section 8 shall survive the termination of this Agreement or the earlier resignation or 
removal of the Escrow Agent. 

 
SECTION 9.  Termination of Agreement.  Upon payment in full of the Refunded 

Bonds, and upon payment of all fees, expenses and charges of the Escrow Agent as 
described above, this Agreement shall terminate and the Escrow Agent shall be 
discharged from any further obligation or responsibility hereunder. 

SECTION 10.  Execution in Counterparts.  This Agreement may be executed in 
several counterparts, each of which shall be an original and all of which shall constitute 
but one and the same instrument. The exchange of copies of this Agreement and of 
signature pages b facsimile or PDF transmission shall constitute effective execution and 
delivery of this Agreement as to the parties hereto and may be used in lieu of the original 
Agreement and signature pages for all purposes.  

 
SECTION 11.  Applicable Law.  This Agreement shall be governed by and

FAQs

Does PurposeFull People include explicit SEL lessons?
Yes! Each grade level has its own focus in each of these overarching SEL topics:

executive functioning, social skills, and emotion regulation. SEL lessons are concentrated

in the GROW lesson each week (20-30 minutes per week).

Are lessons scripted?



Not typically. We respect the desire and ability for each educator to practice autonomy

when implementing PurposeFull People. Lessons include instructions and specific

discussion prompts, but there is flexibility and freedom for each teacher to make lessons

their own.

How much time should be allocated for PfP lessons?
Time allotment is 100% flexible! Our model is a weekly collection of 5 lessons that can be

delivered in a variety of ways: daily, twice a week, or weekly in a larger chunk of time. A

week’s worth of lessons total 45-60 minutes that can be divided up in a variety of ways!

Is there a recommended order in which schools should teach the character traits?
Our curriculum is designed for flexibility, so schools can choose any order. However, the

default layout on our website begins with Respect, which includes some

beginning-of-the-year protocols such as community agreements and circles. The default

layout also arranges the traits so that instruction spirals through Be Kind, Be Well, and Be

Strong all year. (Suggested order: begin with Respect in September, followed by

Responsibility, Gratitude, Empathy, Perseverance, Honesty, Cooperation, Courage, and

Creativity)

Who should deliver the lessons - counselor or classroom teacher?
Both! Because this work is rooted in building-relationships, we recommend that

classroom teachers lead this work with their students. Research tells us that in order to

impact student outcomes, schools need a comprehensive approach to SEL and character

education.

Does PurposeFull People align with CASEL and/or ACSA?
Yes! We have alignment documents that specify the details.

Can PurposeFull People be adapted and delivered virtually?
Some aspects of the curriculum can be adapted, however the primary focus is on

in-person classroom connection. Research tells us this is the most effective approach to

character development.

What are the options for implementation?
Each grade level has 5 activities in each given week: Start, Connect, Grow, Respond,

Exit. Our curriculum is designed to accommodate a variety of implementation options!

RESEARCH

Over the past two decades, a large body of scientific evidence has accumulated on the benefits of
social-emotional learning and character education at the elementary level. PurposeFull People was
designed to include evidence-based social-emotional learning and character education content and
instructional strategies that intentionally target the promotion of outcomes that serve as enablers to
students’ school and life success, including acquisition and use of social-emotional competencies and
improvements in sense of belonging, well-being, and engagement in school. Together, these outcomes
(a) result in improved academic performance, (b) prepare students to transition successfully into middle
school, and (c) are predictors of longer term success into adulthood (Bywater & Sharples, 2012; Corrales
et al., 2016; Lei et al., 2018).

Social-Emotional Learning

A meta-analysis by Durlak and colleagues (2011) of 213 rigorous studies including over 270,000
students demonstrated that students who received SEL programming performed better than students
who did not. Specifically, findings indicate that SEL programming was associated with an 11 percent gain
on measures of academic achievement, and similar significant improvements were noted in student
conduct and discipline, prosocial behavior, and emotional distress.  A close inspection reveals that of the
213 studies, 120 (56%) were conducted in elementary schools, with consistent findings indicating that
SEL programming is effective across elementary grades. Other researchers have conducted larger scale
reviews and replicated these findings, which is one of the reasons why SEL programming has become
an essential ingredient to Tier 1 universal supports in elementary schools (Corcoran et al., 2018; Sklad et
al., 2012).

Character Education

With regard to character education, a meta analysis of 52 studies was conducted by Jeynes (2019) to
examine the relationship between character education and student achievement and behavioral
outcomes. Results indicated that character education was associated with higher levels of educational
outcomes, including grades and test scores. The delivery of character education programming was also
associated with increased self-discipline. While the effects for high school character education was
higher than middle school and elementary, findings for elementary still found positive, significant effects
on the above outcomes.

Teaching Social Skills

Numerous studies have investigated the impact of teaching elementary-aged students social skills. The
findings from this research are clear: teaching social skills interventions to children between the ages of
5-11 leads to a range of beneficial outcomes, including (a) increases in social competencies such as
cooperation, assertiveness, and conflict resolution, (b) improvements in prosocial interactions and social
inclusion, and (c) decreases in aggressive and disruptive behaviors (e.g., Durlak et al., 2010; Gresham et
al., 2004; January et al., 2011). The research also reveals some nuanced findings that impact whether a
program that teaches social skills is likely to be effective or not. First, social skills programs that use a
direct and explicit instructional approach that involves telling (what the skill is and why it is important),
showing (modeling what the skill looks like), doing (providing opportunities to practice the skill), and
performance feedback (observing students to) are more effective than programs that use other types of
instructional approaches (Gresham, 2017, Lane et al. 2005). Second, students need to receive a certain
amount of instruction and support over time to acquire and apply social skills (Gresham et al., 2004).
Third, students need to be supported to generalize the skills beyond the lessons through prompts and
reminders, recognizing and acknowledging attempts to apply certain skills, and addressing missed
opportunities to use the skills (Fox & McEvoy, 1993; DiPerna et al., 2017). Last, teachers need to
maintain fidelity to teaching the social skills as planned to ensure students receive the instruction and
support in a way that is likely to lead to beneficial outcomes (Durlak et al., 2008).

Teaching Executive Functioning Skills

Executive function skills include cognitive flexibility (ability to adapt to new, changing, or unplanned
events), inhibition (self-control, self-regulation to resist temptations to engage in behaviors that are
ill-advised), attention regulation (focusing and concentrating in the face of distractions), and organization
(planning, time management, and keeping track of materials) (Diamond, 2013). Executive functioning
skills have been shown to be more important predictors of school success than IQ (Blair & Razza, 2007).
Executive functioning skills also predict a person’s success throughout their life, including career (Prince,
et al., 2007) and mental and physical health in adulthood (Dunn, 2010; Kusche et al., 1993). A meta
analysis including 12 studies involving 1054 children found that teaching children executive functioning
skills improved organizational skills. Also, a review published in JAMA Pediatrics (Pandey et al., 2018)
revealed that universal programs focused on teaching executive functioning skills to children are
associated with several social-emotional outcomes such as improvements in academic achievement,
promotion of mental health, decreases in behavioral problems, and reductions in school discipline. Other
meta-analyses have found that programs that teach specific executive functioning skills demonstrate
improvements in organizational skills, self-control, and ability to maintain attention to focus on tasks at
hand (e.g., Bikic et al., 2017; Diamond & Lee, 2011). The science on teaching executive skills has
revealed some important quality indicators of effective programs, including explicit instruction that
involves opportunities for rehearsal and feedback, supplemental strategies to promote the generalization
and use of the skills beyond the lessons, and supports to maintain fidelity of implementation.

Teaching Emotional Regulation Skills

The research is clear that teaching elementary-aged children emotion recognition and regulation skills is
effective when done properly. This body of research shows that when elementary students are
intentionally supported to acquire skills to regulate emotions in response to situations it leads to several
positive short-term outcomes, including improved confidence, greater persistence and resilience in the
face of adversity, increased engagement in school along with better test scores and grades, and
reductions in behaviors that interfere with learning (Corcoran et al., 2018; Kraag et al., 2006; Moltretch et
al., 2010). From a long-term perspective, teaching emotion regulation skills leads to greater college and
career readiness and success, healthier relationships, better mental health, and greater civic
engagement (Greenberg et al., 2017). There is also evidence that when teaching emotion regulation
skills is able to boost the effect of Tier 1 Positive Behavioral Intervention and Supports by producing
more significant reductions in externalizing and internalizing problems among elementary students (Cook
et al., 2015). Research examining what makes for effective programs that teach emotion recognition and
regulation skills has revealed that following combination of components are important: (a)
psychoeducation to increase children’s understanding of emotions to develop a vocabulary to label their
emotional experiences, (b) strategies to increase self-awareness and recognition of emotions and how
they impact their behavior in certain situations, and (c) explicit teaching of emotion regulation skills to
manage thoughts (e.g., positive self-talk, reappraisal, acceptance) and actions (e.g., such as deep
breathing, guided imagery, progressive muscle relaxation, physical activity, mindfulness practices)
(Barret et al., 2001; Macklem, 2011). In addition, there is a need for strategies that are infused
throughout the day to prompt, encourage, and motivate students to apply their emotion knowledge and
skills (Hoffman et al., 2020).

These 
agreements are designed to help the class to become a safe place where people can 
be genuine without fear of mistreatment. The agreements are designed to serve as 
guidelines we can refer to throughout the year.		

S6: Upholding Community Agreements
This is session 2 of 2 where we work to develop Community Agreements. This process 
brings many voices forward to make sure everyone has an opportunity to reflect on and 
discuss how we want to treat each other. By the end of this session, we will have voted 
on our Top 3 Community Agreements.		

S7: Understanding the CharacterDare Process
This session sets up the first CharacterDare, which will be a consistent part of 
almost every session for the rest of the year. The CharacterDares are designed to 
help us practice and generalize the skills learned in the program. We will return to the 
conversation about character and values in session 10.

S8: Get to Know Your School: Who’s Here? 
The theme of this year is “Belonging” and this is the 1st of 2 sessions with the goal of 
helping us make connections and build relationships. In this session’s activity, we make 
plans to get to know 4 adults in the building.		

S9: Get to Know Your School: What’s Here?
The theme of this year is “Belonging” and this is the 2nd of 2 sessions with the goal 
of helping us make connections and build relationships. In this session, we identify 
opportunities to get involved in fun and interesting activities at school and think of 
opportunities we wish existed.	

S10: Exploring Values
This is the 1st of 3 sessions focused on exploring values. Getting clear on our own 
personal values can help us make decisions and act in ways that align with our sense 
of self and what we think is important. In this session, we explore the topic of values by 
reflecting on qualities we value in other people.		

S11: Understanding Values
This is the 2nd of 3 sessions focused on exploring values, in this session by considering 
how different people demonstrate their values and how we show others what we value. 
The class will choose 1 Community Agreement and explore it from different value 
perspectives.		

S12: Practicing Values
This is the 3rd of 3 sessions focused on exploring values, in this session by reflecting 
on how we want to feel in different situations and discussing how this relates to and 
can help us understand our personal values. We will spend time thinking about what we 
value and how that helps us to think about who we want to be.		

S13: Building Listening Skills 
This is the 1st of 2 sessions on becoming better listeners. Listening is an important 
skill that improves peer relationships and is important for perspective-taking, conflict 
resolution, and group work.

In this session, we talk about the value of regulating and calming our 
bodies and learn some techniques focused on breathing.		

S18: Regulating Emotions: Part 1
This is the 2nd of 2 sessions on emotions. Research shows being able to name our 
strong emotions helps us stay calm and think through difficult situations. 	

S19: Using Values in Conflict Resolution
This is the 1st of 2 Conflict Resolution sessions. In this session, we wrestle as a class 
with several everyday interpersonal conflict scenarios presented in videos as a way to 
share and gain insights into ways to think about and handle conflicts.		

S20: Understanding Conflict Resolution
This is the 2nd of 2 Conflict Resolution sessions. In this session, we continue to wrestle 
with everyday interpersonal conflict scenarios presented in videos as a way to share and 
gain insights into ways to think about and handle conflicts.		

 

S21: Developing Friendships
This is the 1st of 2 sessions on friendship. Having a sense of connectedness and 
belonging at school boosts student well-being and supports school engagement. In this 
session, we all share ideas with each other about ways to make friends.	

S22: Strengthening Friendships
This is the 2nd of 2 sessions on friendship. The goal is to reflect on the qualities we 
value in friends.		

S23: Applying Listening Skills: Part 2
This is the 1st of 2 listening sessions. The goals are to think about what fully listening 
looks like and come up with strategies to be better listeners.		

S24: Listening with Empathy
This is the 2nd of 2 listening sessions. Listening is an important part of perspective-
taking. We can become better at listening and perspective-taking by learning to ask 
questions and work to ensure we are really understanding what others are saying. 

S25: Exercising Perspective-Taking
This is the 1st of 2 sessions on perspective-taking. Learning to understand others’ 
perspectives is a fundamental social skill important for making friends, solving conflicts, 
and working in groups. In this session, we practice thinking about how different people 
might react differently to the same situation.

S26: Connecting Through Perspective-Taking
This is the 2nd of 2 sessions on perspective-taking. Learning to understand others’ 
perspectives is a fundamental social skill important for making friends, solving conflicts, 
and working in groups.

The BUSD board currently receives $50.00 per meeting for compensation. This rate has not
changed for approximately 20 years.

BB  9250  Board Bylaws
“Remuneration, Reimbursement And Other Benefits
Each member of the Governing Board may receive the maximum monthly compensation as
provided for in Education Code 35120.”

“Any member who does not attend all Board meetings during the month is eligible to receive
only a percentage of the monthly compensation equal to the percentage of meetings he/she
attended, unless otherwise authorized by the Board in accordance with law. (Education Code
35120)”

EC  35120  Article 2. Officers and Agents
“(5) In any school district in which the average daily attendance for the prior school year was
10,000 or less but more than 1,000, each member of the city board of education or the governing
board of the district who actually attends all meetings held may receive as compensation for his
or her services a sum not to exceed two hundred forty dollars ($240) in any month.”

Julie McMurtrie, co-BEA President - Good evening members of the board and Dr. Alexander,  

We hope you are doing well. We are happy to report that after days of negotiations, BEA has voted 
to accept the 2022/2023 calendar and ratify our contract. Many proposals on both sides were 
withdrawn and tabled for the coming years. Two of the more pressing issues that remain are class 
size reduction and changing the language to allow teachers to transfer sites within the district. Please 
expect to hear from the members in the near future concerning these as we are very passionate about 
these issues.  We did come to an agreement about raising daily overages and allowed some flexibility 
with our extra committee work. We are very excited that we agreed on minimum days for the first 
two days of school as we feel this is what is best for students and teachers. At the request of the 
board members, we agreed to have two separate BTSN and Open Houses so that you are able to get 
into more classrooms. We look forward to seeing you there.  

One area that BEA is always looking at is teacher morale so we apologize if we are sharing some of 
the same information that the principals are going to share, but we wanted to let you know about the 
things that are exciting our students and teachers. Basketball is in full swing and our kids are loving 
it. It is so exciting to watch them compete and another step to getting back to “normal”. Yesterday, 
Kawana and Taylor Mountain battled it out with the Hawks squeaking out a win. Classes are going 
on field trips again and our 6th graders will be going to outdoor ed in the next few months. Several 
classes are getting salmon that they will study as they grow.  

Second trimester assessments have been completed and report cards are going home tomorrow. 
Teachers are excited to be done with those and are looking forward to Spring Break! Only 7 more 
school days, but who’s counting?!?! 

As we are all aware, we are still experiencing a teacher shortage throughout California and the rest of 
the nation. We will need to hire some more teachers before the next school year and we know BUSD 
is starting the process already. We hope to interview early so we can get the best candidates out 
there. We are excited to have a competitive salary schedule that is helping to attract and retain 
quality teachers.

9.2. Principal Report 
Principal’s Report: Nina Craig, Bellevue 
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Good evening members of the board and Dr. Alexander.  

This past month we’ve worked hard to support our teachers and staff as we transition into the final 
trimester of the year. We are maintaining high expectations for the work on which we have focused 
all year while looking forward to setting the foundation for next year’s goals and initiatives.   

The district BEST committee has met multiple times to learn more about Achieve the Core’s 
recommendations for Priority standards in ELA. The BEST team is making recommendations to 
each grade level team based on this information. District grade level teams will be meeting tomorrow 
to review these recommendations and consider updating the current priority standards. As a reminder 
these are the standards that grade level teams are agreeing to provide intervention and ensure 
students have multiple opportunities to demonstrate mastery on.  

Principals have received their site Youth Truth Survey results. We attended a training session to help 
us learn how to navigate the reports. We are pleased with the response rate of parents, staff, and 
students and have received valuable feedback. We are presenting this data to our Site Councils and 
site leadership committees in order to help us identify areas of strength and improvement. We will be 
creating site goals and actions that should help us improve in identified areas.  

We attended the district’s first Universal Pre Kindergarten Committee meeting this month. We look 
forward to the work of developing a plan that will not only serve our Pre-K students,  but also serve 
as a foundation that will support alignment for our K-3 grades as well. Principals have continued to 
recruit and hold school tours for families interested in, or are newly registering for,  our TK and 
Kinder programs for next school year.  

ELPAC testing continues at all sites. Third - sixth  grade teachers are giving this high stakes 
assessment to their Emerging Bilingual students. So far students are reporting that the assessment 
questions are familiar to them as they have done some practice in the classroom to help familiarize 
them with the types of questions they are expected to answer. This seems to have decreased some 
anxiety some students have around taking this language acquisition test.  

The MTSS Committee has chosen to recommend  an SEL curriculum to district leadership! This 
committee has worked hard to research a variety of curriculums and gather input from all staff. They 
are super excited to move forward with their recommendation. Next steps will include the district’s 
purchase of the curriculum and training for the staff.  

All sites continue to build community, increase engagement, and work towards creating positive 
school culture by holding a variety of events. Some examples of this are: celebrating Read Across 
America Day, hosting Spirit Days, bringing in culturally relevant guest speakers, hosting site Science 
Fairs, starting up Girls Basketball, honoring students of the month, …….. 

We would like to thank our teachers for their hard work preparing report cards and progress reports 
that will go home with students tomorrow.

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Lisa Reyes reported she has been attending the basketball games and trying to get to as many as 
possible to see her grandkids play. She asked to make sure we are testing the students weekly. She 
also shared she was disappointed hearing “battle it out.”
