The most normal transaction for a standard used classroom is to sell to another
District (or Charter or Private School) for a nominal sum ($1.00), and make the
buyer responsible for all costs to survey for hazmat, disconnect, disassemble,
transport, and restore the site to your satisfaction, including insurance.

Costs to demolish and dispose of a standard classroom building (24 X 40) include
hazmat survey, disconnect, and demolition.

Demolition has been trending $ 13,000 to $ 16,000 per unit, plus a couple of thousand
for hazmat survey and disconnect. Restoration of the site would depend on what

RESOLUTION
Bellevue Union School District
Resolution Number: No. 5

Resolution Determining Sufficiency of Instructional Materials

On motion by , Seconded by , the following resolution is
adopted:

WHEREAS, the governing board of Bellevue district, in order to comply with the requirements
of Education Code Section 60119 held a public hearing on October 15, 2019 at 6:00 p.m., which
is on or before the eighth week of school (between the first day that students attend school and
the eighth week from that day) and which did not take place during or immediately following
school hours, and:

WHEREAS, the governing board provided at least 10 days notice of the public hearing posted in
at least three public places within the district that stated the time, place, and purpose of the
hearing, and:

WHEREAS, the governing board encouraged participation by parents, teachers, members of the
community, and bargaining unit leaders in the public hearing, and;

WHEREAS, information provided at the public hearing and to the governing board at the public
meeting detailed the extent to which textbooks and instructional materials were provided to
students, including English learners, in the district/county office of education, and,;

WHEREAS, the definition of “sufficient textbooks or instructional materials” means that each
pupil has a textbook or instructional materials, or both, to use in class and to take home, and;

WHEREAS, sufficient textbooks or instructional materials were provided to each pupil enrolled
in foreign language or health classes, and;

Background:

In 1979 the State of California adopted Proposition 4 that establishes and defines annual
appropriation limits on state and local governmental entities based on annual appropriations for
the previous fiscal year. Proposition 4 was sponsored by Paul Gann and is known as the GANN
appropriations limit calculations. Education Code sections 1629 and 42132 specify that by
September 15 of each year, district governing boards shall adopt a resolution identifying their
estimated appropriations limits for the current year and their actual appropriations limit for the
preceding year. The purpose of this Resolution with the calculation is to verify to the State that the
district is not receiving more State income than allowed by Proposition 4 law.

When presented with the Unaudited Actuals, it will calculate the School District Appropriations
Limit Calculation from the SACS Unaudited Actuals Fiscal Year 2018-19 report on line 10 with
adjustments to the Limit per Government Code Section 7902.1. The District will either be able to
approve the limit as it will cover the appropriations received in 2018-19 and expected to receive
in 2019-20 or the District will need to increase the limit to cover the appropriations limitations
imposed by Proposition 4.

Recommended Action:

It is recommended that the Board of Trustees approve Resolution No 4 — Adoption of the Gann
Limit.

AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this Board does hereby declare that the appropriations
in the Budget for the 2018-19 and 2019-20 fiscal years do not exceed the limitations
imposed by Proposition 4;

AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Superintendent provides copies of this resolution
along with the appropriate attachments to interested citizens of this district.

and when so addressed, shall be deemed given upon receipt via United States Mail, postage prepaid, provided it is
forwarded certified, or registered with proof of receipt. In all other instances, notices, bills, and payments shall be deemed
given at the time of actual personal delivery. Changes may be made in names and addresses of the person to whom
notices, bills and payments are to be given by giving notice pursuant to this paragraph.

11. Termination:

(a) District may terminate this Agreement by giving thirty (30) calendar days written notice to
CONSULTANT. In the event District elects to terminate the Agreement without cause, it shall pay
CONSULTANT for the reasonable value of services rendered to such date.

(b) If either party fails to perform any of its obligations hereunder, within the time and in the manner
hereunder provided or otherwise violates any of the terms of the Agreement, either party may terminate this
Agreement by giving written notice of such termination, stating the reason for such termination.

Section 45125.1 requires that employees of entities providing such services to school districts must be fingerprinted by the
California Department of Justice for a criminal records check, unless the District determines that the CONSULTANT and
CONSULTANT’s employees will have limited contact with pupils. In making this determination, the District will
consider the totality of the circumstances, including factors such as the length of time the CONSULTANT and
CONSULTANT’s employees will be on school grounds, whether pupils will be in proximity with the site where the
CONSULTANT and CONSULTANT’s employees will be working, and whether the CONSULTANT and
CONSULTANT’s employees will be alone or with others.

The CONSULTANT is required to fulfill these requirements
at its own expense.

(c) Even if the District has determined that fingerprinting is not required, the CONSULTANT
expressly acknowledges that the following conditions shall apply to any work performed by the CONSULTANT
and/or CONSULTANT’s employees on a school site: (1) CONSULTANT and CONSULTANT’s employees
shall check in with the school office each day immediately upon arriving at the school site; (2) CONSULTANT
and CONSULTANT’s employees shall inform school office staff of their proposed activities and location at the
school site; (3) Once at such location, CONSULTANT and CONSULTANT’s employees shall not change
locations without contacting the school office; (4) CONSULTANT and CONSULTANT’s employees shall not
use student restroom facilities; and (5) If CONSULTANT and/or CONSULTANT’s employees find themselves
alone with a student, CONSULTANT and CONSULTANT’s employees shall immediately contact the school
office and request that a member of the school staff be assigned to the work location.

13. Due Performance: Each party to this Agreement undertakes the obligation that the other's expectation of
receiving due performance will not be impaired. When reasonable grounds for insecurity arise with respect to the
performance of either party, the other may, in writing, demand adequate assurance of due performance and until such
written assurance is received may, if commercially reasonable, suspend any performance for which the agreed return has
not been received.

14. Taxes: CONSULTANT agrees to file federal and state tax returns and pay all applicable state and federal taxes
on amounts paid pursuant to this Agreement. In case District is audited for compliance regarding any applicable taxes,
CONSULTANT agrees to furnish District with proof of payment of taxes on those earnings.

15. Dispute Resolution: The parties agree to make a good faith effort to resolve any dispute arising from or relating
to this Agreement through mediation prior to commencing litigation. Within sixty (60) days following a written request
by either party to mediate a dispute that has not been resolved by informal negotiation, the parties shall mutually agree
upon a mediator, schedule a mediation, and shall share the costs of mediation equally, except costs incurred by each party
for representation by legal counsel.

16. Choice of Law and Venue: This Agreement shall be governed by California law, and venue shall be in the
Superior Court of the County of Sonoma, California, and no other place.

17. Merger: This writing is intended both as the final expression of the Agreement between the parties hereto with
respect to the included terms and as a complete and exclusive statement of the terms of the Agreement. No modification
of this Agreement shall be effective unless and until such modification is evidenced by a writing signed by both parties.

18. Assignment/Delegation: Neither party hereto shall assign, sublet or transfer any interest in this Agreement or any
duty hereunder without written consent of the other, and no assignment shall be of any force or effect whatsoever unless
and until the other party shall have so consented.

19. No Third-Party Beneficiaries: There are no intended third-party beneficiaries to this Agreement.

20. No Waiver of Breach: The waiver by District of any breach of any term or promise contained in this Agreement
shall not be deemed to be a waiver of such term or promise or any subsequent breach of the same or any other term or
promise contained in this Agreement.




21. Force Majeure: If either party is delayed or hindered in or prevented from the performance of any act required
hereunder because of strikes, lockouts, inability to procure labor or materials, failure of power, riots, insurrection, war,
fire or other casualty, or other reason beyond the reasonable control of the party delayed, excluding financial inability
(“Force Majeure Event”), performance of that act shall be excused for the period during which the Force Majeure Event
prevents such performance, and the period for that performance shall be extended for an equivalent period. Delays or
failures to perform resulting from lack of funds shall not be Force Majeure Events.

22. Severability: If any provision of this Agreement is determined to be illegal, invalid, or unenforceable, in part or
in whole, the remaining provisions, or portions of the Agreement shall remain in full force and effect.

23. Headings: The headings in this Agreement are included for convenience only and shall neither affect the
construction or interpretation of any provision in this Agreement nor affect any of the rights or obligations of the parties to
this Agreement.

24, Execution in Counterparts: This Agreement may be executed in any number of counterparts, each of which shall
be an original, but all of which together shall constitute one instrument.

25. Authorization: Each individual executing this Agreement, or its counterpart, on behalf of the respective party,
warrants that he/she is authorized to do so and that this Agreement constitutes the legally binding obligation of the entity
which he/she represents.

Tiffany Kampmann, BEA President, greeted the board and members of the audience. She
apologized for her part in the rumor regarding a request by the Superintendent for greater than
the step and column as stipulated in his contract as part of his annual evaluation especially during
a time when zero is being offered for teacher pay increase or health care and there still are not
full time counselors at each school site. We strive for integrity, honesty and positivity in our
personal relationships. The BEA would like to invite two BUSD Board Members a month to
meet with teachers. There was a lot of positive feedback about the first session.

The school district and union are still in negotiations for 2018-19. Negotiations for 2019-20 will
begin soon with a “sunshine” letter. The next scheduled mediation is 09.24.19. The almost 13%
in reserves is good news, but not yet recovered from dire circumstances. If in the course of
resolving issues it appears we’ve been in “Gripeland” we apologize. We are grateful for the
sharing of the news briefs.

This total
undiscounted amount is $11,734,512 as of June 30, 2019. RESIG has sufficient funds
to pay all of these outstanding liabilities. Member Districts are also required to report
whether the funding of these liabilities is in compliance with GASB 10 standards;
RESIG’s accountants have certified compliance.

This does not require any action by RESIG’s Member Districts’ Board of Trustees.
RESIG recommends that the report be placed on the agenda as an informational item,
as part of the superintendent’s report, or simply as part of the Consent Calendar to be
received and filed.
