Attendance Policy

Reporting Absences- Per State Requirements

● All absences must be reported and verified by telephone on the same day or have a

submitted note within 3 days of being absent.

● Absences that are not reported within the 3-day mark of being absent will be recorded as an

“unexcused absence” which may trigger the States mandated Truancy Process after multiple

unexcused absences.

All calls/written notes should contain the following information.

Date of Absence

Student’s Full Name

Reason

Person Reporting/Signature

All student’s being reported to our 24hr attendance line must have a valid reason for

accounting purposes as well as mandated reporting to State, County, and local agencies.

Tardies-

● After the 8:15 a.m. school bell all students K-5TH will need to come to the front office to obtain

a tardy slip for class admission.

Appointments-

● If your child has a scheduled appointment during the school day, a parent/guardian must

come into the front office to sign out the student from class. (All contacts must be listed and

verified on the child's Emergency Card before being released.)

● Students returning from an appointment or arriving late due to a scheduled appointment need

to check-in at the front office before being admitted into class. Parents need to provide a

1



verified doctor/dental written excuse note to be considered an “excused tardy.” (Please try to

arrange any appointments after school, on non-school days, or towards the very end of the

school day as much as possible.) **Instructional time is super important and can not be made

up.

Vacations-

● Families are not recommended to take vacation time while school is in session. Please plan

vacations during the official school breaks (November Thanksgiving Break, December Holiday

Break, February Winter Break, April Spring Break.) Please refer to your Student-Parent

Handbook for official break dates.

● Families requesting time off must come by the front office and sign the “Leave of Absence

Form” in advance prior to their selected dates. -This may trigger the Truancy Process per

Student Services.

Truancy Process/10% Letter-

● For students whose total absences have exceeded more than 10% of the school year to date

and who have received an active 10% letter must have doctor's notes to verify each time the

student is absent from school. For students with any combination of 3 unexcused absences

and/or 3 tardies over 30 minutes, the State Truancy process will begin. The family can

possibly be referred to the School Attendance Review Board (SARB) and other enforcement

agencies (local Police Department as well as County Social Services.)

4. The students are allowed on the grass as far as the end of the quad buildings.
5. For no reason is a student allowed to leave the school grounds or be in a classroom without supervision.

RULES FOR THE BLACKTOP/GRASS
1. Keep hands, feet, and objects to yourself.
2. Rubber balls (no matter what color) are the only balls that may be kicked into the air. Soccer balls can only be kicked 

waist high (to pass, not in the air).
3. Basketballs are only for passing and shooting. They may not be kicked.
4. Balls can only be kicked on the grass, unless you are playing an organized kick-ball game.
5. Running on the blacktop is only for organized games.
6. No swinging/sitting on the tetherballs.
7. A count of 5 is enough to get a drink.
8. Absolutely NO play equipment from home. (This means no toys at school.)
9. Eat your snacks on the green benches and pick up your trash afterwards.

RULES FOR THE PLAY STRUCTURE
1. Keep hands and feet to yourself (especially no pushing on the play structure).
2. No balls, jump ropes, or snacks on the play structure or in the tanbark area.
3. No running on the play structure or on the tanbark.
4. Never jump off the play structure.
5. Go down the slide feet first, on your bottom.
6. One student at a time on the slide.
7. Move away from the bottom of the slide as soon as you are done.

Have a Question?
Every once in a while, parents do have a question or concern regarding their child; 
whether it is in the cafeteria, on the yard, or in the classroom. The first place to go is 
always your classroom teacher. (This is both school and district policy.) If, after meeting 
with the teacher, your concerns are not addressed, the school office is the second place 
to find help.

We are here to work with you, as a team, to help your child be successful- in school and 
in life. Your child’s teacher knowing those concerns is the first step to helping your child 
feel safe and successful at school. Your teacher needs to know if you have concerns!

Please remember that teachers are often preparing for their day first thing in the 
morning, on yard duty, or running to meetings right after school. There are also often 
many other parents and students around at the start and end of the school day, making 
a private conversation difficult to have.

If you need to talk to your child’s teacher about a concern you may have, please let 
them know you would like to make an appointment with them, either through a note, 
email, or calling them directly. (The front office can transfer you to the voicemail box for 
your child’s teacher – 423-1700.) It is our goal to always return your call within 24 hours.

Thank you for working together to support our Mayne students!

Communication Protocol:
1. Wherever possible, please make an appointment or call the teacher to address 

concerns so they can give their full attention to your question/concern.  
2. Please do not try to “catch” a teacher for a quick conversation before or after 

school. There are often yard supervision duties, prearranged meetings, 
intervention classes, or district trainings that prevent teachers from giving you 
their full attention. If you must get a note to the teacher, the best way is to send 
a note with your child.

3. The office has teacher voicemail and email contact information for you if you 
need it. Though our office staff is friendly and available, they do not replace 
communicating with the teacher directly. Unless it is a simple school-wide 
question they can answer, they will direct you back to the teacher.

4. If you bring a question/concern in to the office, your concern can be written 
down on a “Please Contact Me Form” which will be delivered to your teacher’s 
mailbox.

5. Sometimes, disagreements happen. However, this is an environment where we 
ALL must be respectful of the fact that there are impressionable children always 
present, even if we do not immediately see them. Please refrain from any 
yelling, threatening, or profanity. 

6. Our teachers and staff make it a priority to address all requests for 
communication within 24 hours of receiving them.

Parent Involvement Policy

2022 - 2023

It is the goal of George Mayne School to encourage greater involvement of parents with the 
education of their children.  Everyone gains when the home and the school work together to 
promote high achievement.  There are many ways in which parents can become involved in their 
children’s education at George Mayne School, as we value both the at-home contributions and 
those which take place at school and in the community.  Reading to children at home and talking 
with them at a family meal are as important as volunteering at school and serving on advisory 
committees.

3. Parents will receive an individual Academic Assistance Plan, for students below standard, or 
a Goal Setting Worksheet for students, at standard, prepared with input from the teacher and 
parent.

4. On-going communication with parents will consist of classroom and school newsletters, 
special notices, phone calls, conferences, and home visits as needed. Notices will be sent out 
in the Wednesday Communicator Envelopes.

5. Within the first week of each new school year a parent orientation for new Kindergarten 
students will be held.

6. Back to School Night in August/September and Open house in May will allow and encourage
parents to meet their children’s teachers, visit the classrooms, and acquaint themselves more 
fully with the school and its culture.

7. Parents will be invited to participate with their children in school-wide activities such as 
Math Night, Literacy Night, Science Night/Fair, A Night at the Arts, PTA and other 
classroom and school-wide events throughout the year.

8. Involvement and input of parents through school committees – SSC, PTA,CAC, and ELAC 
are encouraged.

9. In awareness of parents lacking literacy skills or where the native language is not English, 
provision will be made, as far as practical, for translation of both written and/or oral material.

Our commitment to family involvement is reviewed and updated annually and then approved by 
our ELAC and the SSC.
