PUBLIC PARTICIPATION AT BOARD MEETINGS

All meetings of the Board and Board-appointed committees are open to the public.

In order for the Board to fulfill its obligation to complete the planned agenda in an effective and
efficient fashion, a maximum of 30 minutes of public participation may be permitted at each
meeting.

Each person addressing the Board shall give his/her name and address and is allotted three
minutes to speak. During that period, no person may speak twice until all who desire to speak
have had the opportunity to do so. Persons desiring more time should follow the procedure of
the Board to be placed on the regular agenda.

Agendas are available to all those who attend Board meetings. The "Welcome" cover page for
the public agendas contains the procedure for public participation at Board meetings.
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
