RESUMEN EJECUTIVO

DESARROLLO DEL PRESUPUESTO

El presupuesto sirve como un plan operativo, expresado en términos financieros, para llevar a cabo la
mision de las escuelas publicas de los Tarrytowns. El desarrollo de nuestro presupuesto operativo anual
comienza en el otofo y continda durante el invierno y la primavera. En el otofio revisamos los gastos del
afio anterior y nuestro progreso hacia el cumplimiento de los objetivos educativos establecidos por la
Junta de Educacidn. Los administradores y superintendente/a del distrito revisan el costo y la eficacia de
nuestros programas educativos y los directores de las escuelas trabajan con sus docentes y personal de
apoyo para desarrollar los presupuestos individuales para edificios. Esta informacidn, junto con las
obligaciones contractuales, tales como sueldos y prestaciones son compilados por los administradores
del distrito para aclarar los gastos necesarios para manejar el distrito el afio siguiente. Los ingresos
disponibles para financiar los gastos del distrito provienen principalmente de la ayuda estatal y de los
impuestos inmuebles del distrito y estan limitados por el limite de exaccidon impositiva exigida por el
estado de Nueva York. Una vez identificados los ingresos y los gastos, el/la superintendente/a presenta
un borrador de propuesta de presupuesto a la junta escolar en enero. La Junta de Educacion y los
administradores del distrito, con el aporte de la comunidad revisan la propuesta en los proximos dos a
tres meses para asegurar que cumple con las necesidades de recursos de los alumnos sin dejar de ser
fiscalmente responsable. Una propuesta final de presupuesto es adoptada por la Junta de Educacién en
abril, y los residentes del distrito elegibles pueden votar sobre el presupuesto en mayo.

LO QUE SE DESTACA DEL PRESUPUESTO

Como en el pasado, nuestros alumnos siguen siendo el centro de la propuesta de presupuesto 2019-
2020. Este presupuesto provee fondos para todos los programas federales y estatales obligatorios y
mantiene o expande nuestros programas y servicios actuales que apoyan las diversas necesidades de
nuestros alumnos. Esto incluye todas las ofertas extracurriculares, tales como deportes, artes y clubes,
asi como los servicios de transporte. El presupuesto propuesto ampliard nuestro alineamiento curricular,
empleo de personal y recursos de desarrollo profesional en todas las areas del curriculo. Vamos a
mantener nuestra expansion planificada de idioma extranjero en el programa de la Escuela Primaria
(FLES) hasta el cuarto grado y continuaremos con el desarrollo y la implementacidn de nuestra iniciativa
de Ciencia, Tecnologia, Ingenieria, Arte y Matematica (STEAM). Este enfoque estimulante de aprendizaje
basado en la investigacion promueve la ensefianza innovadora y tendra un impacto directo en todos los
alumnos del Distrito. Apoyar las necesidades Unicas de nuestros alumnos, asi como su desarrollo social y
emocional también son prioridades fundamentales reflejadas en este presupuesto. Para apoyar esto,
estamos desarrollando aln mas nuestra respuesta a los sistemas de Intervencién (RTI) de programas y
apoyos en cada una de nuestras escuelas. Estas intervenciones estan disefiadas para ayudar a todos los
alumnos a desarrollar las habilidades y conocimientos necesarios para alcanzar su maximo potencial.
También vamos a mantener nuestro enfoque en el desarrollo de un Plan de aprendizaje social y
emocional integral K-12 para el Distrito. Este plan dara a todos los alumnos las herramientas necesarias
para entender y manejar sus emociones, mantener relaciones positivas, y tomar decisiones
responsables. Lo anterior representa una breve muestra de los muchos programas y servicios que se
incluyen en este presupuesto y son disenados para apoyar el éxito de todos los alumnos.

DE UN PRESUPUESTO A OTRO

Se incrementard el presupuesto 2019-2020 en un 1.39% o $ 1,086,265. El aumento de recaudacion de
impuestos es de 2.44%. El presupuesto propuesto cumple con el tope fiscal de recaudacién de
impuestos del estado de Nueva York.

CAMBIOS DEL PERSONAL

El presupuesto incluye un aumento general del 6.5 de tiempo completo (FTE) en el Fondo General.
Ademas, 2.1 FTE sera financiado por los fondos de ayuda especial (subsidio) y almuerzo escolar.

PREGUNTAS FRECUENTES

Q) éPor qué difieren las tasas de impuestos de los pueblos?

Cada pueblo tiene diferentes métodos para evaluar los valores de propiedad y algunos tienen valores
estimados mas altos que otros. Los residentes de Sleepy Hollow, debido a la tasa de valoraciéon baja del
pueblo de Mt. Pleasant pagaran una tasa de impuesto estimado de $1,515.22 por cada $1,000 del valor
de la tasacion, lo que representa un incremento del 0.31%. Los residentes de Tarrytown que viven en el
pueblo de Greenburgh, pagaran un estimado de $21.52 por cada $1,000 del valor de la tasacién, lo que
representa una disminucién del 0.39%. Esto es debido a que Greenburgh evaluara la propiedad en su
valor total.

éCual es el aumento del presupuesto para 2019-2020?

El presupuesto propuesto de 2019-2020 propone un aumento de gastos del 1.39% sobre el presupuesto
2018-2019 o un aumento de $1,086,265.

¢Esta el presupuesto propuesto igual o por debajo del tope fiscal estatal obligatorio de recaudacion de
impuestos?

Si, el presupuesto se mantiene dentro del tope fiscal de recaudacidn de impuestos fijado para el distrito.
El Distrito ha mantenido un perfil financiero conservador y ha permanecido en o por debajo del tope
fiscal de recaudacion de impuestos exigido por el estado durante los ultimos ocho afios.

Si la recaudacion de impuestos se incrementa en un porcentaje X, ésignifica esto que los impuestos de
todas las personas también suben un X por ciento?

No. El tope fiscal no afecta directamente las tasas de los impuestos de propiedad o cambios en los
impuestos individuales pagaderos en un afio determinado. Las tasas de impuestos pagados por los
contribuyentes individuales pueden variar mucho de un hogar a otro, basado en cosas tales como las
tasas de equiparacion, y pueden superar el 2 por ciento. El monto de impuestos que un individuo paga
también puede verse afectado por los cambios en los valores evaluados de propiedades.

¢Qué ocurre si no se aprueba el presupuesto el 21 de mayo?

Si el presupuesto no se aprueba, la Junta de Educacidn puede aprobar un presupuesto con una
recaudacion de impuestos no mayor de lo que se recaudd el aifo anterior o presentar el mismo
presupuesto o uno revisado para una segunda votacidon en junio.

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Explicacion de las partidas presupuestarias

Junta de Educacion

Los gastos que estdn especificamente relacionados con el funcionamiento de la Junta de Educacién
aparecen en esta seccién del presupuesto. La Junta de Educacion esta facultada por ley para proveer
a la educacidn de los nifios del Distrito, establecer las reglamentaciones, preparar y proponer un
presupuesto, recaudar impuestos y cumplir con todos los requisitos establecidos por la ley del
Estado.

Secretaria del Distrito

Los gastos para la Secretaria del Distrito, como una funcionaria de la Junta de Educacion se registran
en esta seccion del presupuesto. Es el deber de la Secretaria del Distrito actuar como secretaria en
toda reunion del Distrito o eleccién llevada a cabo en el Distrito y asistir a todas las reuniones de los
votantes del Distrito. La Secretaria de Distrito es responsable de asistir a todas las reuniones publicas
de la Junta de Educacidn, manteniendo actas de los procesos de tales reuniones, manejar toda la
correspondencia, y conducir las actividades de la Junta de Educacidon en todo otro momento. La
Secretaria de Distrito también actia como una funcionaria de acceso a los registros (incluidos los
pedidos de libertad de informacidon), mantiene el Manual de reglamentaciones del Distrito, y es la
receptora de los documentos legales.

Reunion del distrito

La Ley de Educacién del Estado exige que los votantes de un distrito escolar tengan la oportunidad
de votar sobre asuntos especiales. Los fondos estdn presupuestados aqui para presidentes,
secretarias e inspectores, y otros gastos necesarios para mantener la eleccion anual del
distrito/votacion del presupuesto.

Administrador escolar principal

El superintendente de escuelas es el funcionario ejecutivo de la Junta de Educacién y el
Administrador Principal del sistema escolar. El Superintendente es responsable de implementar
todas las reglamentaciones de la Junta Escolar y de dirigir el funcionamiento del Distrito. El
Administrador Principal de la Escuela ejercita su liderazgo con el fin de servir como Director
Ejecutivo del Distrito Escolar, trabajar con la Junta de Educacidn para establecer prioridades anuales
que estan alineadas con la misién del Distrito, proveer informacién que permitird a la Junta de
Educacién el tomar decisiones informadas con respecto a los programas de instruccidn, personal y
planta fisica, apoyar los programas de instruccion, y avanzar en mejoras dirigidas hacia la excelencia
en la educacidn. También estd el cometido de apoyar el liderazgo instruccional, particularmente al
nivel de edificio.

Administracion de Negocios

Los fondos para la administracidon de las operaciones financieras y comerciales del Distrito estan
presupuestados en esta seccidn. Los sueldos y los gastos de la oficina de negocios del distrito escolar
se reflejan en el Fondo General, asi como en el Fondo del almuerzo escolar. Aqui se incluyen
actividades tales como facturacion, contabilidad, presupuestos, cuentas por pagar, y pago de
sueldos. También se incluyen los costos de los articulos generales y materiales, servicios de
cumplimiento 403(b) y 457, asesor fiscal, membresia, asistencia a los talleres profesionales, servicios
actuariales para GASB #45 de valoracion actuarial de beneficios post empleo, y servicios de
planificacién de ayudas estatales.

Auditoria
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Explicacion de las partidas presupuestarias

Todos los gastos ocasionados por los servicios de auditoria interna e independiente se registran
aqui. Los gastos incluyen todos los pagos por los servicios profesionales de contabilidad y auditoria.
La Ley de Educacién del Estado de Nueva York requiere que las cuentas distrito escolar sean
auditadas anualmente por un auditor independiente. El Consejo nombra anualmente al auditor
independiente, asi como también al auditor interno de reclamaciones.

Tesorero

El sueldo pagado al tesorero del distrito y al tesorero adjunto se registran aqui. El Consejo de
Educacién nombra un tesorero que es el custodio oficial de todos los fondos del distrito escolar y
gue prepara todos los informes financieros.

Legal

Gastos que se relacionan especificamente con todos los asuntos legales de la Junta de Educacion.
Este item incluye el pago por los servicios profesionales de un asesor juridico empleado por la Junta
de Educacién para asesorar y revisar los asuntos del Distrito. Los honorarios legales también
incluyen los servicios prestados a las negociaciones con las unidades de negociacién del Distrito, los
honorarios a los asesores de bonos y asuntos de litigio.

Personal

La Oficina de Recursos Humanos coordina toda la contratacidn de todo el Distrito, mejoras de
capacitacién para docentes y personal, las notificaciones de la acumulacién de dias de enfermedad
y vacaciones, y el mantenimiento de registros de personal. Esto contempla al Superintendente
Adjunto de Administracion y personal administrativo, junto con los costos de reclutamiento y
orientacién de miembros del personal profesional y el mantenimiento de registros de personal.

Funcionario del manejo de registros

Gastos incurridos para el mantenimiento y registro de archivos. El Distrito mantiene registros de los
alumnos y del personal, de acuerdo con los horarios de Retencién y Disposicion de Registros del
Estado de Nueva York y las reglamentaciones de la Junta. Se necesita un gasto por hora de verano
para deshacerse de registros obsoletos de alumnos. El Distrito contrata a Orange/Ulster BOCES, que
se especializa en la conservacidon de registros para ayudar con el desarrollo de un programa efectivo.

Informacion publica y servicios

Este cédigo incluye los gastos relacionados con la preparacién y difusiéon de informacién a la
comunidad y al personal. Esto se realiza a través de boletines de noticias, avisos, comunicados de
prensa, folletos informativos y publicaciones especiales. También se incluyen aqui los costos de
avisos publicos del Distrito.

Funcionamiento de la planta

Aqui se cargan los costos asociados con el mantenimiento de la planta fisica abierta y lista para su
uso. También se registran en esta area los costos de los servicios publicos y los equipos necesarios
para mantener el funcionamiento de todos los edificios. Esta funcién registra el costo de la
supervisidén, apoyo administrativo, custodios, y el costo de funcionamiento y limpieza de los
edificios. La oficina de las instalaciones es también responsable de la coordinacién y la facturacién
del uso del edificio por organizaciones externas e internas.

Mantenimiento de la planta
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Explicacion de las partidas presupuestarias

Esta funcidn registra el costo de los trabajadores de mantenimiento cualificados, como carpinteros,
electricistas, plomeros e incluye el costo de la reparacién y el mantenimiento de las instalaciones.
Los costos incluidos son proyectos de todo el Distrito para cada edificio que se realizan durante el
afio, contratos de mantenimiento de los equipos en los edificios, tales como sistema calefaccién y
aire acondicionado, servicios de arquitectura/ingenieria profesional, servicios de exterminio, etc.
Servicios de BOCES para ayudar al Distrito con el cumplimiento de las reglamentaciones relativas a
sustancias toxicas, asbestos, pruebas ambientales, planes estatales de emergencia en edificios, y un
ambiente seguro relacionado con las leyes de "derecho a saber".

Correo e impresion central

Aqui se incluyen los gastos de funcionamiento de una central de impresion y de envio por correo.
Se registran el costo de franqueo, alquiler de maquina para correo y el mantenimiento de los
equipos.

Procesamiento central de datos

Aqui se cobran todos los costos de la unidad de procesamiento central que actia como una unidad
de servicio para varias funciones. Se proporciona apoyo para los sistemas administrativos existentes,
incluyendo alertas K-12, almacenamiento de datos, Infinite Campus, y el sitio web del distrito.

Articulos especiales

Esta seccion del presupuesto incluye seguro no asignado, cuotas de asociacion escolar, evaluaciones
de la propiedad escolar, gastos de BOCES, y el reembolso de los impuestos sobre bienes inmuebles.
Los cargos administrativos de Southern Westchester BOCES son fijados por la administracién BOCES
y votados por los distritos integrantes. Para proteger los activos del Distrito y para protegerse de las
acciones de responsabilidad, la Junta de Educacién mantiene un programa de seguro integral. Las
polizas incluyen una pdliza que protege contra la responsabilidad, el incendio, y el robo. El distrito
es miembro del seguro reciproco de las escuelas de Nueva York (NYSIR, por sus siglas en inglés)

Desarrollo curricular y supervision

La oficina de plan de estudios ofrece coordinacién de personal profesional para proyectos
relacionados con la mejora del curriculo. Planifica y administra los programas de desarrollo
profesional y capacitacidn en la escuela; asegura y distribuye los recursos de instruccion; y trabaja
con los administradores y maestros para organizar y coordinar el plan de estudios del Distrito y los
esfuerzos de instruccion.

Supervision - escuela regular

Aqui estan presupuestados los sueldos y gastos de los directores de edificio, vicedirectores y
supervisores del programa de instruccidén dentro de un edificio escolar, materia o nivel de grado.

Capacitacion profesional en la escuela

Se registran aqui los gastos de actividades que aumentan la competencia profesional del personal
de instruccion.

Ensefanza - escuela regular

Los costos de la ensefianza escolar regular se registran aqui e incluyen los sueldos de los maestros,
asistentes de maestros, materiales de instruccion, equipo y libros de texto.

Programa para alumnos de edad escolar con discapacidades
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Explicacion de las partidas presupuestarias

Todos los gastos para ensefar a los alumnos con discapacidad y para el Comité de Educacion
Especial del Distrito se incluyen en esta area presupuesto. Los alumnos con discapacidades reciben
los servicios que satisfacen sus necesidades individuales para facilitar el logro de las competencias
necesarias para cumplir con los Estandares del estado de Nueva York. Los programas se desarrollan
para dar cabida a las necesidades educativas de los alumnos actualmente en los programas del
Distrito y los que regresan de la ubicacion fuera del distrito.
