PLEASE DO NOT JUST “DROP BY” THE HSMC CAMPUS. Our office is closed unless you have
an appointment. Please call or email Ms. Gaeta to schedule a time to meet on campus. Visitors will now
be required to go through checkpoints at the College even if they are just picking up/dropping off.
The closest checkpoint will be by the Child Development Center on Campus Dr, just past the turn they
would normally take to get to HS@MC. They will need to have the VCCCD app downloaded on their
smartphone and select "visitor" in order to take the pre-screen survey. They will need to leave their
device on the "Clear to be on campus" screen at the end of the survey and show that to the attendant at
the checkpoint in order to get an all clear health pass on the app as well as a colored wristband(color will
vary by day).

Parents/Guardians MUST call us at (805)378-6312 ext. 7293 to report tardies or absences within 48
hours, 72 hours on Fridays or holidays (even students that are 18 or over, while they are attending
HS@MC they are still considered a K-12 student and must have parent/guardian report for them for
attendance purposes).
