HIGHLIGHTS

THE ATTENDANCE ZONING COMMITTEE DETERMINED THE FOLLOWING PRIORITIES,
WHICH GUIDED THEIR ANALYSIS:

e Capacity: Reasonably equal among each middle school.

e Equitable student populations and opportunities at each school.

e Continuity of feeder patterns: Cohorts stay largely intact (as much as possible).

e Community voice throughout the process.
The T2 scenario was created by using proximity to the school location as the primary
driver for student placement. T2 aims to address future growth with minimal disruption to
the current school populations, while maintaining as many student groups with peers
from kindergarten through 12th grade.

CAPACITY CONSIDERATIONS

e Oakdale starts out with the highest student population in this scenario because it has
the highest capacity for students ot the three locations.

* Hedrick starts out with the lowest student population in order to accommodate
potential increased student enrollment, due to high growth in East Medford housing
developments, in particular in the Abraham Lincoln Elementary School area.

CONTINUITY CONSIDERATIONS

In this scenario the committee is recommending to divide the students attending

Hoover Elementary School upon entering middle school along the current high

school boundary. This would keep the cohort intact from middle to high school.

IN THIS SCENARIO:

e All Oakdale Middle School students will attend South Medford High School.

 Hedrick Middle School students will attend North Medford High School, with the
exception of Roosevelt students who would be divided between South and North
Medtord High School at the current high school boundary.

e McLoughlin Middle School students would be divided between South and North
Medford High School at the current high school boundary.
