The Board of Trustees is composed of fifteen members, who possess key talents and attributes that assist in the 
advancement of the Institution. Through its different committees, the Board of Trustees has the duty of care 
and stewardship towards ASF. The Trustees are custodians of the Institution’s legacy, reputation, well-being and 
future direction.


 


Moreover, it is their duty to provide oversight and to ensure that the Administration’s strategies and policies are 
consistent with and advance the ASF’s mission. As such, the Board of Trustees reviews administrative 
procedures, and, when appropriate, defines school policy.
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The COVID-19 pandemic in 2020 was, without a doubt, a very challenging time for the 
entire world, and The American School Foundation was not the exception. For this reason, 
all our activities had to be adapted to a format that had never been so essential before: 
online education.





In ASF, we faced the challenge with our heads held high, we overcame, and we thrived. All 
our activities, from Mathematics to Volleyball, from fundraisings to celebrate the Art Fair, 
adapted to the online format, and the results exceeded all expectations. 





Here below is a brief review of all the incredible outcomes of our teachers and students’ 
projects during the 2020-2021 academic year.



Since 2002, the Anglo Mexican Foundation, following Mrs. Susan Chapman and Mr. 
Stuart Cox's lead, organizes in Mexico an annual Shakespeare Competition which is a 
curriculum-based program for High School students that offers them the chance of 
developing their English language skills through the exploration of William 
Shakespeare's works.





ASF has been one of the four schools that have been part of this beautiful program 
from the very start, challenging students for 19 years to master a monologue and a 
sonnet by William Shakespeare. In exchange, our children have brought home at 
least one of the three first prizes on ten occasions. 





The 2020-2021 academic year was an extraordinarily challenging time that, for the 
first time, moved the competition to the virtual environment. ASF was once again up 
to the challenge and four Upper School students took the journey with The Bard. 
Gonzalo Álvarez ('22), proudly represented our school in the final ending in third 
place against another 16 students from schools in Mexico City, Morelos, Querétaro, 
and Puebla.




During 2020, ASF Bears had to face a very hard challenge: staying active and healthy throughout the pandemic. 
Proudly, the students built teams and camaraderie and managed to stay fit, forging life-long habits. The Athletics 
program was kept alive through several different online live events, which included weekly competitions in teams as 
well as individual skill demonstrations. Some of these included “the highest number of burpees performed” or “the 
most time in a plank”.





By the end of the year, these events led to different competitions in which the best performing athletes were 
recognized and awarded for their incredible achievements.



The Holiday Bazaar is one of ASF’s most beloved traditions. In 2020, while we were facing a new 
reality that was forcing us to be isolated, we refused to cancel the Bazaar and so it was decided 
that it would be held in an online format since we wanted the ASF Community to feel united by 
celebrating one of our favorite events. 





In order to achieve this, we partnered with Canasta Rosa, an online shop that was created by one 
of our alumni. Via this platform, we were able to create the Bazaar@Home and get our exhibitors 
on board. It was not an easy task, but in the end, it was a big success!





Thanks to the help of the Committee and volunteers, we managed to offer a wide variety of 
products for all our Community: from food to Christmas presents, toys, and clothing, among 
many other things.  





ASF was very happy with the outcome. Members of our community (students, teachers, parents, 
friends, alumni, staff, and general public) logged into the platform to support everyone in the 
Holiday Bazaar, which allowed vendors to have great sales and benefit our students since 14% of 
the income goes to the Endowment Fund for Financial Aid!



Already a long-standing tradition, The American School Foundation (ASF) held its 18th Golf 
Tournament at the "Los Encinos" Club, an event which seeks to strengthen the ties of the 
community with its primary objective: fundraising for the Endowment Fund for Financial Aid.


This is a unique fund among schools in Latin America with a K-12 program, designed to provide 
financial aid for students who require assistance to continue their studies at the School.


This was the first face-to-face event held by ASF since the COVID-19 pandemic began, held with 
all safety and health measures, including social distancing, the use of protective equipment, and 
mandatory COVID-19 tests for all attendees to ensure everyone’s health.



ASF students also have the possibility of reaching out to the community by offering 
independent tutoring to students in the neighborhood who require it, regardless of 
the school in which they are enrolled. In 2020 and up until today, this is offered in 
an online format.

Following its commitment to forge stronger relationships with the community, in 2020, ASF 
was able to deliver over 1,100 despensas to neighbor families in the Las Américas 
neighborhood. Students, parents, staff, and partners (Universidad CENTRO and Hospital 
ABC) came together to accomplish this great deed.  We are always proud of how our 
extended community comes together in times of crisis. 



In August 2020, the ASF Alumni Association organized a Virtual event to celebrate our Bear 
Pride. The Classes of 1975, 1980, 1985, 1990, 1995, 2000, 2005, 2010, and 2015 were recognized 
and the Class of 2020 was welcomed into the Association.


It was the first event where Alumni from all over the world got together to remember the 
wonderful experiences during their times at ASF.



An event that has become a tradition among alumni is ASF Talks. In May 2021, it turned to 
a new virtual format with the theme Web of Life. Eighteen Alumni of different classes, 
professions, and geographic locations presented the amazing accomplishments they have 
had since graduating, and how ASF enabled them to achieve their goals. It was a live fun 
event, connecting alumni from all over the world.

The remote year was still a period of arduous work for the Extended Learning program. More than 100 students 
participated in at least one of the different activities offered by ASF. 


We are very proud of the variety of activities in which students from Lower School and the Early Childhood Center 
participated, some of which include: 



It is in times like these that we are proud of our Financial Aid program that provides tuition relief to families that need 
it. For 38 years, together as the strong community that we are, our program has been able to expand to cover 18% of 
our student body with an average of a 50% scholarship.

Undoubtedly, online learning through the 2020-2021 school year was a challenging one for 
everyone: students, faculty, and administrators. Schools sorted different kinds of challenges, 
from the physical arrangements in our facilities in order to provide safe conditions to our 
community, to the safe-return expectation. Those challenges also included technology and 
infrastructure.

Providing Zoom accounts to teachers, acquiring over 100 Ed Tech apps for better instruction, 
and the School allowing teachers to teach online from our campus, in order to have a stable 
internet service.




Emotional Academic Support for Students was offered as well, and,  in the middle of the school 
day, Special Teachers worked with students right after Whole Group Morning Meetings. 
Instruction was made multidisciplinary, combining Math and Science and Language, or 
Reading and Social Studies. Students were taught to develop work habits, and they met 
teachers for extra help or for completing class projects and homework.




In spite of the challenges brought by 2020, the art program proved true resilience by 
staying alive through a very ambitious online project. Students came together and 
carried out incredible projects throughout the school year, which could only be made 
possible with a great team effort. Said projects included: musical acts, visual arts, 
photography, painting, video production, and ceramics, just to mention a few.  





Each year, ASF holds an exhibit showcasing the results of such work; this exhibit, we call 
the Art Fair. In the words of ASF’s Arts & Design teacher: “The Art Fair has been, for the 
last 15 years, the venue to share and celebrate our student’s creative accomplishments. 
This year, though we are doing it virtually, it’s no different.” 





Though the Art Fair could not be carried out as normal, it was still celebrated. For this 
reason, students and teachers collected samples of the projects developed in each class 
and they put them together in a video we called “Celebrating the Art Fair”. This video 
was meant to honor this iconic event, where teachers shared their testimony on the 
work that students carried out at home. In addition, the video compiled art pieces that 
had been performed and exhibited in previous Art Fairs.

In addition, divisions had to adjust their regular schedules in order to offer better learning 
experiences to the student body. We also offered them an asynchronous model, in which they 
had to perform different activities on an individual basis, rather than “on-screen” time.

The 6th Virtual Race gathered the whole community to work together and raise money for 
the Endowment Fund for Financial Aid. To meet our goal, a fun virtual competition was 
carried out by students from all grades, parents, and employees. This time we even counted 
with the special participation of the Heads of ECC, Lower, Middle,  and Upper School, as well 
as the Head of A&EL who performed different challenges once each of the goals was met. 





Despite the issues that 2020 brought with it, we raised $768,520.00 pesos. 


The traditional ASF Book Fair went virtual through Libronautas, an online bookstore with a 
wide and diverse selection of books. Through workshops, read-aloud sessions, and many other 
activities, we shared our passion for books with our kids, who were able to buy great titles that 
were delivered right to their homes. 

ASF offers academic support to students from private and public schools through different 
formats. These programs are meant to have an impact on our students by opening their 
understanding of the world when in touch with different communities. 





The Omega and Gamma programs are carried out by students from Upper School, who 
offer a variety of courses to children and senior citizens around the neighborhood of ASF. 





Throughout 2020, the programs started through face-to-face classes; nevertheless, they 
had to be changed to an online format. In order to achieve this, ASF students would come 
to our campus, and, with the help of their responsible teacher, they started virtual classes by 
first teaching their students how to use and join a Zoom meeting.



In December of 2020, the generosity of our community resulted in the donation of 125 
winter boxes to clerks, maintenance, security, cleaning, and bus staff, as well as thousands 
of toys to bring a smile to children in Álvaro Obregón.

The American School Foundation A.C. is an independent school and a foundation; no one owns it and it operates on a break-even budget. 
The School receives income from tuition and registration, bus service, summer camp, and donations, among other sources. This income, 
with the exception of donations, goes into the General Fund, which supports the School-wide operations, such as compensation and fringe 
benefits, school materials, transportation, etc. The Endowment Fund for Financial Aid is a restricted fund, established in 1984 with the 
purpose of providing financial aid to qualified ASF students. In the school year 2020-21, ASF provided financial assistance to 450 students, 
some 18% of our student body. 





Financial aid is awarded to deserving families who otherwise would be unable to afford an ASF education for their children. The Board has 
set the ambitious goal of increasing financial aid to 20% of the student body. Major Gifts are needed for the School to build and refurbish 
our campus and to improve technology. These donations go directly to the Capital Building Fund. The land where the School was built was 
donated, and all the ASF facilities were constructed thanks to donations from families, foundations, and our community.

The ASF special education program, Services for Academic Success (SAS), provides 
special education services to students with Specific Learning Disorders, Attention-
Deficit/Hyperactivity Disorder (ADHD), and Communication Disorders (Speech and/or 
Language Disorders). 





2020 was a challenging year for the SAS Program, as the delivery of services was 
complicated due to the type of intervention it provides and the challenges to meet 
students' needs in this modality.  Visual, auditory, and tactile prompts are often needed 
during the intervention and the online modality placed an additional challenge. ASF 
had to adapt to different needs and logistics not only of our individual students, but also 
of the policies and procedures followed by each division, as it served all four academic 
divisions. 


 


SAS teachers joined the Zoom sessions of different classrooms where their students 
were placed. They also scheduled individual and/or group sessions with their students at 
certain times during the day to provide more individualized and targeted intervention. 


 


Teachers made an incredible effort to establish personal connections with their 
students. They discovered and adapted a variety of resources to support their students' 
needs and applied them in very creative ways. Meetings to discuss the Individualized 
Education Plan and share progress reports were scheduled at the beginning and end of 
the school year, with attendance from counselors, deans, and teachers. Additional 
meetings with teachers and parents throughout the year took place as needed. 



In October 2020, the “Paw Prints - Alumni Helping Alumni” Fund was created and a 
campaign was organized to raise funds for Financial Aid for children of alumni. Former ASF 
students of all ages contributed to this fund and four children of alumni received financial 
aid for the school year 2021-2022.
