Recording of Classroom Lessons by
Students, Parents or Teachers

There have been many questions

regarding recordings of online

sessions, so I want to share the E
guidelines we are following at
College Park Google Classroom

® Video recordings of classroom instruction qualify as
"education records" under the Family Educational
Rights Privacy Act, and as such are protected by state
and Federal privacy laws. The following rules apply:




¢ Recordings by teachers of classroom instruction for
distribution to students for educational purposes are
permitted by FERPA. When used for an educational
purpose, recordings of a classroom by a teacher are not
considered an "educational record."

¢ Recordings by students of lessons for educational
purposes are permitted but only if expressly
authorized by the teacher. Under California Education
Code Section 51512 it is illegal for any person -
including the student - to record what is happening in
the classroom without the consent of the teacher.

® Recordings by parents of lessons for widespread
distribution, or for virtually any use, are not permitted
by the California Education Code. Again, it is illegal
for a parent to record classroom instruction without
the expressed and written consent of the teacher, and
such recording may not be distributed to third parties
(such as in social media) under FERPA. See Ed. Code
Section 51512.
