This doctrine of
transubstantiation is a key tenant of
the Catholic faith and is a belief that
separates Catholics and Orthodox
Christians from most other

Christians. In response to this poll
the US Bishops Conference called
for a Eucharistic Revival. Starting
this month, phase 2 of the
Eucharistic Revival commences in
which this movement will be rolled
out across all US parishes for the
next year culminating next June.
