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Safe Return to In-Person Instruction and Continuity of Services Plan

In order to best support students and families with the safest possible return to school for the 2021 school year, the Oregon Department of
Education (ODE) has created an operational plan template to align guidance from the federal and state level in support of local decision-making
and transparency of health and safety measures in the communities that school districts serve. The Safe Return to In-Person Instruction and
Continuity of Services Plan serves the following purposes:

1) Replaces the Ready Schools, Safe Learners Operational Blueprint required under Executive Order 21-06; and

2) Meets the requirements for:

a. Anoperational plan required under OAR 581-022-0106(4), while aligning the CDC Guidance on School Reopening with the Ready
Schools, Safe Learners Resiliency Framework for the 2021-22 School Year (RSSL Resiliency Framework);

b. Section 2001(i)(1) of the ARP ESSER and the US Department of Education’s Interim Final Requirements for Safe
Return/Continuity of Services Plan; and

¢. Communicable Disease Plan and Isolation Plan under OAR 581-022-2220 (Division 22 requirements).

As districts plan and implement the recommendations in ODE’s RSSL Resiliency Framework, they will need to consider a continuum of risk levels
when all recommendations cannot be fully implemented. For example, universal correct wearing of face coverings between people is one of the
most effective preventive measures. However, there will be times when this is not possible based on a specific interaction or a physical space

limitation, such as during meal times. It will be necessary to consider and balance the mitigation strategies described to best protect health and

safety while ensuring full time in person learning.

ODE remains committed to the guiding principles introduced in spring of 2020 to generate collective action and leadership for efforts to respond
to COVID-19 across Oregon. These principles are updated to reflect the current context:

e Ensure safety and wellness. Prioritizing basic needs such as food, shelter, wellness, supportive relationships and support for mental,
social, and emotional health of students and staff.

e Center health and well-being. Acknowledging the health and mental health impacts of this past year, commit to creating learning
opportunities that foster creative expression, make space for reflection and connection, and center on the needs of the whole child
rather than solely emphasizing academic achievement.

e Cultivate connection and relationship. Reconnecting with one another after a year of separation can occur through quality learning
experiences and deep interpersonal relationships among families, students and staff.

e Prioritize equity. Recognize the disproportionate impact of COVID-19 on Black, American Indian/Alaska Native, and Latino/a/x, Pacific
Islander communities; students experiencing disabilities; students living in rural areas; and students and families navigating poverty and
houselessness. Apply an equity-informed, anti-racist, and anti-oppressive lens to promote culturally sustaining and revitalizing
educational systems that support every child.

e Innovate. Returning to school is an opportunity to improve teaching and learning by iterating on new instructional strategies, rethinking
learning environments, and investing in creative approaches to address unfinished learning.

We have provided ample class time at the beginning of the
school year, as well as continuing to provide time, space,
and creative opportunities and outlets (art, music,
movement/dance, creative writing, clubs and interest
groups, etc.) for our students and staff to make sense of
their experiences, and to process personal and professional
stresses, emotions, trauma, and grief.

Additionally personnel will support the mental
health needs of our students by implementing best
practice, evidenced-based programs including PAX, RULER,
and anti-bullying classroom instruction while analyzing
results for maximum impact. Additionally personnel will
support students emotional and mental health needs by
leading care team meetings, providing break space, and
collaborate by leading district-wide SEL meetings with all
district mental health providers.

Connection is what unites us and allows us to achieve great
things. This means that developing partnerships between
the district and community stakeholders will provide wrap
around services for every staff member and student.

The results of our efforts will be collected via You Truth
surveys given to ALL third through twelfth graders, and to
each staff member. These data will be analyzed
district-wide, building-wide, and by using comparison data
from our state and nation-wide.

We will improve our practice by adding personnel to
support the social emotional needs of students across the
district. This includes implementing RULER, a
social/emotional component for students in all three
buildings. We will improve our practice by adding
personnel to assist in the implementation and
management of positive school climate for students, and to
create and manage student attendance and conduct
policies. We will improve our practice by providing
additional school and mental health counselors to provide
and broaden the support for students and staff.

Universal and correct

wearing of face coverings

As of July 29, 2021, Governor Kate Brown has mandated
that all students, staff, and visitors in K-12 schools be
required to wear COVID-19 face masks for the 2021-22
school year. Oregon is placing a priority on ensuring that
every student is able to attend school in-person for the
entire school year. Students are required to attend school,
which is a group setting where COVID-19 can spread easily
if precautions are not taken.The rule requires all individuals
over two years of age to wear a face covering while indoors
in a K-12 school, during school hours. Certain
accommodations for medical needs or disability may be
necessary.

Jefferson School District will not require face coverings on
buses or at school beginning March 12, 2022. This could
change if we have a local COVID-19 outbreak, or if Marion
County moves into the high category.

Every step will be taken to ensure the school environment
is safe and welcoming to every student and staff member,
and honors their individual decisions around COVID-19
safety, including the use of masks.

Physical distancing
and cohorting

JSD schools will continue to support physical distancing in
all daily activities and instruction, and maintain at least
three (3) feet between students to the extent possible,
especially when indoors and around people from different
households. Distancing will also include the following:
Physical distancing requirements will be considered when
setting up learning environments and other spaces to allow
for at least 3 feet of physical distance. We will strive to you
6 foot distancing, plexiglass dividers, and other intentional
solutions in situations where masking is utilized less
often--like when our students are eating their lunch.

Effective March 12, 2022, the schools within the Jefferson
School District will continue to support physical distancing
in all daily activities and instruction, striving for at least 3
feet between students, to the extent possible.

Ventilation and air flow

The district will continue to ensure effective ventilation and
improved indoor air quality. Our focus has been and will
continue to be: Increasing the amount of fresh outside air
that is introduced into the system; Exhausting air from
indoors to the outdoors; and Cleaning the air that is
recirculated indoors with effective filtration methods (e.g.,
HEPA filters) to remove virus-containing particles from the
air. Opening windows and doors unless doing so creates a
health or safety risk. Consider conducting some activities,
meals, and classes outside when reasonable.

The ventilation and air flow protocols, along with masking
and distancing, are all part of the layered mitigation
strategy of our local health agency and ODE. We agree
that implementation and enforcement of these layers are
powerful tools to stop the spread of COVID-19

As of March 12, 2022, face coverings will no longer be a
part of the layered mitigation strategies. This change
means that our schools will be paying more attention to
the remaining layers of mitigation each day.

Handwashing and
respiratory etiquette

Regular hand washing is one of the best ways to remove
germs, avoid getting sick, and prevent the spread of germs
to others. Washing hands can keep you healthy and
prevent the spread of respiratory and diarrheal infections
from one person to the next. OHA and ODE strongly advise
that schools create protocols and systems to ensure access
to soap, water and alcohol-based hand sanitizer with at
least 60% alcohol at key times and that schools prioritize
handwashing with soap and water after students or staff
use the restroom. JSD is committed to containing the
spread of germs by providing plentiful access to soap,
water, and alcohol-based hand sanitizer

Access to handwashing and hand sanitizer will be available
for all students and staff members. We believe that
handwasing and respiratory etiquette is also part of the
layered mitigation strategy. We agree that implementation
and enforcement of these layers are powerful tools to stop
the spread of COVID-19

Free, on-site COVID-19

diagnostic testing

Each school will have COVID-19 tests available to
administer should a student be exhibiting symptoms. These
tests are voluntary and parent permission must first be
obtained (or it can be kept on file), prior to test
administration.

It is possible that some of our students, especially in some
of our most under-served populations, do not have access
to diagnostic testing when exhibiting symptoms of
COVID-19. This can serve as a barrier to the health and
safety of everyone in our schools and district facilities, so

JSD has provided, and will continue to provide equitable
access to PPE (as needed) for all students and staff
including free, on-site COVID-19 diagnostic testing.

Public health
communication

There is a designated person in each school who has
established, implemented and enforced physical distancing
requirements, consistent with guidance from ODE and
OHA. All positive cases, exposures, suspected exposures,
and COVID-19 symptomatic students and staff will be
reported to the district's point person who will work
directly with Marion County Health, and the district nurse
to inform and consult. The district will follow the guidance
provided by Marion County Health. This communication
will be provided to staff, parents and the borader
community as needed via a variety of media sources.

JSD will actively consult with OHA, Marion County Health,
and Santiam Hospital, along with our district nurse, for
updates that are important and relevant to each one of our
stakeholders. These announcements will be made using a
variety of sources, and will be avaliable in both English and
Spanish.

JSD will send parent email notifications of direct exposures
to the extent possible, however contact tracing is no longer
required. We will continue to provide on-site or
drive-through testing to students, with parent permission,
and staff members who request testing.

Isolation:

Health care and a
designated space that is

Students or staff who are showing signs of infection for
COVID-19 at school will go immediately to the designated
room in the school for further evaluation. Students will be
provided with a COVID-19 rapid test (unless parental
approval is not obtained), to determine if he/she tests
positive for the virus. Students exhibiting signs of iliness
will be isolated for their peers in a designated space in the
school, until they can be picked up by their
parent/guardian.

JSD will follow all guidelines for student and staff isolation
as reccomended by ODE and OHA, in consultation with
Marion County Health.

The Individualized COVID Recovery Services rule became permanent in December 2021. ESSER Il requires at least 20% of funding to be spent on unfinished
learning which can include recovery services to students experiencing disability (and prioritizes students in underserved or disproportionately impacted
communities, including students who experience disability). Recovery services are special education services designed to meet the needs of eligible students
in special education who were adversely impacted by the educational limitations caused by COVID 19. ODE has developed a guide for Planning for
Individualized COVID Recovery Services to support school districts in understanding and developing a process to implement this rule.

After each determination is made, the school
district or program shall provide written notice
to the parent and/or adult student with a
disability regarding the determination of need
for Individualized COVID-19 Recovery Services.

After determination is made during the annual IEP
team meeting, resulting COVID-19 recovery services
are documented in the prior written notice(PRN).

These established policies are based on a
comprehensive and individualized process of
evaluation, eligibility, monitoring and providing
appropriate accommodation determined by the
student's educational team.

To remain in compliance with ARP ESSER requirements, school districts must regularly, but no less frequently than every six months (taking into consideration
the timing of significant changes to CDC guidance on reopening schools), review, and as appropriate, revise its Safe Return to In-

	Guiding Principles: COVID-19 vaccinations to educators other staff and students if eligible: Jefferson 14J is aware that the COVID-19 pandemic has has a major impact on many of our families, including those most historically marginalized.  We have worked with our local health department, and a local hospital to make certain that all of our students and staff members have all the information necessary to make appropriate decisions on vaccination.
	Adopted Policies: Universal and correct wearing of face coverings: As of July 29, 2021, Governor Kate Brown has mandated

that all students, staff, and visitors in K-12 schools be

required to wear COVID-19 face masks for the 2021-22

school year. Oregon is placing a priority on ensuring that

every student is able to attend school in-person for the

entire school year. Students are required to attend school,

which is a group setting where COVID-19 can spread easily

if precautions are not taken.The rule requires all individuals

over two years of age to wear a face covering while indoors

in a K-12 school, during school hours. Certain

accommodations for medical needs or disability may be

necessary.
	Guiding Principles: Universal and correct wearing of face coverings: Jefferson School District will not require face coverings on buses or at school beginning March 12, 2022. This could change if we have a local COVID-19 outbreak, or if Marion County moves into the high category.  



Every step will be taken to ensure the school environment is safe and welcoming to every student and staff member, and honors their individual decisions around COVID-19 safety, including the use of masks.
	Adopted Policies: Physical distancing and cohorting: JSD schools will continue to support physical distancing in

all daily activities and instruction, and maintain at least

three (3) feet between students to the extent possible,

especially when indoors and around people from different

households. Distancing will also include the following:

Physical distancing requirements will be considered when

setting up learning environments and other spaces to allow

for at least 3 feet of physical distance. We will strive to you

6 foot distancing, plexiglass dividers, and other intentional

solutions in situations where masking is utilized less

often--like when our students are eating their lunch.
	Guiding Principles: Physical distancing and cohorting: Effective March 12, 2022, the schools within the Jefferson School District will continue to support physical distancing in all daily activities and instruction, striving for at least 3 feet between students, to the extent possible.

	Adopted Policies: Ventilation and air flow: The district will continue to ensure effective ventilation and

improved indoor air quality. Our focus has been and will

continue to be: Increasing the amount of fresh outside air

that is introduced into the system; Exhausting air from

indoors to the outdoors; and Cleaning the air that is

recirculated indoors with effective filtration methods (e.g.,

HEPA filters) to remove virus-containing particles from the

air. Opening windows and doors unless doing so creates a

health or safety risk. Consider conducting some activities,

meals, and classes outside when reasonable. 
	Guiding Principles: Ventilation and air flow: The ventilation and air flow protocols, along with masking and distancing, are all part of the layered mitigation strategy of our local health agency and ODE.  We agree that implementation and enforcement of these layers are powerful tools to stop the spread of COVID-19



As of March 12, 2022, face coverings will no longer be a part of the layered mitigation strategies.  This change means that our schools will be paying more attention to the remaining layers of mitigation each day.
	Adopted Policies: Handwashing and respiratory etiquette: Regular hand washing is one of the best ways to remove

germs, avoid getting sick, and prevent the spread of germs

to others. Washing hands can keep you healthy and

prevent the spread of respiratory and diarrheal infections

from one person to the next. OHA and ODE strongly advise

that schools create protocols and systems to ensure access

to soap, water and alcohol-based hand sanitizer with at

least 60% alcohol at key times and that schools prioritize

handwashing with soap and water after students or staff

use the restroom. JSD is committed to containing the

spread of germs by providing plentiful access to soap,

water, and alcohol-based hand sanitizer
	Guiding Principles: Handwashing and respiratory etiquette: Access to handwashing and hand sanitizer will be available for all students and staff members.  We believe that handwasing and respiratory etiquette is also part of the layered mitigation strategy.  We agree that implementation and enforcement of these layers are powerful tools to stop the spread of COVID-19
	Adopted Policies: Free onsite COVID19 diagnostic testing: Each school will have COVID-19 tests available to

administer should a student be exhibiting symptoms. These

tests are voluntary and parent permission must first be

obtained (or it can be kept on file), prior to test

administration. 
	Guiding Principles: Free onsite COVID19 diagnostic testing: It is possible that some of our students, especially in some of our most under-served populations, do not have access to diagnostic testing when exhibiting symptoms of COVID-19. This can serve as a barrier to the health and safety of everyone in our schools and district facilities, so 



JSD has provided, and will continue to provide equitable access to PPE (as needed) for all students and staff including free, on-site COVID-19 diagnostic testing.
	Adopted Policies: COVID19 screening testing: JSD is not currently participating in the screening program.

	Adopted Policies: Public health communication: There is a designated person in each school who has

established, implemented and enforced physical distancing

requirements, consistent with guidance from ODE and

OHA.
