And in school they threatened to
keep kids back a grade if they
failed...and they did. Remember
when a '57 Chevy was everyone’s
dream car...to cruise, peel out, lay
rubber, or watch submarine races,
and people went steady? Nobody
ever asked where the car keys were
because they were always in the car,
in the ignition and the doors were
never locked. Do you remember
lying on your back in the grass with
your friends and saying things like
“That cloud looks like a....”? We
played baseball with no adults to
help us with the rules of the game.
Stuff from the store came without
safety caps or hermetic seals
because no one had yet tried to
poison a perfect stranger.
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And with all our progress, don’t you
wish, just once, you could slip back
in time and savor the slower pace
and share it with the children of
today? How about when being sent
to the principal’s office was nothing
compared to the fate that awaited us
at home. Can you still remember
Howdy Doody, The Peanut Gallery,
The Lone Ranger, The Shadow
Knows, Roy and Dale, 'I'rigger and
Buttermilk? How about candy
cigarettes, wax Coke-shaped bottles
with colored sugar water inside?
Not to mention soda pop machines
that dispensed glass bottles and
coffee shops with tableside juke
boxes.
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We chewed a lot of gum, stuff like
Blackjack, Clove, Teaberry and
Dentyne. There used to be
newsreels before the movie. And
phone numbers came with a word
prefix, such as Garfield 4669 (that
was ours, 1 still remember!). Some
of us recall when there were just
four numbers with no word prefix
and nearly everyone had a party
line. There were pea shooters, 78
RPM records, S&H Green Stamps,
mimeograph machines, and the Fort
Apache Play set. Back in the day,
“race issue” meant arguing about
who ran the fastest, and having a
weapon in school meant getting
caught with a slingshot. The worst
embarrassment was being picked
last for a team. War was a card
game, and baseball cards in the
spokes transformed any bike into a
motorcycle. Taking drugs meant
chewing orange flavored aspirin.

Now, didn’t that feel good, just to go
back and say “Yeah, I remember
that!”? These memories are OUR
memories which may evoke even
more, and those younger will have
their own unique set of them. Still,
how lucky are we to have lived in a
time of simplicity, safety, and strong
family traditions. I wouldn’t trade
them for anything!
