Las Sierras Academy (LSA) is the first initiative of its kind in New Orleans,
offering free intensive and targeted programming for scholars who are new to
the country. LSA is a specialized, one-year immersion program that builds
English language proficiency alongside high school academic content,
reinforced by comprehensive supports and services. LSA currently serves high
school students from Collegiate Academies in New Orleans enrolled at
Abramson Sci Academy, G.W. Carver High School, Livingston Collegiate
Academy, and Walter L. Cohen High School.

At Carver, she grew immensely in her English proficiency and passed all of her

courses until her mother was deported when Ángela was in 11th grade and they

were forced to return to Honduras. Ángela Andrade Sierra passed away in

Honduras in 2020.
