Class Description and Objective:

The compelling question and goal of this class is: How does the past help us understand the present?

In order to explore American History this class will look at American History thematically. In other words,
instead of starting at the very beginning of American History and finishing with the most recent events in
our history, we will look at U.S. history from the perspective of five different sets of smaller compelling
questions, which will consist of five units below:

Unit 1: American Foundations, Rebellion, and Civil War: How do foundational events help us
understand present issues?

Unit 2: Civil Rights: Why does social change happen?

Unit 3: Immigration: To what extent has the American Dream been an achievable reality?
Unit 4: Boom and Bust: To what extent has the American Dream been an achievable reality?
Unit 5: Friends, Foes, and Fanatics: Does might make right?
