Job Skills: Getting Ready for Work

Learning and practicing job skills while youth are still in schools helps youth with disabilities to be more successful
at finding and maintaining employment. Parents and family members can also work with and encourage youth to
develop skills to be successful in the workplace. Depending on the needs and strengths of the youth there are many
different ways these skills can be taught. A transition plan that focuses on both assessment and planning is essential
to prepare youth for life after high school.
