Car accidents can be devastating but by taking the appropriate 
precautions, you can help prevent injury and death. 

Using the appropriate car seat for your child's age, height, and 
weight is crucial. California law requires infants to be rear-facing 
until they are 2 years old or have reached the seat’s maximum 
height and weight limit. At that point, children will transition 
to a forward-facing car seat. Next, children will transition to 
a booster seat. Children age 8 or older or 4’9 or taller, may use 
the vehicle seat belt as long as it fits properly.

Having the car seat properly installed is also critical in maximizing 
safety. When installing the seat, make sure it is tightly secured 
and doesn't wobble or move more than an inch in any direction. 

Emphasize the importance of seat belts to children as soon as 
they are old enough to understand. Make it a rule for everyone 
in the car to buckle up, every time — no exceptions.

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When I joined the Los Angeles County 
Office of Education (LACOE), one of my 
priorities was to get resources and support 
for students who, like me, come from 
underserved families with critical needs.

letters placed on the refrigerator. Kids can see them several 
times a day and play with them. The magnets can also 
teach colors and enhance fine motor skills the more they 
are played with. This helps build hand-eye coordination, 
which is essential for using a pencil and many other things 
in life. Solving puzzles can also help their strength and 
steadiness in using tools like scissors, which can be very 
frustrating at first. Please remember that stressed out 
parents often lead to stressed out kids. My final piece of 
advice is to do your absolute best to take it all in stride. Be 
prepared to be unprepared...that’s ok. There’ll be bigger 
potholes in the future.
